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Bioetika je mnogo vise od nove znan-
stvene ili akademske discipline, ona je postala
»znakom vremena«, i to posebnim znakom
koji obiljezava prelamanje epoha svjetske po-
vijesti. I viSe od toga, postala je akterom pro-
cesa u kojima se okoncava novi vijek kao doba
znanstveno-tehnicke civilizacije 1 pocinje
nova epoha. No, da bi postala znakom i akte-
rom nastajanja nove epohe u povijesti svijeta,
bioetika je i sama morala pro¢i intenzivnu raz-
vojnu preobrazbu od stadija »nove medicinske
etike« do stadija »integrativne bioetike«. Bio
je to put od detektiranja »opasnog znanja« i
Potterove vizije bioetike kao »mosta prema
buducénosti« do stadija metodoloske izgrade-
nosti bioetike kao orijentacijske znanosti, od-
nosno »znanosti opstanka« (Potter).

Opasnost za opstanak nastupila je u vidu
apsolutiziranja i dominacije tehnoznanstve-
nog znanja. A kako tamo gdje je opasnost
»raste i ono spasonosno« (Holderlin), u pro-
tutezi prema redukcionizmu opasnog znanja
te s onu stranu tradicionalne etike nastala je
nova eticka kultura kao zajednicki horizont
niza etickih projekata i inicijativa — od pro-
jekta »svjetski ethos« Hansa Kiinga, preko
integrativne gospodarske etike Petera Ulricha
i ekoloske enciklike pape Franje, do projek-
ta integrativne bioetike. Nova eticka kultura
pretpostavka je za »kulturu znanja«, a kultu-
ra znanja pretpostavka je za zasnivanje nove
epohe u povijesti svijeta. Epohe se, naime, ne
zasnivaju na dogadajima, nego na dominan-
tnom tipu ili paradigmi znanja. Metodoloski
obrazac pluriperspektivizma, koji je razvijen
u sklopu projekta integrativne bioetike, uvodi
kulturne perspektive u novu paradigmu znanja
te time, naspram tehnoznanstvene redukcije
znanja, uspostavlja kulturu znanja ili znanje
kao kulturu.

Znanstveno-kulturnu manifestaciju Lo-
Sinjski dani bioetike treba utoliko vrednovati
prema najvisem mjerilu doprinosa duhovnom
zasnivanju nove epohe. U dijaloskom okviru
Losinjskih dana bioetike odvijala su se i pre-
pletala dva komplementarna idejna procesa:

« izgradivanje koncepta integrativne bio-
etike;

Bioethics is much more than a new sci-
entific or academic discipline, it has become
a “sign of the age”, a special sign that marks
the turn of epochs of the world history. Even
more, it has become the protagonist of pro-
cesses of coming to an end of the Modern Age
as the age of scientific-technical civilisation,
and dawning of the new epoch. However, in
order for it to become the sign and protagonist
of the emergence of the new epoch, bioethics
itself had to go through intensive develop-
mental transformation from the stage of “new
medical ethics” to the stage of “integrative
bioethics”. It was a path from detecting “dan-
gerous knowledge” and Potter’s vision of bio-
ethics as a “bridge to the future” to the stage
of methodological development of bioethics
as the orientational science, i.e. “science of
survival” (Potter).

Threat to survival has appeared in the
form of absolutisation and domination of
technoscientific knowledge. And since “where
the danger is, also grows the saving power”
(Holderlin), in counterbalance towards reduc-
tionism of dangerous knowledge and beyond
the traditional ethics, a new ethics culture as a
common horizon of numerous ethics projects
and initiatives — from Hans Kiing’s “World
Ethos Project”, through Peter Ulrich’s integra-
tive economic ethics and Pope Francis’ eco-
logical encyclical, to the project of integrative
bioethics. The new ethics culture is a prerequi-
site for a “culture of knowledge”, and the cul-
ture of knowledge is a prerequisite for estab-
lishing a new epoch in the history of the world.
In fact, epochs are not based on events, but on
the dominant type or paradigm of knowledge.
Methodological framework of pluriperspec-
tivism, developed as a part of the project of
integrative bioethics, introduces cultural per-
spectives in the new paradigm of knowledge
and thus establishes the culture of knowledge
or knowledge as culture, as opposed to tech-
no-scientific reduction of knowledge.

The scientific-cultural conference Losinj
Days of Bioethics should be evaluated accord-
ing to the highest scale of contribution to the
spiritual establishment of the new epoch. In
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« programsko osmisljavanje (»europeizaci-
ja bioetike«) i stvarno etabliranje europ-
ske bioetike.

U sintezi tih procesa nastala je integrativ-
na bioetika kao izvorni i zasnivajuci koncept
europske bioetike. U istom je razdoblju europ-
ska bioetika, otkricem protobioeti¢ara Fritza
Jahra, dobila i polazi$nu tocku vlastite tradi-
cije. U otvoreni prostor nove tradicije ugrade-
no je i potterovsko nasljede koje je bioeticki
redukcionizam u meduvremenu u bitnome
obezvrijedio. Doprinos Losinjskih dana bio-
etike u osmisljavanju tradicijskog niza Jahr
— Potter — integrativna bioetika nedvojben je
i o¢igledan, dok se doprinos Losinjskih dana
bioetike u prijelomnom vremenu povijesti bio-
etike, koje je bioetiku u¢inilo »znakom i akte-
rom« prijelomnog vremena u povijesti svijeta,
nalazi in statu progrediendi, pa se moze tek
etapno istrazivati.

Losinjski dani bioetike u sinergiji s dru-
gim stalnim manifestacijama (Rijecki dani
bioetike u Rijeci, Osjecki dani bioetike u
Osijeku, Dani kulturne animaliSTike u Spli-
tu, Bioetika i aporije psihe u Zagrebu, Etika,
bioetika i sport u Zagrebu i Varazdinu, Kar-
lovacki bioeticki susreti u Karlovcu, Bioeticki
arboretum u Zagrebu te Ljetna Skola »Bio-
etika u kontekstu« u Njemackoj i zemljama
Jugoistoéne Europe, ukljucujuci Hrvatsku), s
razvijenom medunarodnom suradnjom, izgra-
denim bioeti¢kim institucijama, bogatom pub-
licistikom te s brojnim bioetickim projektima
ucinili su Hrvatsku geografskim i duhovnim
srediStem europske bioetike i mjestom razvoj-
nih pomaka globalno-svjetske bioetike.

Kada je 10. studenoga 2014., na prijedlog
Nacionalnog vije¢a za znanost, visoko obra-
zovanje 1 tehnoloski razvoj, ministar znanosti,
obrazovanja i sporta Republike Hrvatske pro-
glasio Znanstveni centar izvrsnosti za integra-
tivnu bioetiku, ocjena o globalnoj mjerodav-
nosti bioetickih zbivanja u Hrvatskoj dobila je
ne samo administrativau nego, prethodno pro-
vedenim postupkom medunarodnog recenzi-
ranja, i autonomno znanstvenu potvrdu. Time
je svim sudionicima u projektu razvijanja i
institucionaliziranja ideje integrativne bioeti-
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the dialogical framework of the Losinj Days of
Bioethics two complementary conceptual pro-
cesses have been developing and intertwining:
« forming of the concept of integrative bio-
ethics;
e programmatic formulation (“Europeani-
sation of bioethics”) and the actual estab-
lishment of the European bioethics.

Through synthesis of these processes
integrative bioethics emerged as an original
founding concept of the European bioethics. In
the same period, the European bioethics came
upon the starting point of its tradition with the
discovery of the proto-bioethicist Fritz Jahr.
Potterian heritage was also built in the open
area of the new tradition, but in the meantime
it was essentially devalued by bioethical re-
ductionism. Contribution of the Losinj Days of
Bioethics to the conceptualisation of the tradi-
tion series Jahr — Potter — integrative bioethics
is undeniable and obvious, while the contribu-
tion of the Days in this crucial period in the
history of bioethics, which has made bioethics
the “sign and protagonist” of the turning point
in the world history, is in statu progrediendi, so
it can only be explored in stages.

The Losinj Days of Bioethics in synergy
with other regular conferences (the Rijeka
Days of Bioethics in Rijeka, the Osijek Days
of Bioethics in Osijek, the Days of Animal
STudies in Split, Bioethics and Aporia of Psy-
che in Zagreb, Ethics, Bioethics and Sport in
Zagreb and Varazdin, the Karlovac Bioethical
Encounters in Karlovac, the Bioethical Ar-
boretum in Zagreb, and the Summer School
“Bioethics in Context” in Germany and the
Southeast European countries, including Cro-
atia), a developed international cooperation,
established bioethical institutions, numerous
publications and bioethical projects have
made Croatia a geographical and spiritual cen-
tre of the European bioethics and a place of
developmental shifts of the global bioethics.

At the suggestion of the National Council
for Science, Higher Education and Techno-
logical Development, the Minister of Science,
Education and Sports of the Republic of Croa-
tia declared on 10 November 2014 the Centre



ke odano vrhunsko priznanje koje je dimenzi-
onirano zakonskom definicijom: »Znanstveni
centar izvrsnosti je znanstvena organizacija ili
njezin ustrojbeni dio ili skupina znanstvenika
koja po originalnosti, znacenju i aktualnosti
rezultata svoga znanstvenog rada ide u red naj-
kvalitetnijih organizacija ili skupina u svije-
tu unutar svoje znanstvene discipline« (¢l
29. st. 1. Zakona o znanstvenoj djelatnosti i
visokom obrazovanju). Nakon §to je tijekom
2018. godine provedena srednjorocna evalua-
cija postignutih rezultata, ministrica znanosti
i obrazovanja donijela je 14. listopada 2019.
godine Odluku o produljenju rada Znanstve-
nog centra izvrsnosti za integrativau bioetiku
u narednom razdoblju od pet godina. Odluka o
produljenjurada donesena je »na temelju izvrs-
ne ocjene inozemnog recenzenta i na osnovu
misljenja struénog povjerenstva Nacionalnog
vijeca za znanost, visoko obrazovanje i tehno-
loski razvoj«. Znanstveni centar izvrsnosti za
integrativnu bioetiku od pocetka svog djelo-
vanja nalazi se u krugu suorganizatora Losinj-
skih dana bioetike.

Trajanje znanstvenih centara izvrsno-
sti prema Odluci o uvjetima i kriterijima za
osnivanje znanstvenih centara izvrsnosti,
koju je Nacionalno vije¢e za znanost, visoko
obrazovanje i tehnoloski razvoj donijelo 17.
prosinca 2012., ograni¢eno je u formalnom
pogledu na maksimalni rok od deset godina,
koji je u slucaju Znanstvenog centra izvrsno-
sti za integrativnu bioetiku istekao krajem
prosle godine. To, medutim, ne znaci da je s
tim datumom Znanstveni centar izvrsnosti u
stvarnom pogledu prestao postojati. Znanstve-
no-upravni odbor Centra donio je 12. ozujka
2025. Odluku o osnivanju Mrezne koordina-
cije Znanstvenog centra izvrsnosti za integra-
tivau bioetiku. Mrezna koordinacija okuplja
pet ustrojbenih jedinica koje su djelovale u in-
stitucionalnoj mrezi Znanstvenog centra izvr-
snosti: Sveucilisni centar za integrativnu bio-
etiku Sveucilista u Zagrebu, Referalni centar
za bioetiku u jugoistocnoj Europi Hrvatskoga
filozofskog drustva, Centar za integrativnu
bioetiku Filozofskog fakulteta SveuciliSta u
Zagrebu, Centar za integrativnu bioetiku Filo-

of Excellence for Integrative Bioethics, one
of the seven such centres in Croatia. Thus, all
the participants in the project of developing
and institutionalising the idea of integrative
bioethics received the top acknowledgment
shaped by the legal definition: “Centre of
excellence is a scientific organisation, or its
organisational part, or a group of scientists
that is by its originality, significance, and
relevance of its scientific work results one of
the highest quality organisations or groups in
the world within its scientific discipline” (Ar-
ticle 29, paragraph 1 of the Act on Scientific
Activity and Higher Education). Following a
mid-term evaluation of the results achieved in
2018, the Minister of Science and Education
made a decision on 14 October 2019 to ex-
tend the work of the Centre of Excellence for
Integrative Bioethics for the next five years.
The decision to extend the work was made
“based on the excellent assessment of a for-
eign reviewer and based on the opinion of the
expert committee of the National Council for
Science, Higher Education and Technological
Development”. Since the beginning of its ac-
tivity, the Centre of Excellence for Integrative
Bioethics has been one of the co-organisers of
the Losinj Days of Bioethics.

The duration of centres of excellence, ac-
cording to the Decision on the Conditions and
Criteria for the Establishment of the Centres
of Excellence, adopted by the National Council
for Science, Higher Education and Techno-
logical Development on 17 December 2012,
is formally limited to a maximum period of
ten years, which in the case of the Centre of
Excellence for Integrative Bioethics expired
at the end of last year. However, this does not
mean that the Centre of Excellence ceased to
exist in reality on that date. On 12 March 2025,
the Scientific Management Committee of the
Centre adopted the Decision on the Estab-
lishment of the Network Coordination of the
Centre of Excellence for Integrative Bioethics.
The Network Coordination brings together five
organisational units that operated in the insti-
tutional network of the Centre of Excellence:
the University Centre for Integrative Bioethics,
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zofskog fakulteta Sveucilista u Splitu i Centar
za integrativnu bioetiku Sveucilista J. J. Stross-
mayera u Osijeku.

Mrezna koordinacija kao pravni i intelek-
tualni sljednik Znanstvenog centra izvrsnosti
za integrativnu bioetiku predstavlja novi or-
ganizacijski model koji omogucuje nastavak
suradnje unutar izgradene istrazivacke mreze,
nastavak zajednickih projektnih aktivnosti,
kao i preuzimanje drugih zadaca koje je Znan-
stveni centar izvrsnosti imao u znanstvenom i
kulturnom zivotu. Jedna je od takvih zadaca
sudioni$tvo u organizaciji znanstveno-kultur-
ne manifestacije LoSinjski dani bioetike.

Medu razvedenim institucionalnim ob-
licima koje obuhvaca krovni projekt integra-
tivne bioetike (bioeticki centri, mrezna koor-
dinacija, referalni centar, ljetne Skole, stalne
manifestacije, simpoziji, tribine, istrazivacki
projekti, studijski smjerovi i studijski kolegiji,
katedre, bioeticka drustva, biblioteka, ¢asopi-
si, bioeticke nagrade i sl.), znanstveno-kultur-
na manifestacija Losinjski dani bioetike zauzi-
ma sredi$nje mjesto kao bazi¢no okupljaliste
bioeticara u ovom dijelu Europe, kao svoje-
vrsna akademija integrativnog misljenja i kao
stalni medunarodni forum bioeticke rasprave.

Network Coordination as the legal and
intellectual successor of the Centre of Ex-
cellence for Integrative Bioethics represents
a new organisational model that enables the
continuation of cooperation within the estab-
lished research network, the continuation of
joint project activities, as well as taking over
of other tasks that the Centre of Excellence had
in scientific and cultural life. One of such tasks
is participation in organising the scientific-cul-
tural conference Losinj Days of Bioethics.

Among the diverse institutional forms
under the umbrella project of integrative bio-
ethics (bioethical centres, network coordina-
tion, referral centre, summer schools, annual
conferences, symposia, panel discussions, re-
search projects, university study programmes
and courses, bioethical chairs, bioethical soci-
eties, book series, journals, bioethical awards,
etc.), the scientific-cultural conference Losinj
Days of Bioethics is central as the principal
gathering place for bioethicists in this part of
Europe, as a kind of academy of integrative
thinking and as a permanent international fo-
rum for bioethical debate.

INFERTILITY:
SOME PUZZLES WITH IMPLICATIONS FOR POLICY

What descriptor characterises the phenomenon whereby people have reg-
ular, unprotected sex but are unable to conceive? We normally consider ‘infer-
tility” to be such a descriptor. But what is infertility? Despite the prevalence of
this phenomenon, it is difficult to characterise it satisfactorily. The first part of
the talk aims to assess this concept by canvassing existing accounts of infer-
tility and showing that, despite the importance of relying on an account that
correctly adjudicates cases of infertility and non-infertility, these accounts fall
short of this ideal. The second part of the talk aims to improve this concept by
developing a revisionary account of infertility. In closing, I discuss the impli-
cations for policy of this revisionary account.

RIVERS AS RIGHTS HOLDERS:
UNIVERSAL DECLARATION OF THE RIGHTS OF RIVERS

Water as a natural good is central to sustaining life on Earth. It is a resource
necessary for human survival and forms the foundation of all ecosystems while
supporting biodiversity, regulating climate conditions and enabling biological
processes. For this reason, we should not view water only as a natural resource
but rather as a natural good — water is not and should not be recognised and
valued solely for the benefits it provides to humans or any other living beings
or entities, but should be recognised as an entity that has its value regardless
of how it is used or what it provides. This concept of inherent value is also
recognised in the legal movement for the rights of nature, which emphasis-
es that natural entities such as rivers, mountains or forests have fundamental
rights that humans should recognise and respect. The ideological concept of
the legal movement for the rights of nature emerged from indigenous peoples
and cultures that have always considered humans as part of nature, not sep-
arate from nature. Many Indigenous communities recognise natural entities
with legal personalities that deserve protection and respect. On the other hand,
in Western societies, natural entities are considered property that can be used
as needed. According to the idea of the legal movement for the rights of nature,
natural entities are not just property that can be owned, but they are entities that
have an inalienable right to exist and develop.

Due to excessive exploitation, rivers have found themselves at the centre
of the legal movement for the rights of nature. For this reason, in 2017, the
Earth Law Center (USA) drafted the Universal Declaration of the Rights of
Rivers, which would be presented in the exhibition. Changing the paradigm
from an anthropocentric to an ecocentric and biocentric understanding of na-
ture and natural entities, during which both nature and natural entities are val-
ued and respected, leads us to change the position of human’s uncontrolled
exploitation of nature and natural resources to accumulate capital. Rivers and
other natural entities represent a specific, rounded world of life and have cul-
tural and environmental aspects. Humans and natural entities form a commu-
nity based on extra-moral characteristics or determinations. In contrast, natural
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entities themselves would form so-called asymmetric communities, towards
which human beings as moral subjects develop moral obligations or moral
considerations and establish political and legal responsibility (Ante Covi¢, The
Biotic Community as a Basis of Responsibility for Non-Human Living Beings).
An example is the Losinj Declaration on Biotic Sovereignty, adopted in 2004
as part of the 3rd Losinj Days of Bioethics.

The presentation will present the Universal Declaration on the Rights of
Rivers and its compatibility with the Losinj Declaration on Biotic Sovereignty.
The Losinj Days of Bioethics participants will be invited to support the Univer-
sal Declaration on the Rights of Rivers as the bearers of the Losinj Declaration
on Biotic Sovereignty.

RIJEKE KAO NOSITELJI PRAVA:
OPCA DEKLARACIJA O PRAVIMA RIJEKA

Voda kao prirodno dobro zauzima sredi$nje mjesto u odrzavanju zivota na
zemlji. Ona nije samo resurs neophodan za ljudski opstanak, ve¢ ¢ini temelj
svih ekosustava, istovremeno podrzavajuci bioraznolikost, regulirajuéi klimat-
ske uvjete i omoguéavajuci bioloske procese. 1z tog razloga na vodu ne bismo
trebali gledati samo kao na prirodni resurs, veé¢ bismo na vodu trebali gledati
kao na prirodno dobro — voda nije i ne bi trebala biti prepoznata i vrednovana
samo s obzirom na koristi koje pruza ljudima ili bilo kojim drugim zivim biéi-
ma ili entitetima, ve¢ bi trebala biti prepoznata kao entitet koji ima svoju vla-
stitu vrijednost neovisno o tome kako se koristi ili $to ona pruza. Ovaj koncept
inherentne vrijednosti prepoznat je i u ideji pravnog pokreta za prava prirode,
koji naglasava da prirodni entiteti kao Sto su rijeke, planine ili Sume imaju svo-
ja temeljna prava koja bi trebala biti prepoznata i po§tovana od strane ¢ovjeka.
Idejni koncept pravnog pokreta za prava prirode proizasao je iz domorodackih
naroda i kultura koje su oduvijek ¢ovjeka smatrale kao dio prirode, a ne odvo-
jenog od prirode. Mnoge domorodacke zajednice prepoznaju prirodne entitete
kao subjekte s pravnom osobnoscu koji zasluzuju zastitu i postovanje. S druge
strane, u Zapadnim se drustvima prirodni entiteti smatraju vlasnistvom koje se
moze koristiti prema potrebi. Prema ideji pravnog pokreta za prava prirode,
prirodni entiteti nisu samo vlasni$tvo koje se moze posjedovati, ve¢ su to enti-
teti koji imaju neotudivo pravo na postojanje i razvoj.

Rijeke su se zbog prekomjerne eksploatacije nasle u sredi$tu pravnog pro-
jekta za prava prirode. 1z tog je razloga godine 2017. Earth Law Center (SAD)
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izradio nacrt Opce deklaracije o pravima rijeka (Universal Declaration of the
Rights of Rivers), sto bi bilo prezentirano u izlaganju. Promjenom paradigme
iz antropocentrickog u ekocentric¢ko i biocentricko poimanje prirode i prirod-
nih entiteta, prilikom ¢ega su i priroda i prirodni entiteti cijenjeni i postivani,
dovodi nas do promjene pozicije ¢ovjekova nekontroliranog iskori§tavanja
prirode i prirodnih dobara u svrhu akumulacije kapitala. Rijeke, a i ostali pri-
rodni entiteti, predstavljaju odredeni zaokruzeni svijet zivota te imaju kulturo-
loske i okoline aspekte. Covjek i prirodni entiteti ¢ine zajednicu zasnovanu
na izvanmoralnim osobinama ili odredenjima, ¢ime bi sami prirodni entiteti
¢inili tzv. asimetricne zajednice, prema kojima ¢ovjek kao moralni subjekt raz-
vija moralnu obvezu, odnosno moralni obzir, ali i uspostavljanje politicke i
pravne odgovornosti (Ante Covi¢, Bioticka zajednica kao temelj odgovornosti
za ne-ljudska Ziva bi¢a). Primjer toga nalazimo u Losinjskoj deklaraciji o bio-
tickom suverenitetu, donesenoj 2004. godine u sklopu 3. Losinjskih dana bio-
etike.

Na izlaganju ¢e se prezentirati navedena Opca deklaracija o pravima rije-
ka, njena sukladnost s Losinjskom deklaracijom o biotickom suverenitetu te ée
se pozvati sudionike Losinjskih dana bioetike da kao donositelji Losinjske de-
klaracije o biotickom suverenitetu podrze 1 Opcu deklaraciju o pravima rijeka.

BIOETHICS IN THE AGE OF INCAPACITATION

The “incapacitated citizen” is more than just a political slogan, it is part
of our social reality and it describes a global trend which must not be blurred
by clichéd opposites like “democracy versus autocracy”, etc. Bioethics is one
of the most controversial fields in which we are confronted with this process
of incapacitation. There are indeed slogans which trivialise it and distract
us from it: the “civil society” which reclaims extraconstitutional power for
self-proclaimed elites, the “global governance” which presupposes a kind of
knowledge of domination at the disposal of some arrogant masterminds, or
the “living constitution” lying in the hands of progressist judges and activist
experts. In order to assert ourselves against all this we must at first call things
as they are. “Cybernetism” may be a characterization for what is going on in
this age of incapacitation: citizens are considered a controllable mass of po-
tential troublemakers and patients in need of healing and care which has to be
designed and organised by technocratic or even “artificial” intelligence. In this
coming age, more crucial than on medical and ethical competence bioethics
will depend on the preservation of the historical foundations of our political
institutions: the principles of republicanism (government on behalf of the peo-
ple), constitutionalism (respect of the constituting power of the people) and
judicial self-restraint (respect of the will of the majority of the people).

BIOETIKA U DOBA NESPOSOBNOSTI

»Nesposobni gradanin« vise je od pukog politi¢kog slogana, to je dio nase
drustvene stvarnosti i opisuje globalni trend koji se ne smije zamagliti kliSe-
iziranim suprotnostima kao §to je »demokracija protiv autokracije« itd. Bio-
etika je jedno od najkontroverznijih podrucja u kojima se suoavamo s ovim
procesom onesposobljavanja. Doista postoje slogani koji ga trivijaliziraju i
odvracaju nas od njega: »civilno druStvo« koje vraca izvanustavnu mo¢ sa-
moproglasenim elitama, »globalno upravljanje« koje pretpostavlja neku vrstu
znanja o dominaciji kojom raspolazu neki arogantni prikriveni planeri ili »Zivi
ustav« koji lezi u rukama progresivnih sudaca i aktivisticki nastrojenih struc-
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njaka. Da bismo se usprotivili svemu tome, prvo moramo stvari nazvati pravim
imenom. »Kibernetizam« bi mogao biti karakterizacija onoga Sto se dogada u
ovom dobu onesposobljenosti: gradani se smatraju kontroliranom masom po-
tencijalnih izazivaca problema i pacijenata kojima su potrebni lije¢enje i1 skrb
koje mora kreirati i organizirati tehnokratska ili ¢ak »umjetna« inteligencija.
U ovom nadolaze¢em dobu, ono §to je vaznije od medicinske i eticke kompe-
tencije jest da ¢e bioetika ovisiti o oCuvanju povijesnih temelja nasih politickih
institucija, a to su nacela republikanizma (vladanje u ime naroda), konstitucio-
nalizma (poStovanje ustavne moci naroda) i pravnog samoogranic¢enja (posto-
vanje volje vecine naroda).

ZACARANI KRUG:
KLIMA, ETIKA I ZNANOST OPSTANKA

Covjecanstvo se suoava s dubokom krizom — ne samo klimatskom ili
resursnom nego i sigurnosnom i vrijednosnom. Unato¢ znanstvenom napretku,
milijarde ljudi i dalje nemaju pristup pitkoj vodi i osnovnoj sanitaciji. Kli-
matske promjene donose sve viSe poplava, susa i patnje. Zarobljeni smo u
zacaranom krugu: rast populacije povecava emisije, emisije poti¢u klimatske
promjene, a klimatske promjene uzrokuju ekstremne dogadaje — pogorsavajuéi
nejednakost i borbu za resurse. Rast, nekada simbol vitalnosti, postao je ne-
promisljen imperativ — dogma koja nas ¢ini slijepima za granice Zemlje. Ovo
nije samo ekoloska kriza, ovo je eticki izazov. Bioetika ne smije ostati nijema.
Mora nas voditi u promisljanju kako brinemo o zivotu, ne samo ljudskom zivo-
tunego i o cijelom planetu. Nove tehnologije — umjetna inteligencija, digitalne
platforme, automatizacija — oblikuju svijet brze nego Sto ih etika moze pratiti.
Trebamo novi pristup: onaj koji posStuje granice, stavlja brigu ispred profita i
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ne pita samo $to mozemo uciniti, nego i §to trebamo uciniti. Novo doba ovisi o
novoj viziji. Vrijeme za djelovanje je sada.

THE VICIOUS CIRCLE:
CLIMATE, ETHICS, AND THE SCIENCE OF SURVIVAL

Humanity faces a profound crisis — not merely of climate or resources, but
also of security and values. Despite all our scientific advancements, billions
still lack access to clean water and sanitation. Climate change leads to more
floods, droughts, and suffering. We find ourselves caught in a vicious cycle:
population growth drives emissions, emissions contribute to climate change,
and climate change exacerbates extreme events — deepening inequality and
competition for limited resources. Growth, once a symbol of vitality, has trans-
formed into a reckless imperative — a dogma that blinds us to the Earth’s lim-
its. This is not just an environmental emergency — it is an ethical challenge.
Bioethics can no longer stay silent. It must guide how we care for life — not
only human life but all life on Earth. New technologies — artificial intelligence,
digital platforms, automation — reshape our world faster than ethics can follow.
We need a new kind of ethics: one that respects limits, values care over profit
and asks not just what we can do, but what we should do. The new age depends
on a new vision. The time to act is now.

SAMO-OSTVARENJE U (A)SIMETRICNOJ ZAJEDNICI
LJUDSKIH I NE-LJUDSKIH ZIVIH BICA —
DUBINSKO-EKOLOSKA PERSPEKTIVA

S teorijskim uporistem u dubinsko-ekoloskoj misli norveskoga filozofa
Arnea Nassa, u izlaganju se propituju ucinci moralne (ne)obzirnosti prema
okoliSu i ne-ljudskim zivim bi¢ima za koje se u suvremenim (eko)filozofskim
i (bio)etickim raspravama nerijetko smatra da ne predstavljaju standardne mo-
ralne, politi¢ke i pravne subjekte. Na tome se tragu, medu ostalim, »bioticka«
zajednica razotkriva ne samo kao »mjesovita« (A. Ness) nego u bitnom smislu
i kao »asimetriéna« moralna zajednica (A. Covié). Cilj je ovoga izlaganja kri-
ticki razmotriti teorijsku opravdanost i realnu mogucnost primjene kriterija i
granica samo-ostvarenja u (a)simetri¢noj moralnoj zajednici ljudskih i ne-ljud-
skih zivih bica (npr. zivotinja, biljaka i biotopa).

SELF-REALIZATION IN A (A)SSYMMETRIC COMMUNITY
OF HUMAN AND NON-HUMAN LIVING BEINGS —
A DEEP-ECOLOGICAL PERSPECTIVE

With a theoretical basis in the deep-ecological thought of the Norwe-
gian philosopher Arne Ness, the presentation questions the effects of moral
(in)consideration towards the environment and non-human living beings,
which in contemporary (eco)philosophical and (bio)ethical discussions are
often not recognized as standard moral, political, and legal subjects. On that
note, among other things, the “biotic” community is exposed not only as a
“mixed” (A. Neess) but in an important sense also as an “asymmetrical” moral
community (A. Covi¢). The aim of this presentation is to critically consider
the theoretical justification and realistic possibility of applying the criteria and
limits of self-realization in an (a)symmetric moral community of human and
non-human living beings (e.g., animals, plants, and biotopes).

ETICKO-TEOLOSKI ODNOS COVJEKA I PRIRODE

U kr$éansko-teoloskom poimanju ¢ovjekova sklada s prirodom i njegove
usmjerenosti prema prirodi uocava se da ¢ovjek svojim djelovanjem narusava
harmoniju koja je izvorno postojala u tom odnosu. U odnosu ¢ovjeka prema
prirodi opazaju se takoder brojni pristupi i na¢ini ophodenja. Tako se u po-
vijesti kr$¢anske teoloSke tradicije mogu prepoznati razliciti eti¢ko-teoloski
putevi koji u konacnici imaju i razli¢ite ishode. Stoga izlaganje donosi neke
eticko-teoloske pristupe Covjekova odnosa prema prirodi te ukazuje na vaznost
odgovornog Zivljenja, kao i na vaznost upravljanja prirodnim resursima imaju-
¢i u vidu odgovornost za stvoreno i odgovornost prema buduc¢im narastajima.

ETHICAL-THEOLOGICAL RELATIONSHIP
OF THE MAN AND NATURE

In the view of the Christian theology, the human harmony with the nature
and its orientation towards the nature, it is noticeable that the man through
his action disrupted the harmony which originally existed. In the relationship
between the man and the nature one might also observe numerous approaches
and the ways of behaviour that the man had undertaken. So, in the history of the
Christian theological tradition it is possible to recognise different ethical-theo-
logical ways, which ultimately have the different issues. Therefore, this type
of discourse can bring some ethical-theological approaches of the man’s rela-
tionship towards the nature, and it may indicate toward the importance of the
responsible living and the significance of management of the natural resource,
bearing in the mind the responsibility for the created and obligation towards
the future generations.

KRSCANSTVO I OKOLIS:
ENCIKLIKA LAUDATO SI’

U izlaganju ¢e se predstaviti temeljne odredbe suvremenog kr$¢anskoga
shvacanja zastite i oCuvanja okoli$a te borbe protiv klimatskih promjena re-
prezentirane u enciklici pape Franje Laudato si’, koja je objavljena 2015. go-
dine. Upozorit ¢e se na neke od glavnih karakteristika enciklike, medu kojima
valja istaknuti vezu ekoloske krize i ljudske odgovornosti, gdje papa Franjo
zakljucuje da okolis stradava zbog konzumeristickoga nacina Zivota i neodgo-
vornoga koristenja prirodnih resursa. Zatim se istice da je za o¢uvanje okolisa
i borbu protiv klimatskih promjena bitan integrativan pristup, tj. povezivanje
ekoloskih, socijalnih i ekonomskih aspekata zbog cjelovitog pristupa. Napo-
sljetku, bitno je istaknuti i teolosku legitimaciju zahtjeva za djelovanjem ljudi
u kontekstu o¢uvanja i zastite prirode i okoli$a, tj. da treba brinuti za prirodu
jer ju je Bog stvorio, a samim time aktivno djelovanje za dobrobit prirode i
okolisa ¢ini ljude blizima Bogu.

CHRISTIANITY AND THE ENVIRONMENT:
ENCYCLICAL LAUDATO Sr°

The presentation will outline the fundamental principles of the contempo-
rary Christian understanding of environmental protection and preservation, as
well as the fight against climate change, as represented in Pope Francis’ En-
cyclical Laudato si’, published in 2015. Attention will be drawn to some of the
main characteristics of the Encyclical, particularly the connection between the
ecological crisis and human responsibility, in which the Pope concludes that
the environment suffers due to a consumerist lifestyle and the irresponsible use
of natural resources. He then emphasizes that preserving the environment and
combating climate change requires an integrative approach — that is, connect-
ing ecological, social, and economic aspects for a comprehensive response.
Finally, it is important to highlight the theological justification for the call to
human action in the context of preserving and protecting nature and the envi-
ronment, people draw closer to God.

AL, MEDICINE AND HALLUCINATIONS -
WHERE TO NEXT?

The incredible speed of advancement in artificial intelligence systems,
particularly the now-popular GPTs (Generative Pre-Trained Transformers),
has found its way into all areas of daily life — including medicine. Just a few
years ago, these developments were unimaginable, and today they are part of
everyday practice — from early systems for analysing medical imaging data
(radiology, pathology) to algorithms that are now capable of seemingly “rea-
soning” through clinically complex scenarios using natural language. A real
issue with all GPTs is “hallucinations” — scenarios in which a GPT generates
a response that may be filled with incorrect information, presented in a com-
pletely convincing manner, including fake reasoning. Although (in most cases)
incredibly accurate and useful, such systems pose a significant risk to clini-
cians who rely too heavily on the credibility of the presented information, as
depending on such data can lead to real and potentially fatal consequences for
the patient. How do we harness the power of GPT while safeguarding clinical
integrity and patient safety?
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Al, MEDICINA I HALUCINACIJE —
KUDA DALJE?

Nevjerojatna brzina napretka sustava umjetne inteligencije, posebno danas
popularnih GPT-ova (Generative Pre-Trained Transformers), uvukla se u sve
sfere svakodnevnog zivota — ukljucujuéi i medicinu. Prije samo nekoliko godi-
na ovi su razvojni iskoraci bili nezamislivi, a danas su postali dio svakodnevi-
ce — od ranih sustava za analizu slikovnih medicinskih podataka (radiologija,
patohistologija) do algoritama koji su danas sposobni, koriStenjem prirodnog
jezika, naizgled »rasudivati« o klini¢ki slozenim scenarijima. Stvarni problem
svih GPT-ova su takozvane »halucinacije« — situacije u kojima GPT generira
odgovor koji moze sadrzavati neto¢ne informacije, prezentirane na potpuno
uvjerljiv na¢in, ukljucujuéi i lazne reference. lako su (u vecini slucajeva) iznim-
no precizni i korisni, ovakvi sustavi predstavljaju ozbiljan rizik za klinicare
koji se previse oslanjaju na vjerodostojnost prikazanih informacija jer oslanja-
nje na takve podatke moze imati stvarne i potencijalno kobne posljedice za pa-
cijenta. Kako iskoristiti snagu GPT-a, a istovremeno ocuvati klinicki integritet
i sigurnost pacijenata?
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TECHNOLOGY-CENTRED CARE BETWEEN
MEDICAL PATERNALISM AND PERSON-CENTRED CARE

Medical paternalism represents a traditional approach of patient care de-
fined by the knowledge and skills of the medical professionals. To be cured the
sick people need to follow the instructions of medical professionals. In contrast
to that, the prevalence of chronic diseases and the recognition of patient auton-
omy drives the opposite approach, person-centred care. The citizens are decid-
ing how to live with their diseases, and the medical professionals assist them
in their decisions. However, the increasingly complex medical procedures in-
volve new (digital) technologies, which generate personalised collections of
the various data types. This disembodiment of the patient, reduced to the data
representation, puts technology in control. Subsequently, the technology cre-
ates personalised algorithms aimed on data improvement. Here we argue that
person-centred care will be replaced by technology-centred alternative.

SKRB USMJERENA NA TEHNOLOGIJU IZMEDU
MEDICINSKOG PATERNALIZMA 1
SKRBI USMJERENE NA OSOBU

Medicinski paternalizam predstavlja tradicionalni pristup skrbi o pacijen-
tima definiran znanjem i vjeStinama medicinskih stru¢njaka. Da bi se izlijecili,
bolesnici se moraju pridrzavati uputa medicinskih stru¢njaka. Nasuprot tome,
prevalencija kroni¢nih bolesti i priznavanje autonomije pacijenta pokrece su-
protan pristup, skrb usmjerenu na osobu. Gradani odlucuju kako ¢e Zivjeti sa
svojim bolestima, a u tome im pomazu medicinski strucnjaci. Medutim, sve
kompleksniji medicinski postupci ukljucuju nove (digitalne) tehnologije, koje
generiraju personalizirane zbirke razlicitih tipova podataka. Ova rastjelovlje-
nost pacijenta, reduciranog na reprezentaciju podataka, stavlja tehnologiju pod
kontrolu. Naknadno tehnologija stvara personalizirane algoritme usmjerene na
poboljsanje podataka. Ovdje tvrdimo da ¢e skrb usmjerena na osobu biti zamije-
njena alternativom usmjerenom na tehnologiju.
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CHALLENGES TO ETHICS REVIEW OF
EMERGING TECHNOLOGIES

The CHANGER project aimed to identify gaps in ethics review processes
and develop innovative training and guidelines. Our study examined challenges
posed to Research Ethics Committees (RECs) by contemporary research
using new technologies, new players, new forms of collaborations, and new
challenges to human rights. Using a scoping review, we identified 756 articles
and 78 Horizon project deliverables. We performed qualitative text analysis
with GPT-40, and created an Evidence and Gap Map (EGM) with Python. Key
ethical concerns identified include informed consent, privacy, data sharing, se-
curity, and transparency, highlighting regulatory gaps and technological risks.
The EGM offers a systematic view of ethical challenges, supporting ongoing
contributions to research ethics evaluation.

I1ZAZOVI ETICKE PROCJENE NOVIH TEHNOLOGIJA

Cilj projekta CHANGER bio je identificirati nedostatke u eti€¢kim procje-
nama i osigurati obuku strucnjaka putem smjernica i preporuka. Fokus istrazi-
vanja bio je na izazovima za eti¢ke odbore pri procjeni projekata koji ukljucuju
nove tehnologije, nove sudionike i nove oblike suradnje. Koristenjem meto-
dologije preglednog istrazivanja i rudarenja teksta, iz 834 ¢lanka analizirani
su kljuéni eticki izazovi, kao §to su informirani pristanak, privatnost, sigur-
nost i zastita podataka, odgovornost i transparentnost. Karta dokaza (EGM)
vizualno je prikazala te izazove, ukazujuc¢i na podrucja gdje su eticki izazovi
najzastupljeniji. Rezultati istiCu potrebu za pravnim i regulatornim okvirima te
kontinuiranim azuriranjem etickih praksi.
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AI HELP IN LEARNING GLAGOLITIC

The Glagolitic script, an ancient Slavic alphabet, holds cultural and his-
torical significance but is rarely studied today. Al offers innovative ways to
preserve and teach it. Through personalized learning, Al can assess a learner’s
progress and adapt lessons accordingly. Struggling with a letter? Al gives more
practice and feedback. Chatbots and digital tutors enhance interaction by simu-
lating conversations and correcting pronunciation. OCR technology helps with
handwriting, guiding learners on letter accuracy and stroke order. Gamified Al
tools make learning engaging through puzzles and progress-based rewards.
In short, Al transforms Glagolitic education into an interactive, personalized
experience, helping keep this ancient script alive for future generations.

POMOC UMJETNE INTELIGENCLJE U UCENJU
GLAGOLJICE

Glagoljica, staroslavensko pismo, ima kulturni i povijesni znacaj, ali se
danas rijetko proucava. Umjetna inteligencija (UI) nudi inovativne nacine za
ocuvanje i poucavanje ovog pisma. Putem personaliziranog ucenja, Ul moze
procijeniti napredak ucenika i prilagoditi lekcije tome. Mucite se s pismom?
UI nudi vise prakse i povratnih informacija. Chatbotovi i digitalni ucitelji
poboljSavaju interakciju simulacijom razgovora i ispravljanjem izgovora.
OCR-tehnologija pomaze kod rukopisa, usmjeravaju¢i ucenike na tocnost
slova i redoslijed poteza. Gamificirani alati umjetne inteligencije ¢ine ucenje
zanimljivim kroz zagonetke i nagrade temeljene na napretku. Ukratko, UI tran-
sformira glagoljicko obrazovanje u interaktivno, personalizirano iskustvo, po-
mazudi odrzati ovo staro pismo zivim za buduce generacije.
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BIOETHICAL ISSUES IN CELL AND GENE THERAPY

The controversial concept of the Balkanisation of bioethics (Kagawa,
2009) is related to the emergence of new disciplines, such as neuroethics,
gene-ethics, and nanoethics. When we consider bioethical issues in gene and
cell therapy, it becomes clear that further discussion requires specific medi-
cal knowledge apart from bioethical discourse. Rhodes (1998) wrote: “An old
adage tells us that blood is thicker than water”, implying that blood ties carry
moral weight. Medicines for cell and gene therapy are still few (as of 2017,
the FDA approved 43) but costly and inaccessible to the majority (a reference
to the principle of justice). The European Medicines Agency (EMA) approves
these medicines centrally, and their application is specific and strictly regulat-
ed. Ethical dilemmas regarding drugs for gene and cell therapy, in addition to
availability, also involve the relationship between benefits and risks (principle
of beneficence/non-maleficence) and transparency of testing and application
(principle of autonomy).

BIOETICKA PITANJA U STANICNOJ I GENSKOJ TERAPLJI

Kontroverzni koncept balkanizacije bioetike (Kagawa, 2009) vezan je uz
pojavu novih disciplina, poput neuroetike, genetske etike i nanoetike. Kada
razmatramo bioeticka pitanja u genskoj i stanicnoj terapiji, postaje jasno da
daljnja rasprava osim bioetickog diskursa zahtijeva i specificno medicinsko
znanje. Rhodes (1998.) napisala je: »Stara izreka nam govori da je krv guscéa
od vode«, implicirajuci da krvne veze imaju moralnu tezinu. Lijekova za sta-
ni¢nu i gensku terapiju jos uvijek je malo (od 2017. FDA ih je odobrila 43), ali
su skupi i nedostupni veéini (referenca na nacelo pravednosti). Europska agen-
cija za lijekove (EMA) ove lijekove registrira centralno, a njihova je primjena
specificna i strogo regulirana. Eticke dileme u vezi s lijekovima za gensku i
stani¢nu terapiju, osim dostupnosti, odnose se i na odnos koristi i rizika (na-
celo dobrocinstva ili neskodljivosti) te transparentnosti ispitivanja i primjene
(nacelo autonomije).
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RETHINKING BIOETHICS FROM MICHEL FOUCAULT’S
BIOPOLITICAL PERSPECTIVE

Michel Foucault (1926—-1984) never spoke explicitly about bioethics in his
works. However, his lectures on biopolitics from 1978 and 1979, held at the
College de France and later summarised in The Birth of Biopolitics, represent
an important contribution to this discipline. The relationship between bioethics
and biopolitics, implicitly provided by Foucault, is evident because “the body
is a biopolitical reality, and medicine is a biopolitical strategy”. Bioethics,
from its beginnings, is a biopolitics, as it has been linked to political positions
regarding the nature, purposes, and values that should guide the sciences about
life. Bioethics is the ethics of life, an ethics of care for oneself and others, and
as such must guide reflection on new principles and values in line with the
threats of contemporary life. Foucault understands this as a reflection of free-
dom which is conceived as an ontological condition of ethics — freedom that
implies knowing how to guide others.



PROMISLJANJE BIOETIKE IZ BIOPOLITICKE
PERSPEKTIVE MICHELA FOUCAULTA

Michel Foucault (1926. — 1984.) nikada u svojim djelima nije eksplicitno
govorio o bioetici. Medutim, njegova predavanja o biopolitici iz 1978.1 1979.,
odrzana na College de France i kasnije sazeta u Rodenju biopolitike, predstav-
ljaju vazan doprinos ovoj disciplini. Odnos izmedu bioetike i biopolitike, koji
implicitno nudi Foucault, ocit je jer »tijelo je biopoliticka realnost, a medicina
je biopoliticka strategija«. Bioetika je od svojih pocetaka biopolitika jer je bila
povezana s politickim stavovima u vezi s prirodom, svrhama i vrijednostima
koje bi trebale biti vodi¢ znanostima o zivotu. Bioetika je etika zivota, etika
brige o sebi i drugima, te kao takva mora voditi promisljanje novih nacela i
vrijednosti u skladu s prijetnjama suvremenog zivota. Foucault to shvaca kao
odraz slobode koja je shvacena kao ontoloski uvjet etike — slobode koja pod-
razumijeva znanje o tome kako voditi druge.
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UVJERENJA 1 STAVOVI O
KOMPLEMENTARNOJ I ALTERNATIVNOJ MEDICINI
MEPU ONKOLOSKIM PACIJENTIMA I
ZDRAVSTVENIM DJELATNICIMA

Rad donosi analizu uvjerenja i stavove zdravstvenih djelatnika i onkolos-
kih pacijenata prema komplementarnoj i alternativnoj medicini (KAM) te uka-
zuje na ¢imbenike koji utje¢u na njihovo prihvaéanje i koristenje. Istrazivanje
je provedeno pomocu strukturiranog upitnika u Klinickom bolni¢kom centru
»Sestre milosrdnice« u Zagrebu, kao presjecna studija tijekom 2023. godine
na proporcionalno stratificiranom uzorku od 410 onkoloskih pacijenata i 422
zdravstvena djelatnika (100 lije¢nika i 322 medicinske sestre, odnosno medi-
cinska tehnicara) koji izravno ili neizravno skrbe o onkoloskim pacijentima.
Rezultati istrazivanja pokazali su da 55,6 % onkoloskih pacijenata i 32,2 %
Stene metode su uzimanje biljnih pripravaka, tehnike opustanja i komplemen-
tarni manualni pristupi. Medu onkoloskim pacijentima, 27,3 % koristi KAM
svakodnevno, dok je taj postotak medu zdravstvenim djelatnicima znatno nizi
(4,5 %). Analiza uvjerenja otkriva znac¢ajne razlike izmedu promatranih skupi-
na: onkoloski pacijenti pokazuju visu razinu povjerenja u uc¢inkovitost KAM-a
u usporedbi sa zdravstvenim djelatnicima, dok zdravstveni djelatnici izraza-
vaju vedi skepticizam prema integraciji KAM-a u konvencionalnu medicinu.
Razlike u sociodemografskim podacima, poput dobi, spola i obrazovanja, po-
kazale su se statisti¢ki zna¢ajnima u odluci o koristenju KAM-a.
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BELIEFS AND ATTITUDES TOWARDS
COMPLEMENTARY AND ALTERNATIVE MEDICINE
AMONG ONCOLOGY PATIENTS
AND HEALTHCARE PROFESSIONALS

The paper analyses the beliefs and attitudes of healthcare profession-
als and oncology patients towards complementary and alternative medicine
(CAM) and highlights the factors influencing their acceptance and use. The
study was conducted using a structured questionnaire at Sisters of Mercy Clin-
ical Hospital Centre in Zagreb as a cross-sectional study during 2023 on a
proportionally stratified sample of 410 oncology patients and 422 healthcare
professionals (100 physicians and 322 nurses/technicians) who directly or in-
directly care for oncology patients. The research results showed that 55.6%
of oncology patients and 32.2% of healthcare professionals use or have used
CAM methods. The most commonly used methods include herbal prepara-
tions, relaxation techniques, and complementary manual approaches. Among
oncology patients, 27.3% use CAM daily, while this percentage is significantly
lower among healthcare professionals (4.5%). The analysis of beliefs reveals
significant differences between the observed groups: oncology patients show
a higher level of confidence in the effectiveness of CAM compared to health-
care professionals, while healthcare professionals express greater scepticism
toward the integration of CAM into conventional medicine. Differences in so-
ciodemographic data, such as age, gender, and education, were found to be
statistically significant in the decision to use CAM.
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FROM BIOPOLITICS TO BIOETHICS:
ON THE ACTUALITY OF MICHEL FOUCAULT

Michel Foucault is one of the most influential philosophers of our time.
His critique has reached virtually all the domains of the humanities and the so-
cial sciences, while his infamous “antihumanism” offered a new beginning for
foundations of philosophy as critique. Instead of the question “What is man?”,
his investigations stem from much more concrete and useful questions on real
human beings, real men and real women, here and now, in “historical-critical
ontology of ourselves”. In his detailed biopolitical investigations Foucault puts
into the forefront the whole population and the medical order that governs it
in so many different ways, along with power which one should confront not to
be governed and dominated “so much, not in this way, not by them”. Howev-
er, the later Foucault returned to the problems of ethics and subjectivity, care
for the self and the others, courage for truth, ancient idea of fearless speech,
while making an attempt to bring them close to the all-present question on the
Enlightenment. The conclusion presents some arguments for and against the
idea of combining Foucault’s bipolitics and those aspects of the later Foucault,
which could be used as new foundations of bioethics in its most critical dimen-
sions, and its actuality for the time we live by.

OD BIOPOLITIKE DO BIOETIKE:
O AKTUALNOSTI MICHELA FOUCAULTA

Michel Foucault je jedan od najutjecajnijih filozofa naSeg vremena. Njego-
va kritika zahvatila je gotovo sve domene humanistickih i drustvenih znanosti,
dok je njegov zloglasni »antihumanizam« ponudio novi pocetak utemeljenja
filozofije kao kritike. Umjesto pitanja »Sto je Govjek?«, njegova istraZivanja
proizlaze iz mnogo konkretnijih i korisnijih pitanja o stvarnim ljudskim biéi-
ma, stvarnim muskarcima i stvarnim Zenama, ovdje i sada, u »povijesno-kri-
tickoj ontologiji nas samih«. U svojim detaljnim biopolitickim istrazivanjima
Foucault stavlja u prvi plan cjelokupnu populaciju i medicinski poredak koji
njome upravlja na toliko razli¢itih nacina, zajedno s mo¢i s kojom se covjek
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treba suociti da ne bi njime upravljali i dominirali »toliko, ne na ovaj nacin, ne
od strane njih«. No kasniji Foucault vraca se problemima etike i subjektivno-
sti, brige o sebi i drugima, hrabrosti za istinu, anti¢ke ideje neustrasivoga go-
vora, pokusavaju¢i ih pribliziti sveprisutnome pitanju o prosvjetiteljstvu. Za-
kljucak predstavlja neke argumente za i protiv ideje kombiniranja Foucaultove
biopolitike i onih aspekata kasnijeg Foucaulta koji bi mogli sluziti kao novi
temelji bioetike u njezinim najkritinijim dimenzijama te njezine aktualnosti
za vrijeme u kojemu zZivimo.
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IDENTITET OSOBA S INVALIDITETOM
KROZ LOGOTERAPIJU

Osobe s invaliditetom suocavaju se s izazovima koji nadilaze fizicka ogra-
nic¢enja, ukljuc¢ujuéi psiholoske, drustvene i eticke aspekte njihova postojanja.
Logoterapija Viktora Frankla nudi pristup u kojem potraga za smislom postaje
klju¢an faktor u prevladavanju patnje i izgradnji identiteta. Unato¢ vanjskim
okolnostima, svaka osoba ima slobodu oblikovati vlastiti stav i pronaé¢i dublju
svrhu, §to je temeljna misao logoterapije. Kroz analizu Franklove teorije istra-
zuje se kako smisao moze doprinijeti emocionalnoj otpornosti i psiholoskoj
dobrobiti osoba s invaliditetom. Posebna paznja posvecuje se etickim pitanji-
ma dostojanstva, samoodredenja i drustvenih predrasuda koje utjecu na iden-
titet 1 zivotne odluke pojedinca. Logoterapijski pristup ne samo da pomaze u
suoCavanju s izazovima nego i potice osobe s invaliditetom da aktivno obliku-
ju svoj zivot. Smisao tako postaje izvor unutarnje snage, osnazujuéi pojedince
da prevladaju prepreke i izgrade ispunjen i autenti¢an zivot. Cilj izlaganja je
naglasiti da se ¢ovjekov ego ne moze svesti na instinktivnost jer sami instinkti
sebe ne mogu kontrolirati i potiskivati. Covjek ima savjest koja je Bozji glas
u njemu, ona je taj oslonac i ¢vrsti zid na koji se covjek moze osloniti. Smisao
covjekova Zivota ¢ine volja i osjec¢aji. Upravo logoterapija pomaze u borbi za
boljitak zivota i ostvarivanje ljubavi prema zivotu. Tako znanje iz logoterapije
osnazuje osobu kako bi se radovala plodovima svojega rada.

IDENTITY OF PERSONS WITH DISABILITIES
THROUGH LOGOTHERAPY

Persons with disabilities face challenges that go beyond physical limita-
tions, including the psychological, social, and ethical aspects of their exis-
tence. Viktor Frankl’s logotherapy offers an approach in which the search for
meaning becomes a key factor in overcoming suffering and building identity.
Despite external circumstances, each person has the freedom to shape their
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own attitude and find a deeper purpose, which is the fundamental idea of logo-
therapy. Through the analysis of Frankl’s theory, it is explored how meaning
can contribute to the emotional resilience and psychological well-being of
persons with disabilities. Special attention is paid to ethical issues of digni-
ty, self-determination, and social prejudices that affect one’s identity and life
decisions. The logotherapy approach not only helps in facing challenges, but
also encourages persons with disabilities to actively shape their lives. Meaning
thus becomes a source of inner strength, empowering individuals to overcome
obstacles and build a fulfilling and authentic life. The aim of this presentation
is to emphasise that the human ego cannot be reduced to instincts because
instincts cannot be controlled and suppressed by themselves. Man has a con-
science, which is the voice of God within him, it is the support and solid wall
on which man can lean. The meaning of man’s life is made up of will and
feelings. It is precisely logotherapy that helps in the fight for the betterment
of life and the realisation of love for life. Thus, knowledge from logotherapy
strengthens a person to rejoice in the fruits of his work.
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BIOETICKI POGLED NA PALIJATIVNU SKRB

Palijativna skrb je kontrola svih simptoma neizljecive bolesti. Nemoguce
je nauciti umirati i umrijeti. Svako ljudsko bice je drugacije. Smrt je imanent-
no ljudsko pitanje i, htjeli ili ne htjeli, utjeCe na nas. Otpor, strah i skrivanje
pogresno su jer uvijek je lakSe uz tudu podrsku. Cilj je palijativne skrbi do-
stojanstvena smrt. Kada se blizi kraj zivota, pogled na smrt i ono $to dolazi
nakon nje gubi svoju moé. Covjekova svijest prihvaéa egzistencijalnu an-
ksioznost. O¢uvati dostojanstvo mozemo postovanjem ljudskih prava (zastita
pacijenata u posebnim situacijama), zakonima koji trebaju postovati pravo na
autonomiju i pravo na istinu, kao i pruzanje informacija o zdravstvenom stanju
koje se uzima u obzir pri donoSenju odluka. Nuzno je provoditi lije¢enje koje
osigurava dostojanstvo pacijenta, posebno u uznapredovalom stadiju bolesti.
Podrazumijeva se dostojanstvena smrt (»dobra smrt«), a to je prirodna smrt
kao posljedica terminalne bolesti ili prestanka bioloske sposobnosti tijela da
nastavi zivotne procese zbog poodmakle dobi, bez upotrebe umjetnih metoda
odrzavanja zivota i odgadanja procesa umiranja, te pravo na odbijanje terapije
koja produljuje agoniju. Smrt je stvarni gubitak. U toj umjetnosti gubljenja
pomazu brojni rituali zalovanja. Umiranje u ustanovama neugodno je (80 %)
nasuprot umiranju u kuéi uz bliznje (20 %).

BIOETHICAL VIEW ON PALLIATIVE CARE

Palliative care is the control of all symptoms of an incurable disease. Dy-
ing and death cannot be taught. Every human being is different. Death is an
immanent human issue and affects us whether we like it or not. Resistance,
fear and hiding are wrong because it is always easier with someone else’s sup-
port. The goal of palliative care is a dignified death. When the end of life
approaches, the view of death and what comes after it loses its power. Human
consciousness accepts existential anxiety. We can preserve dignity by respect-
ing human rights (protection of patients in special situations), laws that should
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respect the right to autonomy and the right to the truth, as well as providing
information about the health condition that is taken into account when making
decisions. It is necessary to implement treatment that ensures the dignity of the
patient, especially in the advanced stage of the disease. It implies a dignified
death (“good death”), which is a natural death as a result of a terminal illness or
the cessation of the body’s biological ability to continue life processes due to
advanced age, without the use of artificial methods of life support and delaying
the dying process, and the right to refuse therapy that prolongs agony. Death
is a real loss. This art of loss is aided by numerous mourning rituals. Dying in
institutions is unpleasant (80%) compared to dying at home among loved ones
(20%).
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»ONAJ TKO JE TUZAN I TJESKOBAN TREBAO BI
SJEDITI NA PROSTIRCI UDALJEN OD OSTALIH«:
TJESKOBA U RANOJ KINESKOJ FILOZOFLJI —

OD ZDRAVSTVENOG PROBLEMA DO ETICKOG PITANJA

Koncept tjeskobe ¢esto se spominje u ranim kineskim tekstovima. U me-
dicinskom klasiku Unutarnji kanon Zutoga Cara (Huangdi neijing 7N
#2) kineski lije¢nik Qi Bo, raspravljajuéi s mitoloskim Zutim Carom, opisuje
tadasnje ljude kao one kojima »tjeskoba i patnja utje¢u na njihovu nutrinu,
zbog Cega je njihovo lijeenje »zahtijevalo otrovne lijekove i igle«. lako se
pojam tjeskobe Cesto pojavljuje, njegovo znacenje i implikacije nisu sustavno
istraZzeni. Stoga ovo izlaganje predstavlja doprinos razumijevanju tjeskobe u
kineskim tekstovima od 6. stoljeca pr. n. e. do 3. stoljeca n. e., s posebnim
naglaskom na medicinski klasik Unutarnji kanon Zutoga Cara. Pokazat ée se
kako se tjeskoba shvacala ne samo kao medicinski nego i kao eticki i drustveni
problem. Posebna ¢e se paznja posvetiti prepletanju bolesti i etike, odnosno
odnosu izmedu zdravstvenog i moralnog aspekta ljudskog stanja.

“ONE WHO IS SAD AND ANXIOUS SHOULD SIT WITH
HIS MAT SPREAD APART FROM OTHERS”:
ANXIETY IN EARLY CHINESE PHILOSOPHY -
FROM A HEALTH PROBLEM TO AN ETHICAL QUESTION

The concept of anxiety is frequently mentioned in early Chinese texts. In
the medical classic The Yellow Emperor’s Inner Canon (Huangdi neijing &5
i N%%), the Chinese physician Qi Bo, in dialogue with the mythical Yellow
Emperor, describes the people of that time as those whose “anxiety and suf-
fering affect their inner being”, necessitating the use of poisonous medicines
and needles for their treatment. Although the notion of anxiety appears often,
its meaning and implications have not been systematically explored. This pre-
sentation, therefore, contributes to the understanding of anxiety in Chinese
texts from the 6th century BCE to the 3rd century CE, with a particular focus
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on the medical classic The Yellow Emperors Inner Canon. It will demonstrate
how anxiety was understood not only as a medical issue but also as an ethi-
cal and social problem. Special attention will be given to the interweaving of
illness and ethics, that is, the relationship between health and morality.
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U POTRAZI ZA BIOETIKAMA IZVAN GLAVNE STRUJE:
PORTUGALSKI SLUCAJ

Bioetika je u Portugal stigla sa stanovitim »zakaS$njenjem«: prvi je centar
osnovan 1988. u Coimbri (Centro de Estudos de Bioética), potom prva katedra
1996. pri Medicinskom fakultetu Sveucilista u Portu (Servico de Bioética e
Etica Médica), a 1998. osnovan je i Centar za bioetiku Medicinskog fakulte-
ta Sveucilista u Lisabonu (Centro de Bioética da Faculdade de Medicina da
Universidade de Lisboa). Kao i Portugalsko drustvo za bioetiku koje je osno-
vano 2003., ove se ustanove bave isklju¢ivo biomedicinskom etikom. Nesto
Siru vizuru bioetike, izvan one angloamericke, suZzene na medicinsku praksu
i biomedicinska istrazivanja, gaji samo Institut za bioetiku Portugalskog ka-
tolickog sveucilista. Pioniri portugalske bioetike i suosnivaéi prvih institucija
bili su patolog Daniel dos Santos Pinto Serrdo (1928. — 2017.), farmakolog
Walter Friedrich Alfred Osswald (r. 1928.), isusovac i molekularni geneticar
Luis Jorge Peixoto Archer (1926. —2011.), isusovac i filozof Roque Cabral (r.
1927.), pedijatar Jorge Biscaia (1928. — 2014.), kao i filozofski par Renaud —
Isabel Carmelo Rosa (r. 1942.) i Michel (1. 1941.). Temeljem pregleda litera-
ture, osobnih kontakata i rezultata terenskog istrazivanja ovaj rad nudi kratki
pregled nastanka i razvoja bioetike na portugalskom tlu: pocev od institucio-
nalnog doprinosa pa sve do prinosa pojedinaca.

IN SEARCH FOR NON-MAINSTREAM BIOETHICS:
THE PORTUGUESE CASE

Bioethics arrived in Portugal with a certain “delay”: the first centre was es-
tablished in 1988 in Coimbra (Centro de Estudos de Bioética), followed by the
first chair in 1996 at the Medical Faculty of the University of Porto (Servigo
de Bioética e Etica Meédica), and in 1998, the Bioethics Centre at the Medical
Faculty of the University of Lisbon (Centro de Bioética da Faculdade de Me-
dicina da Universidade de Lisboa) was founded. Along with the Portuguese
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Society for Bioethics, established in 2003, these institutions focus exclusively
on biomedical ethics. A broader perspective on bioethics, extending beyond the
narrow Anglo-American focus on medical practice and biomedical research, is
only fostered by the Institute for Bioethics of the Portuguese Catholic Univer-
sity. Pioneers of Portuguese bioethics and co-founders of the first institutions
include pathologist Daniel dos Santos Pinto Serrdo (1928-2017), pharmacol-
ogist Walter Friedrich Alfred Osswald (b. 1928), Jesuit molecular geneticist
Luis Jorge Peixoto Archer (1926-2011), Jesuit philosopher Roque Cabral (b.
1927), pediatrician Jorge Biscaia (1928-2014), as well as the philosophical
couple Renaud — Isabel Carmelo Rosa (b. 1942) and Michel (b. 1941). Based
on a review of literature, personal contacts, and field research findings, this pa-
per provides a brief overview of the emergence and development of bioethics
in Portugal: from institutional contributions to the work of individuals.
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ROBOTIZIRANA MEDICINA — DIO INDUSTRIJE 6.0

Jedan od najvecih uspjeha tehnike u razdoblju od 1950. do sadasnjosti je
materijalna i informacijska robotizacija medicine. Ona ukljucuje kao mate-
rijale organske i anorganske polimere. Godine 2011. na sajmu u Hannoveru
pojavio se koncept Industrija 4.0. Glavna funkcija u procesu bila je ograde-
ni robot koji je imao samo jednu funkciju. Krajem tog desetlje¢a uvedeni su
suradnicki roboti, koboti. To je koncept Industrije 5.0. Pocetkom drugog de-
setljeca ovog stoljeca, dolazi do dramati¢nog uvodenja umjetne inteligencije
na mnoga podrucja. Prvi autor ovog rada stoga 2024. uvodi pojam Industrija
6.0, gdje se pojavljuje informaticki robot, infobot. Svaki proizvod mora proci
drustveno-humanisti¢ku provjeru kao osnovu za donosenje politicke odluke. U
toj provjeri, eticka provjera ima vrlo vaznu ulogu. Kako je svijet kombinacija
zivoga 1 nezivog, osim bioetike vaznu ulogu ima i tehnoetika, etika nezivoga.
Ti stavovi bit ¢e objasnjeni tijekom usmenog izlaganja.

ROBOTIC MEDICINE — PART OF INDUSTRY 6.0

One of the greatest successes of technology in the period from 1950 to
the present is the material and informational robotization of medicine. It in-
cludes organic and inorganic polymers as materials. In 2011, the concept of
Industry 4.0 appeared at the Hannover Messe. The main function in the pro-
cess was a fenced robot that had only one function. At the end of that decade,
collaborative robots, cobots, were introduced. This is the concept of Industry
5.0. At the beginning of the second decade of this century, there is a dramatic
introduction of artificial intelligence in many areas. The first author of this
paper therefore introduces the term Industry 6.0 in 2024, where an IT robot,
an infobot, appears. Each product must undergo a socio-humanistic check. as
a basis for making a political decision. In this verification, ethical verification
plays a very important role. Since the world is a combination of the animate
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and the inanimate, in addition to bioethics, technoethics, the ethics of the inan-
imate, also plays an important role. These views will be explained during the
oral presentation.
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BRACNIM DIJALOGOM DO OPRASTANJA —
LOGOTERAPIJSKI PRISTUP

Oprastanje je klju¢an ¢imbenik u odrzavanju dusevnog zdravlja obitelji.
Posljedice neoprastanja narusavaju harmoniju bracnih i obiteljskih odnosa
s posljedicama na cjelokupno zdravlje. Medusobno oprastanje zauzima pri-
marno mjesto u bracnim i obiteljskim odnosima.

Slo-
bodna volja klju¢an je ¢imbenik u procesu oprastanja. Logoterapijski lijekovi
primjenjivi su u procesu oprastanja i u odrzavanju zdrave napetosti izmedu ze-
lje i cilja. Logoterapeut pomaze supruznicima u razvijanju zrelog i kvalitetnog
dijaloga u kojemu sazrijeva oprastanje.

THROUGH MARITAL DIALOGUE TO FORGIVENESS -
LOGOTHERAPY APPROACH

Forgiveness is a crucial factor in maintaining the spiritual health of a fami-
ly. The consequences of unforgiving disrupt the harmony of marital and family
relationships having the impact to the general health. Mutual forgiveness holds
a primary place in marital and family dynamics. The family, as a fundamen-
tal unit of society, is the most desirable environment for birth and growing
up, making it essential to invest daily in maintaining the quality of family
life. Husband and wife are two distinct individuals who, in their shared life,
are called to nurture a meaningful dialogue that is necessary for forgiveness.
Only psychologically mature individuals can engage in such a dialogue. The
best way to raise children is through the personal example set by the spous-
es. Free will is a key factor in the process of forgiveness. Logotherapeutic
methods can be applied to facilitate forgiveness and maintain a healthy tension
between desire and purpose. A logotherapist helps spouses in developing a
mature and meaningful dialogue, fostering the growth of forgiveness.
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SUDBINA BIOETIKE ISCITANA 1Z
SUDBINE NJENE INFRASTRUKTURE

Moze li se o jednoj disciplini, njenom (drustvenom, lokalnom i drugadi-
jem) statusu i buducnosti, prosudivati temeljem analize statusa njene infra-
strukture — prvenstveno kvaliteti prostora koji je dodijenjen centrima aktivno-
sti te discipline i njima pridruzenim kadrovskim resursima? Premda daleko od
definitivnosti, ovo izlaganje nastoji odgovoriti upravo na to pitanje, rukovo-
de¢i se uvidom u brojne primjere zate¢ene infrastrukture bioetickih centara i
katedri diljem Hrvatske, srednje Europe i Mediterana, pratec¢i dinamiku njenih
mijena i pozicije njihovih osnivaca i voditelja kao potencijalne indikatore am-
bicija, utjecaja i sudbine cjelokupne bioeticke discipline.

THE DESTINY OF BIOETHICS AS READ
FROM THE DESTINY OF ITS INFRASTRUCTURE

Can a discipline, its (social, local and other) status and future, be judged
on the basis of an analysis of the status of its infrastructure — primarily the
quality of the space allocated to the centres of activity of that discipline and the
associated human resources? Although far from definitive, this presentation
attempts to answer precisely this question, guided by an insight into numerous
examples of the existing infrastructure of bioethics centres and departments
across Croatia, Central Europe and the Mediterranean, following the dynamics
of its changes and the positions of their founders and leaders as potential indi-
cators of the ambitions, influence and fate of the entire discipline of bioethics.
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IZVORI SNAGE:
KAKO SMISAO VODI DO ISCJELJENJA?

Istrazivanje koncepta pronalazenja smisla u zivotu u kontekstu iscjelje-
nja otvara mnoga vazna pitanja i pruza dubok uvid u ljudsku prirodu. Smisao
zivota moze se opisati kao percepcija svrhe, vrijednosti i vaznosti vlastitog
postojanja. Ova percepcija moze varirati medu pojedincima ovisno o njihovim
uvjerenjima, iskustvima i okolnostima. Osobe koje pronalaze smisao i svrhu
Cesto pokazuju veéu otpornost na stres i bolje se nose s fizickim oboljenjima.
Duhovni aspekt, bez obzira na religijsku pripadnost, moze pruziti osjecaj veée
povezanosti s neCim viSim i pomo¢i ljudima da pronadu mir u teskim vreme-
nima. Socijalna interakcija, takoder moze znatno olaksati proces iscjeljenja.
Istrazivanje odnosa izmedu zivotnog smisla i iscjeljenja moze donijeti korisne
uvide kako pojedincima tako i profesionalcima u podrucju mentalnog zdravlja.

SOURCES OF STRENGTH:
HOW MEANING LEADS TO HEALING?

Exploring the concept of finding meaning in life within the context of
healing raises many important questions and provides profound insights into
human nature. The meaning of life can be described as the perception of pur-
pose, value, and significance of one’s own existence. This perception can vary
among individuals depending on their beliefs, experiences, and circumstances.
Individuals who find meaning and purpose often exhibit greater resilience to
stress and cope better with physical illnesses. The spiritual aspect, regardless
of religious affiliation, can provide a sense of greater connection to something
higher and help people find peace during difficult times. Social interaction can
also significantly facilitate the healing process. Investigating the relationship
between life’s meaning and healing can yield valuable insights for both indi-
viduals and professionals in the field of mental health.
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KOLIKO SMO HRABRI I PREDANI DA BISMO POSTOVALI
ETICKA NACELA U PALIJATIVNOJ SKRBI?

Svakodnevna teznja da omogucimo dostojanstvo na kraju zivota i
pruzimo kvalitetnu palijativnu skrb stavlja razne izazove i dileme ispred nas
profesionalaca. Kako danas, u doba fragmentacije drustva i slabljenja obitelji
kao zajednice, mozemo postovati Zelje i vrijednosti bolesnika i njegove obitelji
pitanje je s kojim se susreCemo svakog dana u svojem radu. KoriStenjem
odredenih principa u radu, kao §to su principi 6C skrbi, osigurava se da se
prema svakom primatelju skrbi, bez obzira na okruZenje ili potrebe, postupa
dostojanstveno i da dobije najbolju moguéu podrsku temeljenu na najnovijim
znanjima i praksi. U zdravstvenoj i socijalnoj skrbi principi 6C predstavljaju
skup temeljnih vrijednosti osmisljenih za poboljsanje kvalitete skrbi, i za
primatelje i za pruzatelje, kako bi svatko tko se ukljucuje u skrb za osobu na
kraju zivota imao suosjecanje, hrabrost, predanost, komunikacijske vjestine te
kompetencije ugradene u takti¢nost pruzanja skrbi.

HOW COURAGEOUS AND COMMITTED ARE WE TO
RESPECT ETHICAL PRINCIPLES IN PALLIATIVE CARE?

The daily pursuit of ensuring dignity at the end of life and providing quality
palliative care poses various challenges and dilemmas for us professionals.
How today, in an era of societal fragmentation and the weakening of the family
as a community, can we respect the wishes and values of the patient and his
family is a question we face every day in our work. Using certain principles in
our work, such as the 6C principles of care, ensures that every recipient of care,
regardless of their environment or needs, is treated with dignity and receives
the best possible support based on the latest knowledge and practice. In health
and social care, the 6C principles represent a set of core values designed to
improve the quality of care, both for recipients and providers, so that everyone
involved in caring for a person at the end of life could have compassion,
courage, commitment, communication skills, and competencies built into the
tact of providing care.
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HISTORICAL CONSCIOUSNESS AND
NARRATIVE ASSUMPTIONS OF INTEGRATIVE BIOETHICS

The goal of this paper is to identify and articulate the underlying assump-
tions that shape, form, and direct the project of Integrative Bioethics. Inasmuch
as historical consciousness consists of critically examining operative biases
(positive and negative, each requiring to be determined) in terms of received
attitudes, opinions, teaching, etc., all of which have historical precedents, at-
tributes and identifiable features which reveal our operative assumptions about
temporality and of dominant narratives, it would seem to make a certain amount
of sense to attempt to understand the underlying narratives and meta-narratives
that influence the project of Integrative Bioethics as its goals include an am-
bitious desire to incorporate as many relevant perspectives as possible when
working on/with particular themes and topics. By examining some foundation-
al statements about Integrative Bioethics (including the call for papers for the
Losinj Days of Bioethics) indications can be determined which identify certain
narrative preferences and proclivities that (nominally) orient the project(s) as
such. An articulation of these underlying narrative patterns must have some
pragmatic value both in self-understanding and awareness for those working in
Integrative Bioethics, and in incorporating other notions, concepts and articu-
lations of value in moving toward more comprehensive syntheses of how value
functions socially. My own working hypothesis about this is that certain sorts
of value projects are more easily identified and favoured depending on shared
narrative forms and affective connotations, and value systems that are not part
of this shared worldview can pass unnoticed or under-appreciated.

POVIJESNA SVIJEST I NARATIVNE PRETPOSTAVKE
INTEGRATIVNE BIOETIKE

Cilj je ovog rada identificirati i artikulirati temeljne pretpostavke koje
uobli¢uju, formiraju i usmjeravaju projekt integrativne bioetike. Budu¢i da
se povijesna svijest sastoji od kriti¢kog ispitivanja operativnih pristranosti
(pozitivnih i1 negativnih, koje treba odrediti) u smislu primljenih stavova,
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misljenja, ucenja itd., od kojih svi imaju povijesne presedane, atribute
i prepoznatljiva obiljezja koja otkrivaju nase operativne pretpostavke o
temporalnosti i dominantnim narativima, ¢ini se da ima odredenog smisla
pokusati razumjeti temeljne narative i meta-narative koji utje¢u na projekt
integrativne bioetike jer njezini ciljevi ukljucuju ambicioznu Zzelju da se
ukljuci $to vise relevantnih perspektiva kad se radi na odredenim temama
i problemima i s njima. Prou¢avanjem nekih temeljnih izjava o integrativnoj
bioetici (ukljuujuéi poziv na LoSinjske dane bioetike) mogu se odrediti
naznake koje identificiraju odredene narativne preferencije i sklonosti koje
(nominalno) usmjeravaju projekt kao takav, odnosno projekte kao takve.
Artikulacija ovih temeljnih narativnih obrazaca mora imati neku pragmati¢nu
vrijednost kako u samorazumijevanju i svijesti za one koji rade u okviru
integrativne bioetike, tako i u ukljuéivanju drugih predodzbi, koncepata i
artikulacija vrijednosti u kretanju prema obuhvatnijim sintezama drustvenog
funkcioniranja vrijednosti. Moja vlastita radna hipoteza o ovome jest da se
odredene vrste vrijednosnih projekata lakse identificiraju i favoriziraju ovisno
o zajednickim narativnim formama i afektivnim konotacijama, a vrijednosni
sustavi koji nisu dio ovog zajednickog svjetonazora mogu proéi nezapazeno
ili biti nedovoljno cijenjeni.
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BIOETHICS BETWEEN BIOPOLITICS AND
BIOPROTECTIONISM

The width of bioethical issues, approaches and perspectives enables the
encounter of various scientific and cultural dimensions. It implies a multidi-
rectional dialogue of intertwined hermeneutics, while very prefix bio- (from
the term bios) necessarily calls for a pluriperspectivistic approach and attitude.
Especially in relation to the comprehensive understanding and protection of
life in the horizon of its diverse manifestations and circumstances. In this pre-
sentation, we will consider and position bioethics between biopolitical theories
on the one hand, and bioprotectionist teleology on the other. The aim of the
presentation is not to establish bioethics as a dialectical synthesis of biopolitics
and bioprotectionism, but rather to examine their connections and boundaries
on the path of understanding and protecting life through its numerous manifes-
tations and modalities. In doing so, it will be argued that biopolitics and bio-
ethics do not exclude each other, but that they are compatible in many fields.
In this presentation, we will focus on the bioethically problematic aspects of
social and physical isolation/distancing measures present during the COVID
crisis.

BIOETIKA IZMEDU BIOPOLITIKE I
BIOPROTEKCIONIZMA

Sirina bioeti¢ke problematike, pristupa i perspektiva omogucuje susret
raznih znanstvenih i kulturnih dimenzija, podrazumijevajuéi viSesmjerno sezuci
dijalog isprepletenih hermeneutika, dok sam prefiks bio- (od rijeci bios) nuzno
poziva na pluriperspektivisticki pristup i stav. Posebice u odnosu na cjelovito
razumijevanje i zastitu zivota u horizontu njegovih raznorodnih pojavnosti i
okolnosti. U ovom izlaganju bioetiku ¢emo razmotriti i pozicionirati izmedu
biopolitickih teorija, s jedne strane, te bioprotekcionisticke teleologije s
druge strane. U izlaganju nije cilj postaviti bioetiku kao dijalekticku sintezu
biopolitike i bioprotekcionizma, ve¢ je cilj integrativno mereoloski sagledati
njihove spojnice i mede na putu razumijevanja i zastite zivota kroz mnogobrojne
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pojavnosti i modalitete. Pritom ¢e se ustvrditi da biopolitika i bioetika ne
iskljuuju jedna drugu, nego su kompatibilne na mnogim poljima. U ovom
izlaganju s fokusom na bioeticki problematicne segmente mjera socijalne i
fizicke izolacije/distance prisutne tijekom COVID-krize.
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DRUSTVO UNSKI SMARAGDI —
40 GODINA BORBE ZA RIJEKU UNU

Unski smaragdi, »drustvo za stvaranje kulture Cuvanja i zastite rijeke
Une«, osnovano je 17. svibnja 1985. godine u Biha¢u (Bosna i Hercegovina),
kao jedna od prvih nevladinih ekoloskih organizacija u socijalistickoj Jugosla-
viji, a zahvaljujuéi viziji i predanom angazmanu novinara Boska Marjanovica
(1933. — 2003.). U neprekinutom kontinuitetu od 40 godina, Unski smaragdi
posvecivali su posebnu paznju ekoloskom senzibiliziranju i educiranju dje-
ce 1 mladih, ali nisu zanemarivani ni drugi vidovi aktivnosti u horizontu koji
se moze nazvati pluriperspektivnim. Najnovije prijetnje rijeci Uni, kao §to su
pokusaji gradnje hidrocentrala i nekontrolirano razvijanje turizma, pokazuju
kolika je vaznost nastavka i intenziviranja djelovanja Unskih smaragda. Me-
dutim, prijelomi epoha, praceni promjenama socijalnih, politickih i ekonom-
skih, kao i ekoloskih okolnosti, zahtijevaju od Drustva promjenu diskursa i
metoda rada, pri ¢emu se ne bi smjelo izgubiti iz vida ono $to je obiljezavalo
»ideologiju« i praksu Unskih smaragda od samih pocetaka, a to je svojevrsni
»Una-centrizam« koji se odlikuje ekocentrickim i biocentrickim znacajkama.

THE UNA RIVER EMERALDS SOCIETY -
40 YEARS OF FIGHTING FOR THE UNA RIVER

Una River Emeralds, the “society for creating a culture of preservation
and protection of the Una River”, was founded on May 17, 1985 in Biha¢
(Bosnia and Herzegovina), as one of the first non-governmental environmental
organisations in socialist Yugoslavia, and thanks to the vision and dedicated
engagement of journalist Bosko Marjanovi¢ (1933-2003). In the uninterrup-
ted continuity of 40 years, the Una River Emeralds paid special attention to
environmental sensitisation and education of children and youth, but other
types of activities in the horizon which can be called pluriperspective were
not neglected either. The latest threats to the river Una, such as attempts to
build hydropower plants and the uncontrolled development of tourism, show
the importance of continuing and intensifying the activities of the Una River
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Emeralds. However, the turn of the epochs, accompanied by changes in social,
political and economic, as well as ecological circumstances, require the So-
ciety to change its discourse and working methods, while not losing sight of
what has characterised the “ideology” and practice of the Una River Emeralds
from the very beginning, which is a kind of “Una-centrism” characterised by
ecocentric and biocentric features.
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BIOETICKO VREDNOVANJE POSLJEDICA
COVID-CJEPIVA I EPIDEMIOLOSKIH MJERA U
PROGLASENOJ PANDEMIJI SARS-COV-2

Pet godina od proglasenja pandemije koronavirusa SARS-CoV-2 Covje-
Canstvo se 1 dalje susreCe s opravdanim zahtjevima za suocavanje s posljedi-
cama primjene zadanih epidemioloskih mjera i COVID-cjepiva. Brojne znan-
stvene studije iznose na vidjelo zdravstvene i druge posljedice tih primjena,
u razmjerima koji znatno nadilaze dosadasnja iskustva. Na globalnoj razini
uocCava se nedostatak politicke volje da se udovolji zahtjevima i struke i jav-
noga mnijenja. Ponegdje su zabiljezeni i izri€iti otpori procesima suocavanja s
posljedicama, kao i onemoguéavanje dostupnosti podataka koji bi trebali biti
javno dostupni, a kljuéni su u istrazivanjima. Nuzno je bioeticko vrednovanje
takvog vodenja javnoga zdravstva.

BIOETHISCHE BEWERTUNG DER FOLGEN DER COVID-
IMPFUNG UND DER EPIDEMIOLOGISCHEN MASSNAHMEN
IN DER ERKLARTEN CORONAVIRUS-PANDEMIE

Finf Jahre nach der Ausrufung der Coronavirus-Pandemie steht die
Menschheit weiterhin vor berechtigten Forderungen, sich den Folgen der An-
wendung der gegebenen epidemiologischen Maflnahmen und COVID-Impf-
stoffe zu stellen. Zahlreiche wissenschaftliche Studien bringen die gesundheit-
lichen und anderen Folgen dieser Anwendungen ans Licht, und zwar in einem
Ausmal}, das weit iiber die bisherigen Erfahrungen hinausgeht. Auf globaler
Ebene fehlt es an politischem Willen, den Forderungen des Berufsstandes und
der offentlichen Meinung gerecht zu werden. An einigen Stellen ist explizi-
ter Widerstand gegen den Umgang mit den Folgen zu verzeichnen, ebenso
wie die Deaktivierung der Verfiigbarkeit von Daten, die 6ffentlich zugédnglich
sein sollten und fiir die Forschung von entscheidender Bedeutung sind. Eine
bioethische Bewertung eines solchen Managements der 6ffentlichen Gesund-
heit ist notwendig.
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PHILOSOPHICAL FOUNDATIONS OF ANCIENT MEDICINE

This paper follows the statement of the famous ancient physician and phi-
losopher Galen of Pergamon that “the best doctor is also a philosopher”. The
relationship between ancient philosophy and medicine is discussed both in the
light of Galen’s sharp sarcastic objections to the immoral greedy physicians of
his time, as well as in the broader context of social-philosophical relations of
ancient and medieval society, where philosophical theoria and medical techne
belong to different Aristotelian sectors: leisure (schole) and labour (ascholia).

FILOZOFSKI TEMELJI ANTICKE MEDICINE

Ovaj prilog slijedi tvrdnju slavnog anti¢kog lije¢nika i filozofa Galena iz
Pergama da je »najbolji lije¢nik ujedno i filozof«. Odnos anticke filozofije i
lijecnistva razmatra se kako u svjetlu Galenovih ostrih sarkastickih objekcija o
nemoralnim pohlepnim lije¢nicima njegova vremena, tako i u Sirem kontekstu
socijalnofilozofijskih odnosa antickog i srednjovjekovnog drustva, gdje filo-
zofska theoria i medicinska tehne pripadaju razli¢itim sektorima djelatnosti, u
smislu Aristotelove razdvojbe dokolice (shole) i rada (asholia).
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UPOTREBA UMJETNE INTELIGENCIJE
U SKRBI ZA OSOBE S DEMENCIJOM: ETICKI IZAZOVI

U ovom radu istrazujemo eticke izazove povezane s upotrebom umjetne
inteligencije u skrbi za osobe s demencijom. Iako su pozitivni uéinci, poput
lakseg pracenja zdravstvenog stanja pacijenata, pruzanja podrske u obavljanju
dnevnih zadataka, smanjenja osjecaja usamljenosti i tjeskobe, prili¢no jasni,
primjena umjetne inteligencije nije moralno neproblemati¢na. Primjerice, u
nekim slucajevima podrazumijeva dovodenje korisnika u zabludu glede pri-
rode entiteta s kojim uspostavlja odnos. Buduéi da laz i prijevara uobicajeno
izazivaju moralnu osudu, time se potencijalno narusavaju povjerenje i medu-
ljudski odnosi. Osim toga, koristenje umjetne inteligencije u ovom kontekstu
otvara i niz drugih vaznih pitanja, od pouzdanosti do zastite podataka i pri-
vatnosti pacijenta. Stoga u ovom radu: i. mapiramo nacine koristenja umjetne
inteligencije u skrbi za osobe s demencijom; ii. detektiramo temeljne eticke
izazove; iii. predlazemo smjernice za njenu eticku upotrebu.

Al IN DEMENTIA CARE: ETHICAL CONCERNS

In this paper, we are exploring ethical concerns related to the use of artifi-
cial intelligence in dementia care. Although the positive effects, such as easier
monitoring of patients’ health, providing support in performing daily tasks,
and reducing feelings of loneliness and anxiety, are quite evident, its appli-
cation is not without moral concerns. For example, in some cases, it involves
misleading the user about the nature of the entity they are interacting with.
As deception and misrepresentation typically provoke moral disapproval, such
practices risk undermining trust and damaging interpersonal relationships.
Furthermore, the use of Al raises a range of other important questions, from
reliability to data protection and patient privacy. Therefore, in this paper, we:
i. map the ways artificial intelligence is used in dementia care; ii. identify the
key ethical challenges; iii. propose guidelines for its ethical use.
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U SJENI VRHUNSKOG SPORTA -
ETICKI PROBLEMI GIMNASTICKIH DISCIPLINA

Vrhunski sportasi esto prolaze kroz torturu koja je mnogo dublja od fizic-
kog napora karakteristicnog za taj sport. lako izgledaju kao nedodirljivi heroji,
iza njihovih uspjeha skrivaju se golemi problemi — fizicki, mentalni i emotivni.
Dok su obasjani reflektorima, ¢esto se zaboravlja koliko su toga zrtvovali da
bi dosli do tog trenutnog priznanja i $to su sve prozivjeli da bi izdrzali pritiske
koje nosi vrhunski sport. Gimnastika, kao jedan od najzahtjevnijih i najprestiz-
nijih sportova, za mnoge sportase nije samo izazov, nego i test fizicke i men-
talne izdrzljivosti. GimnastiCarke, osobito one koje se natjecu na vrhunskoj
razini, suocavaju se s pritiscima i teSko¢ama koje nadmasuju vecinu drugih
sportova. Kao klju¢ni problemi i eticke dileme isticu se fizicka iscrpljenost i
ozljede, problemi s prehranom i hormonima, pritisak od najranijeg djetinjstva,
savrSenstvo i nesigurnost, rani zavrsetak karijere i posljedice po zivot. U tom
smislu, u radu ¢e se ukazati na »pritiske«, zahtjeve i1 »zrtve« s kojima se su-
ocCavaju gimnastiCarke.

IN THE SHADOW OF HIGH-PERFORMANCE SPORT -
ETHICAL ISSUES OF GYMNASTICAL DISCIPLINES

High-performance athletes often undergo ordeals that are much deeper
than the physical effort characteristic of their sport. Although they may seem
as untouchable heroes, great problems — physical, mental, and emotional, lie
hidden behind their successes. When in the spotlight, it is often forgotten how
much they have sacrificed to reach that momentary acknowledgment, and
everything they have been through to withstand the pressures that high-per-
formance sport entails. Gymnastics, as one of the most challenging and most
prestigious sports, is not a mere challenge for many athletes, but a test of phys-
ical and mental endurance. Female gymnasts, especially those competing at
the highest level, face pressures and hardships that surpass most other sports.
Crucial issues and ethical dilemmas that stand out are physical exhaustion and
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injuries, problems with nutrition and hormones, experiencing pressure from
the earliest childhood, perfectionism and insecurities, careers ending prema-
turely, and life-threatening consequences. In light of all this, our paper will
draw attention to the “pressure”, demands, and “sacrifices” that female gym-
nasts go through.
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STO NAS OKRUZUJE — DOBRA SMRT ILI DISTANAZIJA?

Bioetika nam postavlja pitanje: Je li moralno opravdano nastaviti lijece-
nje ako ono samo produzuje patnju pacijenta? Problem suvremene medicinske
tehnologije sastoji se u tome §to bolesnici danas postaju njeni »zatocenici« te
se distanazija primjenjuje samo zato $to tehnologija to omogucuje, ¢ime se
gubi eticki smisao. Medicinska tehnologija samo odgada smrt, a ne omogucuje
kvalitetan zivot i sve se manje radi na tome da se bolesnicima pomogne da
umru s vise dostojanstva i manje boli. Tehnologija mora sluziti Zivotu, a ne
sluziti se Zivotom. Covjeku je sudeno jednom umrijeti, smrt je sastavni dio
naseg zivota. Takvo razmisljanje donosi ¢ovjeku nelagodu te stoga moramo
zagovarati dostojanstveno zivljenje vlastite smrti. Zajedni¢ki moramo teziti
tome da se usvoji drugacija moralna svijest i pristup terminalnim bolesnicima.
Tko Zeli dobru smrt? Upravo je palijativna skrb sve prisutnija kao humaniji
nacin suoCavanja sa smréu, dok distanazija i dalje postoji zbog etickih, pravnih
i emocionalnih okvira.

WHAT SURROUNDS US - GOOD DEATH OR DYSTHANASIA?

Bioethics poses the question: Is it morally justified to continue treatment
if it only prolongs patient’s suffering? The problem with modern medical tech-
nology is that today patients become its “prisoners”, and dysthanasia is applied
only because technology makes it possible, which loses its ethical meaning.
Medical technology only postpones death and does not enable quality life,
and less and less is being done to help patients die with more dignity and less
pain. Technology must serve life and not be served by life. Man is destined to
die once; death is an integral part of our life. Such thinking brings a person
discomfort; therefore, we must advocate a dignified living of our own death.
Together, we must strive to adopt a different moral awareness and approach to
terminally ill patients. Who wants a good death? Palliative care is increasingly
present as a more humane way of dealing with death, while dysthanasia still
exists due to ethical, legal, and emotional frameworks.

ETICKE ODREDNICE PLANIRANJA
UPRAVLJANJA ZASTICENIM PODRUCJEM

Planiranje upravljanja zasti¢enim podrucjem iznimno je slozen proces, koji
nuzno uzima u obzir niz odrednica u postizanju svrhovite cjelovitosti: [UCN-
kategorizaciju zastite, zadanosti upravljanja europskom ekoloskom mrezom
Natura 2000, potrebu ocuvanja ugrozenih i rijetkih vrsta i stanista, mozaicnog
krajobraza, cjelovite funkcionalnosti usluga ekosustava, posebice u kontekstu
ublazavanja klimatskih promjena, integraciju vrijednosti kulturnog krajolika,
zadovoljavanje potreba i interesa lokalnog stanovnistva te klju¢nih dionika/
korisnika zasti¢enog podrucja (razvoj infrastrukture). Ne treba zaobiéi ni smisleni
razvoj posjetiteljskih i edukativnih sadrzaja i programa, a sve to u kontekstu
provedbe Europskog zelenog plana, Strategije za ocuvanje bioraznolikosti do
2030. Europske unije, medunarodnih konvencija i direktiva Europske unije o
zastiti prirode te nedavno donesene europskounijske Uredbe o obnovi prirode.

ETHICAL CONCERNS FOR PLANNING
PROTECTED AREA MANAGEMENT

Protected area management planning is a complex process, which
necessarily takes into account a number of determinants in achieving purposeful
integrity: [IUCN nature protection categorisation, the objectives of the European
ecological network Natura 2000 management, the need to preserve endangered
and rare species and habitats, mosaic landscapes, biodiversity and geodiversity,
the overall functionality of ecosystem services, especially in the context of
climate change mitigation, integration of cultural landscape values, meeting the
needs and interests of the local population and key stakeholders/users of the
protected area (infrastructure development), and the meaningful development
of visitor and educational contents and programs, all above in the context
of the implementation of the European Green Deal, the European Union’s
Biodiversity Strategy by 2030, international conventions and EU directives on
nature protection, and the recently passed EU Nature Restoration Law.
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FARMAKOGENETIKA:
ETICKI IZAZOVI I RAZMATRANJA

Farmakogenetika predstavlja znanost koja ispituje kako genetska varija-
bilnost moze utjecati na ishode lijecenja lijekovima. U doba razlicitih infekcija
takve analize mogle bi znacajno poboljsati ishod terapije. S druge strane, ova-
kve nove i suvremene dijagnosticke procedure donose niz nerijesenih pitanja
i etickih dilema. Na primjer, za uspjesno provodenje farmakogenetskih testo-
va kod pacijenata bit ¢e potrebno znanje zdravstvenih radnika, odgovarajuce
smjernice i zakonodavni okvir. Osim toga, za pojedine pacijente ispitivanje
genetskog materijala moze biti neprihvatljivo iz vjerskih ili kulturnih razloga.
Posebno je eticko pitanje je li potrebno traziti informirani pristanak za izvode-
nje takvih postupaka i kako ih izvesti u posebno osjetljivim grupama (djeca,
trudnice, stariji ljudi itd.). Takoder, provodenje klinickog farmakogenetskog
ispitivanja predstavlja financijsko opterecenje za ve¢ optere¢ene sustave jav-
nog zdravstva.

PHARMACOGENETICS:
ETHICAL CHALLENGES AND CONSIDERATIONS

Pharmacogenetics represents the science of understanding how genetic
variability could influence drug treatment outcomes. In the era of the different
microbes, such analyses could significantly improve the outcome of therapy.
On the other hand, such new and modern diagnostic procedures bring a num-
ber of unresolved issues and ethical dilemmas. For example, the successful
implementation of pharmacogenetic tests in patients will require knowledge of
healthcare workers, adequate guidelines and legislative framework. Addition-
ally, the examination of genetic material may be unacceptable for religious or

cultural reasons for individual patients. A particular ethical question is whether
it is necessary to seek informed consent to perform such procedures and how
to perform them in particularly vulnerable groups (children, pregnant women,
older people, etc.). Also, the implementation of clinical pharmacogenetic test-
ing poses a financial burden on already challenged public health-care systems.
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UMJETNA INTELIGENCIJA —
ALAT COVJEKOVE ZRELOSTI

Umjetna inteligencija kao rezultat neprestano napredujuce znanosti i teh-
nologije otvara duboka pitanja o ljudskoj autonomiji i zrelosti koja se mogu
povezati s temeljima prosvijetiteljskog i prosvije¢enog misljenja. Kant je pro-
svjetiteljstvo definirao kao izlazak iz »samoskrivljene nepunoljetnosti«, pozi-
vajuci ljude da koriste vlastiti razum bez vanjskoga vodstva. S druge strane,
Hamann je osporavao Kantovu ideju tvrdeci da geslu »sapere aude« (»usudi
se misliti!«) treba pridruziti i »noli admirari« (»ne budi zadivljen«), ¢ime je
ukazao na nuznost kritiCkog preispitivanja i samog ovog mota. Danas se sli¢-
na pitanja mogu postaviti i u kontekstu umjetne inteligencije. U ovom ¢emo
izlaganju pokusati odgovoriti na dva pitanja: je li umjetna inteligencija novi
oblik samonametnutog skrbniStva, gubljenja sposobnosti kritickog misljenja,
autonomije i slobode ili umjetnu inteligenciju treba shvatiti kao konacan alat
(cum grano salis) izlaska iz nezrelosti?

ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE —
ATOOL OF HUMAN MATURITY

Artificial intelligence, as a product of ever-advancing science and technol-
ogy, raises profound questions about human autonomy and maturity that can
be linked to the foundations of Enlightenment and enlightened thought. Kant
defined Enlightenment as the emergence from “self-imposed immaturity”,
urging individuals to use their own reason without external guidance. On the
other hand, Hamann challenged Kant’s idea, claiming that to the motto “sapere
aude” one should also add “noli admirari”, thus emphasising the necessity of
critical examination. Today, similar questions can be raised in the context of
artificial intelligence. In this presentation, we will attempt to address two key
questions: Is artificial intelligence a new form of self-imposed guardianship,
a loss of the capacity for critical thinking, autonomy, and freedom — or should
artificial intelligence be understood (cum grano salis) as a final tool for emerg-
ing from immaturity?

STVARNA PRAVA NA DIJELOVIMA TIJELA
I TEORIJA VLASNISTVA — KANT PROTIV LOCKEA

Propulzivni, a nerijetko i transgresivni biotehnicki razvoj transplantacij-
ske medicine prostire razli¢ite pojavnosti ¢ija daljnja opstojnost preliminarno
i inherentno zahtijeva eticko-pravnu razradbu. Moralitet i legalitet raspolaga-
nja dijelovima tijela podrazumijeva uvid ne samo moralne i pravne filozofije
nego i teorije vlasnistva. Osim §to Kantova i Lockeova teorija vlasniStva (sup-
stancijalnost versus proizvodnost) predstavljaju jedan od temeljnih oslonaca
suvremenom stvarnopravnom poretku prilikom objasnjenja naravi vlasniStva,
moguce je da je katkad ponajmanje zamjetna ¢injenica da je, primjerice, upra-
vo Kant izri¢ito pisao o moralitetu raspolaganja dijelovima tijela. Kantova i
Lockeova teorija vlasni$tva medu polazisnim su tockama (ne)justifikacije vla-
sniStva (stvarnih prava) na dijelovima tijela oko kojih se nadograduju razli¢ite
eticke 1 pravne spoznaje transplantacijske suvremenosti. Pitanje je moze li (i)
jedna od ovih dviju teorija vlasnistva sluziti kao temeljni normativni oslonac
prilikom dono$enja smjernica o tome u kojoj je mjeri i je li uopée eticki i prav-
no utemeljeno raspolagati dijelovima tijela.

PROPERTY RIGHTS IN BODY PARTS AND
PROPERTY THEORY - KANT VS. LOCKE

The propulsive and, at times, transgressive biotechnical development of
transplant medicine reveals a range of phenomena whose continued viability
preliminarily and inherently requires ethical and legal elaboration. The moral-
ity and legality of body parts’ disposal calls for, not only moral and legal phi-
losophy insights but also property theory. While Kant’s and Locke’s theories
of property (the substantial vs. production principle) form a cornerstone of the
modern legal framework in explaining the nature of ownership, it is often over-
looked that Kant, for example, explicitly addressed the morality of disposing
of body parts. Kant’s and Locke’s property theories serve as starting points for
the (non)justification of ownership (property rights) in body parts, upon which
various ethical and legal insights into contemporary transplantation process
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are built. The central question remains whether either of these two theories of
property can serve as a fundamental normative basis for drafting guidelines
regarding the extent to which — and whether at all — it is ethically and legally

justifiable to dispose of body parts.
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INTEGRACIJA STRANIH RADNIKA U HRVATSKO
DRUSTVO: IZAZOVI I PRIMJER DOBRE PRAKSE
CENTRA ZA REHABILITACIJU ZAGREB

Migracija radnika iz Azije u zapadna drustva sve je ¢e$ca, a Hrvatska, kao
¢lanica Europske unije, postaje odrediste za radnike iz Indije, Nepala i drugih
zemalja. Trenutno u Hrvatskoj radi oko 114.000 stranaca, a procjene pokazuju
da ¢e do 2030. trebati do 500.000 novih radnika, osobito u sektorima gdje ne-
dostaje domace radne snage. lako mnogi imaju fakultetsko obrazovanje, rade
niskoplacene i1 zahtjevne poslove. Integracija je nuzna kako bi se sprijecila
socijalna iskljucenost i stvaranje paralelnih druStava. Centar za rehabilitaci-
ju Zagreb uspjesno zaposljava njegovatelje iz Azije, uz prilagodbu kulturnim
razlikama. Fokus je na radnim pravima, inkluziji i sprjeavanju eksploatacije.
Posebna paznja posvecuje se etickoj odgovornosti poslodavaca, a ovaj mo-
del moze posluziti kao primjer drugim institucijama u osiguravanju pravednih
uvjeta rada i uspje$ne integracije.

INTEGRATION OF FOREIGN WORKERS INTO
CROATIAN SOCIETY: CHALLENGES AND
THE BEST PRACTICE EXAMPLE OF
THE CENTRE FOR REHABILITATION ZAGREB

Migration of workers from Asia to Western societies is becoming increas-
ingly common, and Croatia, as a European Union’s member, is emerging as
a destination for workers from India, Nepal, and other countries. Currently,
approximately 114,000 foreign workers are employed in Croatia, and projec-
tions indicate that by 2030 up to 500,000 more will be required, particularly in
sectors facing labour shortages. Although many have university degrees, they
often take on low-paid and demanding jobs. Integration is crucial in preventing
social exclusion and the formation of parallel societies. The Centre for Reha-
bilitation Zagreb successfully employs caregivers from Asia while ensuring
cultural adaptation. The focus is on labour rights, inclusion, and preventing ex-

ploitation. Special attention is given to the ethical responsibility of employers,
and this model can serve as an example for other institutions in ensuring fair
working conditions and successful integration.
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KOMUNIKACIJSKI I ETICKI ASPEKTI
PRISTUPA OZLIJEDENIM PACIJENTIMA I RADA S NJIMA

U zdravstvu komunikacijski i eticki pristupi igraju klju¢nu ulogu u pruza-
nju kvalitetnog lijeCenja i podrske pacijentima, posebice onima s ozljedama.
U radu se isti¢u temeljna nacela komunikacije, vaznost empatije, profesional-
nosti 1 postivanja kulturnih razlika u odnosima zdravstvenih djelatnika i pa-
cijenata. Takoder se analizira eti¢ke aspekte medicinske prakse, ukljucujuci
autonomiju pacijenata, povjerljivost informacija i pravednost pristupa. Osim
toga, istrazuje se ulogu tehnologije u modernoj zdravstvenoj skrbi i na¢in na
koji digitalni alati doprinose poboljsanju komunikacije. Bez obzira na promje-
ne koje se dogadaju u medicini kao posljedica znanstvenog i tehnoloskog raz-
voja, drustvenih, politickih i ekonomskih ¢imbenika, uvijek ¢e biti bolesnih i
ozlijedenih ljudi kojima ¢e uvijek trebati lijeCenje i njega. Lije¢nici tradicio-
nalno pruzaju ove usluge, zajedno s drugim uslugama kao $to su promicanje
zdravlja, prevencija bolesti i upravljanje zdravstvenim sustavom. lako bi se
ravnoteza izmedu ovih aktivnosti u buduénosti mogla promijeniti, lije¢nici ¢e
sigurno i dalje igrati vaznu ulogu. Buduc¢i da svaka takva aktivnost ukljucuje
mnoge eticke izazove, lijecnici ¢e se morati kontinuirano informirati o razvoju
medicinske etike, bas kao §to to ¢ine u aspektima drugih medicinskih podrucja.

COMMUNICATION AND ETHICAL ASPECTS IN
APPROACHING AND WORKING WITH PATIENTS WITH
INJURIES

In healthcare, communication and ethical approaches play a key role in
providing quality treatment and support to patients, especially those with in-
juries. This paper highlights the basic principles of communication, the im-
portance of empathy, professionalism and respect for cultural differences in
relationships between healthcare professionals and patients. It also analyses
ethical aspects of medical practice, including patient autonomy, confidentiality
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of information and fairness of approach. In addition, it explores the role of
technology in modern healthcare and how digital tools contribute to improv-
ing communication. Regardless of the changes that occur in medicine as a
result of scientific and technological developments, social, political and eco-
nomic factors, there will always be sick and injured people who will always
need treatment and care. Physicians have traditionally provided these services,
along with other services such as health promotion, disease prevention and
healthcare system management. Although the balance between these activities
may change in the future, physicians will certainly continue to play an impor-
tant role. Because any such activity involves many ethical challenges, physi-
cians will need to continually keep themselves informed about developments
in medical ethics, just as they do in aspects of other medical fields.
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UTJECAJ AMBIJENTA NA OSOBNOST:
PRELAMANO KROZ PRIZMU TRIJU POSVECENIH ZENA

Cilj je ovog prikaza odgonetnuti moguéi utjecaj okolisa na diferencijaciju,
integraciju i restrukturaciju odnosa »biti prema drugome« ili »biti u odnosu na
drugo«. Iz razlicitih izvora traziti adekvatne subjekte i primjerene »druge« te
utvrditi temelje istinskih relacija i prave vrijednosti. [zdvojene su ¢asne sestre
Giacoma Giorgia Colombis/Golubié, Marija Krucifiksa Kozuli¢ i Amadeja Pa-
vlovi¢, koje su uglavnom djelovale u razli¢itim povijesnim razdobljima, i to
napose na istom prostoru, u ambijentu Kvarnera. Sve su tri bile izrazito okre-
nute pomo¢i siromasnima i skrbi o njima, napose zenskoj djeci te ih nastojale
Sto bolje obrazovati i zastititi. Zbog toga su ¢asna sestra Colombis/Golubi¢ i
Casna sestra Kozuli¢ prili¢no rano etiketirane kao »majke siromasnih, a ¢asna
sestra Pavlovi¢ odlikovana kao Pravednica medu narodima zbog spasavanja
i zastite jedne Zidovske djevojcCice u tijeku II. svjetskog rata. Pitati se koliko
bi ove tri marne i pozrtvovne Casne sestre mogle to donekle ostvariti da nisu
djelovale i u prostoru Kvarnera. Stoga je, uz njihove osobnosti, ljubav pre-
ma Bogu/¢ovjeku, suosjecanje s bijednima (diskriminiranima) i siromasnima
predmnijevati i moguce znacenje ekoloske komponente.

THE INFLUENCE OF ENVIRONMENT ON PERSONALITY:
REFRACTED THROUGH THE PRISM OF
THREE DEDICATED WOMEN

The aim of this presentation is to unravel the possible influence of the
environment on the differentiation, integration and restructuring of the
relationship of “being towards the other” or “being in relation to the other”.
To search for adequate subjects and appropriate “others” from various sources
and to establish the foundations of true relations and true values. The nuns
Giacoma Giorgia Colombis/Golubi¢, Marija Krucifiksa Kozuli¢ and Amadeja
Pavlovi¢ were singled out, who mainly worked in different historical periods,
and espcially in the same area, in the Kvarner region in Croatia. All three
were extremely focused on helping and caring for the poor, especially female
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children, and tried to educate and protect them as best as possible. For this
reason, Sister Colombis/Golubi¢ and Sister Kozuli¢ were labeled “mothers
of the poor” quite early on, and Sister Pavlovi¢ was decorated as Righteous
Among the Nations for saving and protecting a Jewish girl during World War
II. One wonders to what extent these three diligent and selfless nuns could have
achieved this if they had not also worked in the Kvarner region. Therefore,
in addition to their personalities, love for God/man, and compassion for the
wretched (discriminated) and the poor, one can also assume the possible
significance of the ecological component.
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PERSPEKTIVE URBANE BIOETIKE

U ovom se izlaganju prikazuje trenutno stanje i analiziraju razvojne per-
spektive discipline urbane bioetike u okrilju projekta integrativne bioetike.
Naime, prenapuéenost suvremenih metropola nosi sve viSe gorucih problema
i etickih dilema koji zahtijevaju bioeticku refleksiju i orijentaciju. Drustveni i
bioeticki problemi suvremenih gradova vrlo su raznovrsni i krecu se u rasponu
od ckoloskih (gospodarenje otpadom, $tetne emisije uzrokovane prometom)
preko digitalnih (nadzor, naruSavanje privatnosti, upravljanje podacima, imple-
mentacija umjetne inteligencije) sve do socijalnih (kvaliteta zivota, integracija
i segregacija). Radi se o konceptima prepoznatima i istrazivanima u podrucju
sociologije, ekonomije, prava i drugih znanosti. Stav je autora da znacajan
doprinos rasvjetljavanju ovih fenomena i rjeSavanju nagomilanih urbanih pro-
blema moze doprinijeti upravo razvoj urbane bioetike koja je u Hrvatskoj, ali
i puno $ire, utemeljena na postoje¢im konceptima rijeckog bioetickog kruga.
Umjesto inzistiranja na strogoj disciplinarnoj profilaciji, urbana bioetika ovdje
se promislja kao otvorena platforma za susret razli¢itih perspektiva i znanja, s

ciljem stvaranja odrzivijih, pravednijih i humanijih urbanih zajednica.

PERSPECTIVES OF URBAN BIOETHICS

This presentation offers an overview of the current state and examines
the developmental perspectives of the discipline of urban bioethics within the
framework of the Integrative Bioethics project. The overcrowding of contem-
porary metropolises is giving rise to an increasing number of urgent problems
and ethical dilemmas that demand bioethical reflection and orientation. The so-
cial and bioethical challenges of modern cities are highly diverse, ranging from
ecological (waste management, harmful emissions caused by traffic), to digital
(surveillance, privacy violations, data governance, implementation of artificial
intelligence), and social issues (quality of life, integration, and segregation).
These are phenomena that have already been recognised and researched within
sociology, economics, law, and other academic fields. The author argues that
a significant contribution to understanding these phenomena and addressing
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accumulated urban challenges can come precisely from the development of
urban bioethics, which — both in Croatia and more broadly — is grounded in the
work of the Rijeka school of bioethics. Rather than insisting on strict discipli-
nary boundaries, urban bioethics is here conceptualised as an open platform for
the encounter of diverse perspectives and bodies of knowledge, with the aim of
fostering more sustainable, just, and humane urban communities.
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PLURIPERSPEKTIVNOST I UMJETNA INTELIGENCIJA

Napredak u razvoju sustava umjetne inteligencije i dosadasnja praksa pri-
mjene sustava umjetne inteligencije u podru¢ju medicine, prava, poslovanja,
obrazovanja i drugim djelatnostima, uklju¢ujuéi i osobnu, odnosno privatnu
komunikaciju pojedinaca sa sustavima umjetne inteligencije, ustvari znaci raz-
vijanje i usvajanje perspektive jedne umjetne tvorevine. U kontekstu teori-
je pluriperspektivnosti to je problemima napucen novum, a otvara najmanje
tri raspravljacke fronte: (1) problem uvazavanja umjetne perspektive susta-
va umjetne inteligencije, (2) problem uobrazavanja umjetne perspektive koja
se zauzima da bi se razumjelo ‘sudjelovanje’ umjetne tvorevine u moralnoj
situaciji, te (3) problem ‘umjetnosti’ perspektive odnosno umjetne izgradnje
perspektive. O ovim problemima nije objavljeno gotovo nista te je smisao izla-

PLURIPERSPECTIVISM AND ARTIFICIAL INTELLIGENCE

The advancement in the development of Al systems and the present ap-
plication of Al systems in domains such as medicine, law, business, education
and other enterprises, including personal communication of individuals with
Al systems, actually means developing and adopting the perspective of an ar-
tificial creation. In the context of the theory of pluriperspectivity, this consti-
tutes a problematic novum, thereby opening up at least three discursive fronts.
Firstly, there is the issue of acknowledging the artificial perspective of an Al
system. Secondly, there is the problem of imaging the artificial perspective
aimed to comprehend the “participation’ of an artificial creation in a moral situ-
ation. Thirdly, there is the problem of the artificialisation of perspective, that is,
the artificial construction of perspective. Barely anything has been written on
these issues, and the purpose of this presentation is to propose a basic demon-
stration of how to resolve the problem.
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KAD DOZIVLJENO NASILJE POSTANE
»NEPRIMJERENA POSLOVNA KOMUNIKACIJA« —
ANALIZA RAZLOGA NEPRIJAVLJIVANJA DOZIVLJENOG
NASILJA U ROMSKOJ POPULACIJI

Nasilje nad zenama Romkinjama ozbiljan je drustveni problem koji je pre-
Cesto minoriziran, prikrivan i nedovoljno istrazen. Negiranje nasilja kod Rom-
kinja posljedica je slozenog spleta drustvenih, kulturnih i ekonomskih faktora.
U romskim zajednicama Cesto postoji jak patrijarhalni sistem koji postavlja
7enu u podredeni polozaj. Zene koje prijave nasilje mogu se suoditi s osu-
dom zajednice, obitelji i rodbine, biti stigmatizirane, a u nekim slucajevima i
izopéene iz zajednice. Postoji bojazan od gubitka vlastite sigurnosti, podrske
obitelji, materijalne i egzistencijalne sigurnosti. U okruzenju gdje je nasilje
uobicajeno, zene mogu percipirati nasilje kao normalan dio obiteljskog Zivota
ili poslovnih i drustvenih odnosa, pri ¢emu Cesto internaliziraju ideju da je
trpljenje nasilja dio Zenske uloge u romskoj zajednici. Rad kroz prikaz slucaja
donosi analizu mogucih razloga neprijavljivanja i negiranja dozivljenog nasi-
lja temeljem rezultata empirijskih istrazivanja, a u kontekstu recentnih doga-
daja u medijskom i javnom prostoru.

WHEN EXPERIENCED VIOLENCE BECOMES
“INAPPROPRIATE BUSINESS COMMUNICATION” —
ANALYSIS OF THE REASONS FOR NON-REPORTING
VIOLENCE IN THE ROMA POPULATION

Violence against Roma women is a serious social issue that is too often
marginalized, concealed, and insufficiently researched. The denial of violence
among Roma women is the result of a complex interplay of social, cultural,
and economic factors. Roma communities frequently have a strong patriar-
chal system that places women in a subordinate position. Women who report
violence may face condemnation from their community, family, and relatives,
leading to stigmatization or, in some cases, social exclusion. There is a per-
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vasive fear of losing personal security, family support, financial stability, and
overall existential security. In environments where violence is commonplace,
women may perceive it as a normal part of family life, business interactions, or
social relationships, often internalizing the notion that enduring violence is an
inherent part of a woman’s role within the Roma community. Through a case
study approach, this paper analyses possible reasons for the non-reporting and
denial of experienced violence based on empirical research findings, within the
context of recent events in the media and public discourse.
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PONOVNO PROMISLJANJE INKLUZIJE:
O ETICI OTVORENOSTI U
UMJETNICKIM I KULTURNIM INSTITUCIJAMA

Rad se bavi pitanjem otvorenosti muzeja i kulturnih institucija prema
osobama s invaliditetom, promisljajuci pritom kulturna prava ne kao tehnic-
ku dostupnost, nego kao duboko etic¢ko i filozofsko pitanje: tko ima pravo na
izrazavanje, na vidljivost, na prostor? Umjesto modela inkluzije koji se temelji
na integraciji u ve¢ zadane forme, predlaze se pristup sukreacije i dijaloga
koji polazi od razli¢itosti kao temeljne ontoloske Cinjenice ljudskog bivanja.
Umjetnost se promatra kao prostor gdje se briSu granice izmedu estetskog,
politi¢kog i etickog, otvaraju¢i moguénost autentiéne subjektivnosti i medu-
sobnog priznanja. Kroz teoriju i praksu, ukljucujuci projekt Drugaciji i jednaki
(Muzej suvremene umjetnosti, Zagreb) te autori¢ino iskustvo rada u inkluziv-
nim umjetni¢kim kontekstima, promislja se institucija kulture kao prostor za-
jednickog postajanja.

REIMAGINING INCLUSION:
ON THE ETHICS OF OPENNESS
IN ART AND CULTURAL INSTITUTIONS

This presentation explores the openness of museums and cultural insti-
tutions to people with disabilities, considering cultural rights not merely as
a matter of accessibility, but as a philosophical and ethical concern: Who is
granted the space to express, to be visible, to belong? Moving beyond inclu-
sion as integration into predefined frameworks, the focus is placed on co-crea-
tion and dialogue, where difference is not a barrier but a foundation of human
experience. Drawing from examples such as the Different and Equal project
(Museum of Contemporary Art, Zagreb) and the author’s own work in in-
clusive, art-based practices, the talk reflects on art as a space of encounter,
where aesthetics, ethics, and politics intertwine, and where institutions become
places of shared presence and recognition.
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PREMA TRANSDISCIPLINARNOM ZNANJU:
TEORIJSKI TEMELJI TRANSDISCIPLINARNE
METODOLOGIJE U VIDENJU BASARABA NICOLESCUA

Transdisicplinarnost (TD) kao pokret i koncept koji transcendira tradicio-
nalno shvaéene disciplinarne granice te transgredira binarnu logiku klasi¢nog
realizma razvija se od sedamdesetih godina 20. stoljeca. Posljednjih desetak
godina dobiva na znacaju te se mnogi akademski krugovi i istrazivacki centri
diljem svijeta sve viSe posvecuju TD-pristupu. Basarab Nicolescu, rumunj-
sko-francuski fizi¢ar i filozof, jedan je od zacetnika te klju¢na figura TD-po-
kreta. Kroz svoj jedinstveni teorijski okvir, odnosno metodologiju koju razvija
pod nazivom TD-realizam (TD-model stvarnosti, transrealnost) znacajno je
doprinio TD-studijima. Razumijevanje teorijskih temelja TD-realizma u Ni-
colescuovom videnju, koje se istrazuje u ovom radu, esencijalno je za TD-su-
radnicko istrazivanje, proizvodnju znanja, integraciju i ujedinjenje razlicitih
oblika znanja, Sto je glavni cilj TD-a.

TOWARDS TRANSDISCIPLINARY KNOWLEDGE:
THEORETICAL FOUNDATIONS OF TRANSDISCIPLINARY
METHODOLOGY IN THE VIEW OF BASARAB NICOLESCU

Transdisciplinarity (TD), a movement and concept that transcends tradi-
tionally understood disciplinary boundaries and transgresses the binary logic
of classical realism, has been developing since the 1970s. In the last decade,
it has gained momentum, with many academic circles and research centres
around the world increasingly dedicating themselves to the TD approach. Ba-
sarab Nicolescu, a Romanian-French physicist and philosopher, is one of the
founders and key figures of the TD movement. Through his unique theoretical
framework, or methodology developed under TD-realism (TD-model of reali-
ty, transreality), he has significantly contributed to TD studies. Understanding
the theoretical foundations of TD-realism in Nicolescu’s vision, which is ex-
plored in this paper, is essential for TD collaborative research, knowledge pro-
duction, integration, and unification of different forms of knowledge, which is
the main goal of TD.
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ETICKE DILEME O KRONICNOJ BOLI —
1Z PERSPEKTIVE KLINICKOG FARMAKOLOGA

Eticka pitanja u vezi s kroni¢nom boli brojna su. Efikasno lijec¢enje ce-
sto je otezano nizom slozenih prepreka, ukljucujuci nedovoljno obrazovanje,
nedostatak standardiziranih institucionalnih protokola za procjenu i lijecenje
boli, izostanak odgovornosti za nedovoljno lijecenje boli, kao i restriktivne
savezne i drzavne regulative u vezi s upotrebom opioida. Napredak klinickih
istrazivanja koja se konkretno bave ovim etickim pitanjima mogao bi dopri-
nijeti rjeSavanju problema. U eri brzog medicinskog i tehnoloskog napretka,
neprihvatljivo je da pristup adekvatnom lijecenju kroni¢ne boli i dalje bude
ogranicen.

ETHICAL REFLECTIONS ON CHRONIC PAIN TREATMENT —
FROM A CLINICAL PHARMACOLOGY PERSPECTIVE

Chronic pain presents numerous ethical challenges. Effective manage-
ment is often hindered by a range of complex barriers, including inadequate
education, the absence of standardised institutional protocols for pain assess-
ment and treatment, a lack of accountability for the undertreatment of pain,
and restrictive federal and state regulations surrounding opioid use. Advancing
clinical research that specifically addresses these ethical concerns could help
alleviate the problem. In an era marked by rapid medical and technological
progress, it is unacceptable that access to appropriate chronic pain manage-
ment remains obstructed.
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OSNAZIVANJE RANJIVIH OSOBA
KROZ PROCES UCENJA I TRENINGA SAMOOBRANE

Osnazivanje ranjivih osoba putem treninga samoobrane predstavlja zna-
Cajan 1 sveobuhvatan proces koji im omogucava povecanje samopouzdanja,
fiziCke sposobnosti 1 znanja potrebnih za zastitu od potencijalnih prijetnji. Ovi
su treninzi mnogo vise od pukog ucenja tehnika borbe; oni nude sveobuhvatan
pristup koji obuhvaca fizicki, emocionalni i psiholoski razvoj osobe. U okviru
strukturiranih programa, kvalitetno osmisljenih trenaznih procesa, sudionici
u treningu suocavaju se s razli¢itim aspektima samoobrane, od prepoznava-
nja opasnih situacija i razvoja strategija izbjegavanja konflikata do usvajanja
osnovnih fizickih tehnika za obranu. Kroz simulacije stvarnih situacija, oni
imaju priliku prakticirati nauceno u sigurnom okruzenju, sto dodatno povecava
njihovu sposobnost reagiranja kada se suoce s pravim prijetnjama. Ovo jacanje
identiteta dovodi do poboljSanja mentalnog zdravlja, gdje pojedinci postaju
otporniji na stres i sposobniji da se nose sa zivotnim izazovima. Zaklju¢no,
osnazivanje ranjivih osoba kroz trening samoobrane ne samo da doprinosi nji-
hovoj osobnoj dobrobiti, veé i jacanju cijele zajednice. Kada se pojedinci osje-
¢aju sigurnima i osnazenima, oni postaju aktivni ¢lanovi drustva, doprinoseci
stvaranju okruzenja koje je manje sklono nasilju i strahu. Ovaj je oblik podrske
klju¢an u stvaranju drustva u kojem svaka osoba, bez obzira na svoje okol-
nosti, moze osjecati sigurnost i imati priliku da ostvari svoj puni potencijal.

EMPOWERMENT OF VULNERABLE PERSONS THROUGH
THE LEARNING AND TRAINING OF SELF-DEFENSE

Empowering vulnerable people through self-defense training is a signifi-
cant and comprehensive process that enables them to increase their self-confi-
dence, physical abilities, and knowledge needed to protect themselves from po-
tential threats. These trainings are more than just learning fighting techniques;
they offer a holistic approach that encompasses a person’s physical, emotional,
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and psychological development. Through structured programs and well-de-
signed training processes, participants face different aspects of self-defense,
from recognising dangerous situations and developing strategies to avoid con-
flicts, to adopting basic physical techniques for defense. Through simulations
of real situations, they have the opportunity to practice what they have learned
in a safe environment, which further enhances their ability to react when faced
with actual threats. This strengthening of identity leads to improved mental
health, making individuals more resilient to stress and better able to cope
with life’s challenges. In conclusion, empowering vulnerable people through
self-defense training not only contributes to their personal well-being but also
strengthens the entire community. When individuals feel safe and empowered,
they become active members of society, contributing to the creation of an envi-
ronment that is less prone to violence and fear. This form of support is crucial
in creating a society where every person, regardless of their circumstances, can
feel safe and have the opportunity to reach their full potential.
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REIMAGINING TALENT DEVELOPMENT IN SPORT -
AN EXCELLENCE LITERACY FRAMEWORK

This paper presents a novel framework for talent development in sport,
termed Excellence Literacy (EL), which challenges traditional, narrow ap-
proaches focused solely on performance metrics. The EL framework is under-
pinned by the concept of ‘literacy’ as having knowledge and competence and
draws on Whitehead’s (2010) notion of ‘physical literacy’. The EL framework
advocates for a shift from instrumental approaches that treat athletes as com-
modities to systems that prioritize the growth of the whole person. It chal-
lenges the performance narrative that solely values winning and encourages
athletes to develop their own voices and tell their own stories. By fostering
a questioning attitude, the framework encourages problem-solving and cre-
ativity. It promotes a holistic view of the young athlete as a person first, and
an athlete second, with the goal of developing well-rounded individuals who
are literate in pursuing excellence for its own sake while living a healthy and
balanced life.

PONOVNO PROMISLJANJE RAZVIJANJA TALENTA U
SPORTU - OKVIR PISMENOSTI ZA IZVRSNOST

Ovaj rad predstavlja novi okvir za razvijanje talenta u sportu, nazvan pi-
smenost za izvrsnost (PI), koji dovodi u pitanje tradicionalne, uske pristupe
usmjerene isklju¢ivo na metriku izvedbe. Okvir PI-a poduprt je konceptom
‘pismenosti’ kao posjedovanja znanja i kompetencija te se oslanja na Whi-
teheadov (2010.) pojam ‘fizicke pismenosti’. Okvir PI-a zagovara pomak od
instrumentalnih pristupa koji tretiraju sportase kao robu na sustave koji daju
prioritet razvoju cijele osobe. Dovodi u pitanje narativ izvedbe koji iskljucivo
cijeni pobjedu i potice sportase da razviju vlastite glasove i ispricaju vlastite
price. Poticanjem propitivanja, okvir potice rjeSavanje problema i kreativnost.
Promice holisti¢ki pogled na mladog sportasa primarno kao osobu, a potom
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kao sportasa, s ciljem razvijanja zaokruzenih pojedinaca koji su pismeni u po-
trazi za izvrsno$¢u radi nje same, a istovremeno zive zdravim i uravnotezenim
zivotom.

PROXY CONSENT AND ADVANCE DIRECTIVES
FOR CLINICAL TRIALS IN DEMENTIA

The capacity for decision making is essential to autonomy and is one of the
fundamental moral goods. Persons with dementia (PwD) have impaired deci-
sion capacity. The decision capacity in PwD is of an essential importance when
it comes to medico-legal decisions: including participation in clinical research.
The inclusion of PwD who are deemed decision incapacitated in clinical trials
requires the consent of a legal representative. That means the loss of autonomy,
interests and biases. Advanced directives (ADs) might be a justifiable alterna-
tive to proxy consent. We argue the value and ethical justification of the ADs
in terms of research participation. Two aspects of the implementation of ADs
in clinical trials participation will be discussed: the respect of autonomy and
the conflict between the former and current self, and the conflict between ADs
and legal representatives’ attitudes. We will defend the attitude that ADs have
authority over attitudes expressed after the onset of incapacity, and over legal
representatives’ wishes and directives.

OPUNOMOCENI PRISTANAK I NAPREDNE DIREKTIVE
ZA KLINICKA ISPITIVANJA DEMENCIJE

Sposobnost donosenja odluka klju¢na je za autonomiju i jedno je od te-
meljnih moralnih dobara. Osobe s demencijom (OsD) imaju oslabljenu spo-
sobnost odlucivanja. Sposobnost odlu¢ivanja kod OsD od kljucne je vaznosti
kada se radi o medicinsko-pravnim odlukama: ukljucujuéi sudjelovanje u kli-
nickim istrazivanjima. Za ukljucivanje OsD koje se smatraju nesposobnima za
odlucivanje u klinicka ispitivanja potreban je pristanak pravnog zastupnika.
To znac¢i mogu¢i gubitak autonomije, sukob interesa i pristranost. Napredne
direktive (ND) mogu biti opravdana alternativa pristanku posrednika. Zastu-
pamo vrijednost i eticko opravdanje ND u smislu sudjelovanja u istrazivanju.
Raspravljat ¢e se o dva aspekta primjene ND u sudjelovanju u klinickim is-
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pitivanjima: postovanje autonomije i sukob izmedu bivseg i sadaSnjeg sebe
te sukob izmedu ND-a i stavova pravnih zastupnika. Branit ¢emo stav da ND
imaju veéu mjerodavnost nego stavovi izrazeni nakon nastupanja poslovne
nesposobnosti te zelje i upute zakonskih zastupnika.
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BIOETICKI ASPEKTI LIJECENJA BOLI
ADJUVANTNIM ANALGETICIMA

Farmakoterapija boli sve ¢eS¢e predstavlja izazov za lijeénike jer u poje-
dinim situacijama standardni analgetici (nesteroidni antiinflamatorni lijekovi
i opioidi) pokazuju nedovoljnu efikasnost ili je njihova primjena ograni¢ena
nezeljenim efektima. Adjuvantni analgetici ili koanalgetici razlicite su grupe
lijekova koji mogu biti znacajni u poboljSanju terapije razli¢itih bolnih sta-
nja, a kojima primarna indikacija nije lije¢enje boli. Takvi se lijekovi mogu
primjenjivati sami ili u kombinaciji s postoje¢im analgeticima. Razvoj i upo-
trebu adjuvantnih lijekova prate razlicita bioeticka razmatranja, kao $to su,
primjerice, izbor modela, translacija podataka, klini¢ka ispitivanja, dostupnost
i jednostavnost primjene, efikasnost kod razli¢itih bolnih stanja, sigurnost kod
odredenih pacijenata. Sva bioeticka pitanja treba pazljivo razmotriti jer bol
narusava psihicko i fizicko zdravlje pacijenta, utjee na kvalitetu Zivota paci-
jenta, a dodatno i povecava troskove zdravstvene zastite.

BIOETHICAL ASPECTS OF PAIN TREATMENT
WITH ADJUVANT ANALGESICS

Pharmacotherapy of pain is increasingly a challenge for physicians, be-
cause in some situations standard analgesics (non-steroidal anti-inflammatory
drugs and opioids) show insufficient effectiveness or their use is limited by
adverse effects. Adjuvant analgesics or co-analgesics are different groups of
drugs that can be important in improving the therapy of various painful condi-
tions, and for which the primary indication is not the treatment of pain. These
drugs can be used alone or in combination with standard analgesics. The devel-
opment and use of adjuvant drugs are accompanied by various bioethical con-
siderations, such as model selection, data translation, clinical trials, availability
and ease of use, efficacy in various pain states, and safety in certain patients.
All bioethical issues should be carefully considered, because pain impairs the
mental and physical health of the patient, affects the quality of life of the pa-
tient, and additionally increases the costs of health care.
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ENHANCED GAMES: PUSHING THE LIMITS OF
DOPING AND HUMAN ENHANCEMENTS IN SPORTS

This paper provides a thorough ethical and critical analysis of the En-
hanced Games (TEG), a proposed sporting event set for early 2026 that en-
dorses medically supervised performance enhancement. TEG aims to push
the boundaries of human athletic performance through pharmacological and
technological advancements, positioning itself as a direct challenger to estab-
lished organisations such as the Olympic Games and the World Anti-Doping
Agency (WADA). We argue that TEG represents a significant initiative, sup-
ported by leading scientists, athletes, and venture capitalists, necessitating ur-
gent academic scrutiny regarding its potential to: (a) weaken existing anti-dop-
ing frameworks by legitimising pharmaceutical enhancement; (b) reshape
the concept of competitive fairness in professional sports; and (c) establish
alternative athletic governance structures that challenge WADA'’s authority.
This paper specifically examines TEG’s two core principles: on the one hand,
environmental sustainability — by providing a critical analysis of the event’s
eco-friendly planning claims versus the potential normalisation of pharmaco-
logically intensive training regimens, and on the other, transhumanist ideology
— by making an objective evaluation of athlete augmentation strategies and
their role in advancing post-human athletic capabilities.

POBOLJSANE IGRE: POMICANJE GRANICA
DOPINGA I LJUDSKOG POBOLJSANJA U SPORTU

Ovaj rad pruza temeljitu eticku i kriticku analizu poboljsanih igara (P1),
predlozenog sportskog dogadaja koji se odrzava pocetkom 2026. godine i koji
podupire poboljSanje performansi pod medicinskim nadzorom. PI imaju za cilj
pomaknuti granice ljudske sportske izvedbe putem farmakoloskog i tehnolos-
kog napretka, pozicioniraju¢i se kao izravni izaziva¢ etabliranih organizacija
kao $to su Olimpijske igre i Svjetska antidopinska agencija (WADA). Tvrdimo
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da PI predstavljaju znacajnu inicijativu, podrzanu od strane vodeé¢ih znanstve-
nika, sportasa i rizicnih kapitalista, koja zahtijeva hitno akademsko ispitivanje
u pogledu njezina potencijala da: (a) oslabi postojece okvire za borbu protiv
dopinga legitimiziranjem farmaceutskog poboljsanja; (b) preoblikuje koncept
postenog natjecanja u profesionalnom sportu; te (c) uspostavi alternativne
sportske upravljacke strukture koje dovode u pitanje autoritet WADA-e. Ovaj
rad posebno ispituje dva temeljna nacela Pl-a: s jedne strane, odrzivost okolisa
— pruzajuci kriti¢ku analizu tvrdnji o ekoloskom planiranju dogadaja u odnosu
na potencijalnu normalizaciju farmakoloski intenzivnih rezima treninga, a s
druge strane, transhumanisti¢ku ideologiju — izradom objektivne procjene stra-
tegija povecanja sportasa i njihove uloge u unapredenju post-humanih sport-
skih sposobnosti.
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ZNANSTVENI DOPRINOS GINEKOLOGA T. W. HILGERSA
U RESTORATIVNOJ MEDICINI

Depopulacija stanovniStva zahvaca veéinu zapadnih zemalja. Kontracep-
cijski mentalitet danaSnjice jedan je od vaznih uzroka takvog stanja. U pristu-
pu promjenama nuznim za opstanak potrebno je mijenjati i svijest ginekologa
prema pozitivnim obiteljskim vrijednostima. Kako bih priblizio takve stavove
i promisljanja opisujem razmisljanja jednog od zacetnika restorativne gineko-
logije u svijetu profesora T. W. Hilgersa, koji su opisani u njegovu udzbeniku
za ginekologe katolickoga Sveucilista Creighton. Rukovode¢i se enciklikom
Humanae vitae, mijenja pogled na brak i roditeljstvo, a posebno ga se dojmio
tre¢i dio enciklike koji govori o izazovima pred kojima se nalaze ljudi od zna-
nosti, lije¢nici, medicinsko osoblje. Zajedno sa suprugom lije¢nicom prolazi
kroz edukaciju J. Bilingsa, te potom na isusovackom Sveu¢ilistu Creighton raz-
vija istrazivacki centar u kojemu nastaje Creightonski model sustava skrbi za
plodnost. U njemu se i danas obucavaju edukatori prirodnog planiranja obitelji.

SCIENTIFIC CONTRIBUTION OF T. W. HILGERS,
A GYNAECOLOGIST, IN RESTORATIVE MEDICINE

Depopulation is affecting most Western countries. The contraceptive men-
tality of today is one of the important causes of this situation. In approaching
the changes necessary for survival, it is also necessary to change the aware-
ness of gynaecologists towards positive family values. In order to bring such
attitudes and reflections closer, I describe the thoughts of one of the founders
of restorative gynaecology in the world, Professor T. W. Hilgers, which are de-
scribed in his textbook for gynaecologists at the Catholic Creighton University.
Guided by the Encyclical Humanae vitae, he changes his view of marriage and
parenthood, and he was particularly impressed by the third part of the Encycli-
cal, which talks about the challenges faced by people in science, doctors, and
medical personnel. Together with his wife, a doctor, he undergoes education
under J. Billings, and then develops a research centre at the Jesuit Creighton
University, where the Creighton Model FertilityCare System is created. Natu-
ral family planning educators are still trained there today.

URINARNA URGENCIJA,
URGENTNA URINARNA INKONTINENCIJA

Urgencija je neodgodiva potreba za mokrenjem, nastaje naglo, traje neko-
liko sekundi, u pravilu se vrlo brzo ponavlja i ¢esto se ne moze suspregnuti.
Ukoliko se urgencija ne moze suspregnuti dolazi do urgentne inkontinencije,
odnosno nevoljnog propustanja urina. Ucestalost znacajno raste s dobi, zahva-
¢a 15-20 % odrasle populacije, podjednako oba spola. Urgencija moze nastu-
piti bez jasnog uzroka, ali i biti izazvana Sumom vode, »hladnim nogamac,
izlozenosc¢u stresu, konzumiranjem tekuéine, psihogeno (uvjetovani refleks)...
Uzrok moze biti i nestabilni, odnosno jako podrazljivi mokraéni mjehur koji
nema dovoljnu inhibiciju sredi$njeg zivéanog sustava te organske bolesti do-
njeg urinarnog sustava. Dio populacije s navedenim tegobama zbog osjecaja
srama ne potrazi pomo¢ lije¢nika, iako bi se mogli uspjesno lijeciti.

URINARY URGENCY,
URGENCY URINARY INCONTINENCE

Urinary urgency represents a sudden and uncontrollable need to urinate. It
lasts for a few seconds and is repeated frequently. If the urinary urgency can-
not be suppressed, urgency urinary incontinence or involuntary urine leakage
occurs. The frequency increases significantly with age, affecting 15-20% of
adults. Both sexes are equally affected. Urinary urgency can occur without
a clear cause but can also be triggered by the sound of water, “cold feet”,
exposure to stress, consumption of fluids, psychogenic (conditioned reflex),
etc. The cause can also be an unstable or irritable bladder without sufficient
inhibition of the central nervous system and organic diseases of the lower uri-
nary system. Although the problems are treatable, part of the population that
experiences the above-described problems does not seek medical assistance
due to shame.
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MISLJENJA HRVATSKIH STUDENATA O VRIJEDNOSTI I
OCUVANJU LJUDSKIH I NELJUDSKIH ZIVOTA TE
BIOLOSKOJ I KULTURNOJ RAZNOLIKOSTI

Odnos suvremenog ¢ovjeka i (post)modernog drustva prema ljudskom, ali
i neljudskom zivotu tema je o kojoj rasprave ne jenjavaju, nego se i dodatno
uslozavaju. Suvremena globalna ekoloska kriza dovodi u pitanje temeljne pa-
radigme, odnosno vrijednosne okvire koji upravljaju tim odnosom i uzrokuju
krizu ¢ovjek/drustvo — neljudski susvijet — priroda. U izlaganju ée se predsta-
viti rezultati empirijskog istrazivanja provedenog metodom anketnog upitnika
2022. — 2023. godine na prigodnom uzorku studenata (N=656) pet fakulteta
(pravo, medicina, teologija, filozofija) triju hrvatskih sveucilista (Rijeka, Split
1 Zagreb) u sklopu projekta Hrvatske zaklade za znanost — FuroBioMed (IP-
2020-02-7450), Medicinski fakultet u Rijeci. Iznijet ¢e se podaci za instrument
o »odnosu prema zivotu«, odnosno percepciji hrvatskih studenata u odnosu
prema ljudskom i neljudskom Zzivotu. Nadalje, iznijet ¢e se podaci za instru-
ment o pozeljnosti opstanka kulturne i1 bioloske raznolikosti, odnosno percep-
ciji studenata u odnosu prema obliku na koji se pravo na zivot treba ostvarivati
(uniformiranje zivota, podredivanje ¢ovjeku ili pozeljnost razlicitosti).

OPINIONS OF CROATIAN STUDENTS ON THE VALUES AND
PRESERVATION OF HUMAN AND NON-HUMAN LIFE,
AS WELL AS BIOLOGICAL AND CULTURAL DIVERSITY

The relationship of modern man and (post)modern society to both human
and non-human life is a topic of ongoing and complicated debate. The current
global ecological crisis calls into question the fundamental paradigms or value
frameworks that determine this relationship and cause the crisis of human/
society — non-human world — nature. We will present the results of an empiri-
cal study conducted using the questionnaire method in the period 2022-2023
on a sample of students (N=656) from five faculties (law, medicine, theology,
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philosophy) of three Croatian universities (Rijeka, Split and Zagreb) as part
of the Croatian Science Foundation’s project FuroBioMed (IP-2020-02-7450)
at the Faculty of Medicine in Rijeka. Data will be presented for the “Attitude
towards life” instrument, i.e. the perception of Croatian students towards hu-
man and non-human life. Data will also be presented for the instrument on the
desirability of the survival of cultural and biological diversity, i.e. the students’
perception of the form in which the right to life should be exercised (uniformi-
sation of life, subordination to humans or desirability of diversity).
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DOSTOJANSTVO DO SAMOGA KRAJA ZIVOTA

Ljudsko drustvo u svom tehno-znanstvenom napretku ipak je negdje za-
stranilo s obzirom na to da je, medu ostalim, broj malignih oboljenja i oboljelih
u potrebi za palijativnom skrbi u porastu. Izmedu dviju odredi$nih tocaka ljud-
skoga vremenitog bitka, rodenja i smrti, postoji mnogo toga, ali dostojanstvo
je zasigurno jedna od kljucnih stavki koju u svakodnevnoj prolaznosti osoba
zeli za sebe, a svakako bi ju trebalo Zeljeti 1 bliznjima. Pojam dostojanstva jest
vazan, Siroko poznat i shvacen, no tesko ga je definirati i ne moze se poduca-
vati na crno-bijeli nacin. Stoga je veliki izazov pruziti i ocuvati dostojanstvo
palijativnoga bolesnika i njegove obitelji na kraju zivota, kada su oni izlozeni
psihosocijalnom pritisku, suocavanju s prolaznoséu, fizickim propadanjem i
trazenjem smisla cjelokupne patnje. Dogada se da ljudi umiru bez svijesti o
sebi i onome $to se s njima zbiva, pa dolazi do straha od smrti, a takvo umira-
nje protivno je ljudskom dostojanstvu. Ne treba cekati kraj zivota kako bismo
pokusali omoguditi i o¢uvati dostojanstvo. Empatija, paznja, zanimanje, osjet-
ljivost naspram drugih trebali bi biti svagda prisutni, a dostojanstvo bliznjih i
bolesnika potrebno je konstantno njegovati. Osoba koja ima privilegij brinuti
se o bolesniku u bilo kojoj fazi ljudskoga zivota ima duznost da podupire, Stiti
i vraca dostojanstvo, §to odrazava samu bit cjelovite zdravstvene skrbi.

DIGNITY UNTIL THE END OF LIFE

Human society has nevertheless strayed somewhere in its techno-scientific
progress, since, among other things, the number of malignant diseases and
patients in need of palliative care is increasing. There is much between the two
destination points of human temporal existence, birth and death, but dignity
is certainly one of the key subjects that every person wants for itself in the
everyday transience, and we should certainly want it for our loved ones. The

concept of dignity is important, widely known and understood, but it is diffi-
cult to define and cannot be taught in a black and white manner. Therefore, it is
a great challenge to provide and preserve the dignity of a palliative patient and
his family at the end of life when they are exposed to psychosocial pressure,
facing transience, physical deterioration and searching for the meaning of suf-
fering. It happens that people die without awareness of themselves and what is
happening to them, which leads to a fear of death, and such dying is contrary
to human dignity. We should not wait until the end of life to try to enable and
preserve dignity. Empathy, attention, interest, sensitivity towards others should
always be present, and the dignity of close ones and the sick should be con-
stantly cared about. The person who has the privilege of caring for the sick at
any stage of human life has a duty to support, protect and restore dignity and
that reflects the very essence of integral health care.
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BIOLOSKA, PROIZVODNA I DRUSTVENA VAZNOST
MEDONOSNIH PCELA — DOPRINOS NJIHOVOJ DOBROBITI

Pcele neprijeporno imaju posebnu i nezamjenjivu ulogu u oprasivanju bi-
ljaka cvjetnica (Angiospermae), a time i u odrzanju postojeée bioraznolikosti.
Kroz tisuéljetnu povijest, ljudski rod nije ih pripitomio, ali je péele priblizio
sebi pruzajuc¢i im nastambe i zaStitu. Danas medonosnu péelu (4pis mellifera
L.) ¢ovjecanstvo potrebuje ponajvise kao oprasivaca poljoprivrednih kultura,
bez Cega ljudi ne bi mogli proizvesti dovoljno hrane. Uz to, posebno istaknuta
uloga pcela ona je bioloskih pokazatelja stanja i zbivanja u okolisu. Medutim,
vaznost pcela u ljudskome drustvu seze jo§ dublje, gdje je njihova prisutnost
isprepletena s raznim segmentima drustva i kulture. P¢ele imaju istaknuto mje-
sto u umjetnosti, literaturi, religioznosti i svakodnevnoj kulturi. Zato je nemo-
guce svaku pojedinu vrijednost pripisanu péelama broj¢ano izraziti i materijal-
no kvantificirati. Uslijed nebrige za zajednicki okoli§ nasuprot vaznosti pcela
namece se problematika njihove ugrozenosti i gubitka svega ¢emu doprinose
i §to predstavljaju. SloZenost obuhvatnijeg sagledavanja problema omogucuje
upravo integrativni bioeti¢ki kontekst kroz ¢iju se prizmu osvjestava injenica
da zdravlje ili bolest, bogatstvo ili siromastvo sadasnjih i buduéih generacija
ovisi o brizi za péele i omoguéavanju ostvarenja uloge koja im je prirodena i
pridodana.

BIOLOGICAL, PRODUCTION AND SOCIAL IMPORTANCE
OF HONEY BEES — CONTRIBUTION TO THEIR WELFARE

Bees undoubtedly play a special and irreplaceable role in pollinating flow-
ering plants (Angiospermae), and thus in maintaining existing biodiversity.
Throughout millennia, mankind has not domesticated them, but has brought
bees closer to itself by providing them with shelter and protection. Today, hu-
manity needs the honey bee (Apis mellifera L.) most of all as a pollinator of
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agricultural crops, without which people would not be able to produce enough
food. In addition, a particularly prominent role of bees is that of biological
indicators of the state and events in the environment. However, the importance
of bees in human society goes even deeper, where their presence is intertwined
with various segments of society and culture. Bees have a prominent place
in art, literature, religion and everyday culture. Therefore, it is impossible to
numerically express and materially quantify each individual value attributed
to bees. Due to the lack of care for the common environment, the importance
of bees is imposed by the issue of their endangerment and the possible loss of
everything they contribute to and represent. The complexity of a more com-
prehensive view of the problem is made possible precisely by an integrative
bioethical context, through whose prism we become aware of the fact that the
health or illness, wealth or poverty of current and future generations depends
on caring for bees and enabling them to fulfil their innate and assigned role.
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JEZICNI PURIZAM KAO METODA
MANIPULACIJE I KREACIJE MISLJENJA

Jezik kao medij razmisljanja daje nam kontekst u kojem shva¢amo svijet
i unutar kojeg mozemo djelovati. Manipulacijom jezika i percepcijama stvar-
nosti u javnom oku, posebno metodama jezi¢nog purizma i cenzure, mogu se
izvoditi vrlo elegantni potezi diverzija s pitanjima odgovornosti prema zivim
bi¢ima. To ima konkretne posljedice u odgovornosti koju gajimo za ljude i
okoli$ u kojem obitavamo. Razni pokusaji jezi¢nih igara bili su kljucni element
drustvenih pokreta, posebno u suvremenim tendencijama drustva, dok purizam
kao njihov element stoji kao retoricki alat, kao meta-pokret koji je neophodan
za njihovo Sirenje i djelovanje.

LINGUISTIC PURISM AS A METHOD OF
MANIPULATION AND CREATION OF THOUGHT

Language, as a medium of thought, provides us with the context in which
we understand the world and within which we can act. By manipulating
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language and public perceptions of reality, particularly through methods of
linguistic purism and censorship, highly elegant diversion methods can be
applied to issues of responsibility toward living beings. This has concrete con-
sequences for the responsibility we feel toward people and the environment we
inhabit. Various attempts at linguistic games have been a key element of social
movements, especially in contemporary societal trends, while purism, as one
of their key elements, serves as a rhetorical tool, a meta-movement essential
for their expansion and activity.
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OBRAZOVANJE U DIGITALNOM DOBU -
UDZBENICI VS. VIDEO MATERIJALI?

Obrazovni sustavi odrazavaju $ire drustveno-politi¢ke pokrete koji obli-
kuju suvremeni svijet. UdZbenici, kao tradicionalni nositelji znanja, dio su du-
gotrajnog obrazovnog pokreta, no njihova se uloga mijenja pod utjecajem di-
gitalizacije. U ovom se izlaganju istrazuje kako prijelaz na video materijale i
interaktivne alate utjeCe na kvalitetu obrazovanja, oblikovanje drustvene svije-
sti i pripremu u¢enika za buduénost. Cilj je izlaganja sagledati obrazovanje kao
dinamican proces koji reflektira drustvene promjene i utjece na globalne trans-
formacije.

EDUCATION IN THE DIGITAL ERA -
TEXTBOOKS VS. VIDEO MATERIALS?

Educational systems reflect broader socio-political movements that shape
the modern world. Textbooks, as traditional carriers of knowledge, have
long been a fundamental part of the educational movement, but their role
is changing under the influence of digitalization. This presentation examines
how the shift to video materials and interactive tools affects the quality of
education, the development of social awareness, and students’ preparation for
the future. The goal of this presentation is to examine education as a dynamic
process that reflects societal changes and contributes to global transformations.
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JEDAN SVIJET, MNOSTVO OTPORA - 4B POKRET
I POSLJEDICE DEKONSTRUKCIJE RODNIH ULOGA

4B pokret digitalni je drustveni pokret koji je nastao krajem 2019. godi-
ne u Juznoj Koreji, a temelji se na odbacivanju tradicionalnih rodnih uloga,
heteroseksualnih brakova, veza, seksualnih odnosa i radanja djece. Pokret je
reakcija na rodnu nejednakost, ekonomske razlike i rodno uvjetovano nasilje u
Juznoj Koreji. Iako kritiziran zbog smanjenja stope nataliteta, 4B pokret otvara
klju¢na pitanja o rodnoj nejednakosti i drustvenim pritiscima na zene. Oslanja-
juci se na feministi¢ku filozofiju Simone de Beauvoir i teoriju biopolitike Mi-
chela Foucaulta, u ovom izlaganju razmotrit ¢emo moze li pokret dugoro¢no
opstati kao odrziva strategija feministickog otpora.

ONE WORLD, MANY RESISTANCES - THE 4B MOVEMENT
AND THE CONSEQUENCES OF
DECONSTRUCTING GENDER ROLES

The 4B movement is a digital social movement that emerged in late 2019
in South Korea and is based on the rejection of traditional gender roles, hetero-
sexual marriages, relationships, sexual relations, and childbirth. This move-
ment is a response to gender inequality, economic disparities, and gender-based
violence in South Korea. Although criticised for contributing to declining birth
rates, the 4B movement raises key questions about gender inequality and the
societal pressure placed on women. Drawing on the feminist philosophy of
Simone de Beauvoir and Michel Foucault’s theory of biopolitics, this pre-
sentation will explore whether the movement can survive in the long term as a
sustainable strategy of feminist resistance.
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KASTINSKA DISKRIMINACIJA I LJUDSKA PRAVA DALITA —
PUT PREMA SOCIJALNOJ PRAVDI

Kastinska diskriminacija Dalita (Nedodirljivih) jo§ uvijek predstavlja du-
boko ukorijenjeni problem unato¢ relativno nedavnim zakonskim reformama.
Ovo ¢e izlaganje, istrazujuci povijest borbe Dalita za socijalna, politi¢ka, eko-
nomska i ostala ljudska prava, prikazati kljuéne politi¢ke i drustvene figure
koje su bitno oblikovale navedeni pokret. Analizirat ¢e se drustveno-politicka
povezanost Dalita s pokretima usmjerenim na ekolosku pravdu i zastitu prava
marginaliziranih skupina. Poseban ¢e se fokus staviti na univerzalnost socijal-
ne pravde i povezanost tih borbi s dalitskim pokretom.

CASTE DISCRIMINATION AND DALIT HUMAN RIGHTS -
THE PATH TO SOCIAL JUSTICE

Caste discrimination against Dalits (Untouchables) remains a deeply
rooted issue despite relatively recent legal reforms. This presentation, by ex-
ploring the history of the Dalit struggle for social, political, economic, and
other human rights, will aim to highlight key political and social figures who
have significantly shaped this movement. The presentation will analyse the so-
cio-political connection between Dalits and movements focused on ecological
justice and the protection of marginalised groups’ rights. A special focus will
be placed on the universality of social justice and the connection between these
struggles and the Dalit movement.
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ROZA JE ZA DJEVOJCICE, PLAVA JE ZA DJECAKE,
ADUGA JE ZA ZARADU —
KOMODIFIKACIJA QUEER KULTURE

U ovom izlaganju istrazit cemo procese kojima kapitalizam izvrée izvorne
simbole queer pokreta te ih modificira u skladu sa svojim svrhama. Queer kao
politi¢ki pokret, a samim time i njegovi simboli, pod utjecajem kapitalizma
biva izvucen iz konteksta zbog marketabilnosti i §to vece komercijaliziranosti.
Kroz primjere kao §to su queerbaiting i rainbow-washing, stavit ¢emo nagla-
sak na nacine na koje kapitalizam izvla¢i esenciju queer pokreta te je subver-
tira u vlastitu korist.

PINK IS FOR GIRLS, BLUE IS FOR BOYS, AND THE
RAINBOW IS FOR PROFIT —
THE COMMODIFICATION OF QUEER CULTURE

In this presentation, we will explore the processes by which capitalism
distorts the original symbols of the queer movement and modifies them for its
own purpose. Queer, as a political movement, along with its symbols, is being
taken out of context under the influence of capitalism, and all for the sake
of marketability and increased commercialisation. Through examples such as
queerbaiting and rainbow-washing, we will emphasise the ways in which cap-
italism extracts the very essence of the queer movement and subverts it for its
own benefit.
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BIOPOLITIKA ZDRAVLJA — MEDICINA KAO SREDSTVO
REGULACIJE I EMANCIPACIJE

Medicina, u svojoj modernoj institucionaliziranoj formi, nije samo teh-
nicki sustav lijeGenja bolesti, veé¢ postaje mehanizam biomo¢i koji oblikuje
drustvene norme, regulira tijela i konstruira granice izmedu poimanja normal-
nog 1 devijantnog. Kroz tri klju¢na polja — otpor farmaceutizaciji, borbu za
autonomiju tijela u reproduktivnoj medicini i alternativne modele zdravstva
— analizirat ¢u pokrete koji osporavaju hegemoniju medicinskih institucija te
zahtijevaju pluriperspektivni pristup zdravlju, a pokazat ¢u i kako odgovornost
prema buduénosti zahtijeva kriticko promisljanje uloge medicine u drustvenim
procesima.

HEALTH BIOPOLITICS —- MEDICINE AS A MEANS OF
REGULATION AND EMANCIPATION

Medicine, in its modern institutionalised form, is not only a technical
system for treating diseases, but also becomes a mechanism of biopower that
shapes social norms, regulates bodies, and constructs the boundaries between
what is considered normal and deviant. Through three key areas — resistance to
pharmaceuticalisation, the fight for bodily autonomy in reproductive medicine,
and alternative healthcare models — I will analyse movements that challenge
the hegemony of medical institutions and demand a pluriperspective approach
to health. In doing so, I will demonstrate how responsibility toward the future
requires a critical reflection on the role of medicine in societal processes.
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IZMEDU ETIKE ODGOVORNOSTI I RADIKALNIH
METODA KLIMATSKOGA AKTIVIZMA

U svojoj knjizi Princip odgovornost, Hans Jonas tvrdi da tradicionalna
etika, jos uvijek usmjerena na pojedinaéne moralne odluke, vise nije adekvatna
jer suvremena tehnologija kojom ljudi raspolazu ima znatno vece globalne i
dugoroc¢ne posljedice. Moderna drustva moraju, po Jonasovu misljenju, pre-
uzeti na sebe odgovornost zastite okoliSa prije nego $to koli¢ina Stete bude
nepopravljiva. Medutim, odredene organizacije, poput Just Stop Oil, Extincti-
on Rebellion ili Tyre Extinguishers te mjere dovode do ekstrema. U svom ¢u
izlaganju izloziti mjere za kojima se one povode kako bi privukle pozornost
na ekstrem klimatskih promjena. Takoder ¢u preispitati jesu li one opravdane,
suviSe radikalne te, na koncu, jesu li usmjerene na krivi sloj drustva.

BETWEEN THE ETHICS OF RESPONSIBILITY AND
RADICAL METHODS OF CLIMATE ACTIVISM

In his book The Imperative of Responsibility, Hans Jonas argues that tra-
ditional ethics, which still focuses on individual moral decisions, is no lon-
ger sufficient because modern technology, now at humanity’s disposal, has
far greater global and long-term consequences. According to Jonas, modern
societies must take responsibility for protecting the environment before the da-
mage becomes irreversible. However, certain organisations, such as Just Stop
Oil, Extinction Rebellion, or Tyre Extinguishers, take these measures to new
extremes. In my presentation, I will outline the actions they are taking to draw
attention to the extreme consequences of climate change. I will also examine
whether these actions are justified, too radical, and, ultimately, whether they
target the wrong social class.
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KADA TIJELO ODBACUJE BOLEST —
KRIZA KAO POCETAK DRUSTVENOG OPORAVKA

Drustvo, poput organizma, moze biti pogodeno patoloskim procesima —
sustavnom korupcijom, uruSenim institucijama i erozijom etickih normi. U
ovom izlaganju analizirat ¢e se kriza, koja je Cesto promatrana kao prijetnja
stabilnosti, kao moralni imperativ i kljuéni moment u procesu drustvenog sa-
molijeCenja. Promatrano iz bioeti¢ke perspektive, odgovornost prema biosu
— shvaé¢enom ne samo kao ekoloski ve¢ i kao drustveni fenomen — zahtijeva
redefiniranje kulturnih i politickih normi kako bi se omogucilo drustveno
ozdravljenje. Induciranje krize u cilju izlje¢enja drustva znaci nadilazenje kon-
zumerizma sadasnjosti i odgovornost prema buduénosti. Bez krize nastupa tiha
smrt, odnosno: prihvacanje patogena koji izjedaju supstancu drustvenog bica.

WHEN THE BODY REJECTS DISEASE —
CRISIS AS THE BEGINNING OF SOCIAL RECOVERY

Society, like an organism, can be affected by pathological processes
— systemic corruption, crumbling institutions, and the erosion of ethical
norms. In this presentation, we will examine crisis, often viewed as a threat
to stability, as a moral imperative, and as a key moment in the process of
societal self-healing. From a bioethical perspective, responsibility toward the
bios — understood not only as an ecological but also as a social phenomenon
— requires the redefinition of cultural and political norms in order to enable
societal healing. Inducing a crisis for the purpose of healing a society means
overcoming the consumerism of the present and taking responsibility for the
future. Without crisis, there is a quiet death: the acceptance of pathogens that
erode the substance of the social being.
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COVJEK IZMEDU PRIRODE I PROFITA — ETICKE DILEME
INDUSTRIJALIZACIJE I OCUVANJA PRIRODE

Odluka Vlade Republike Srbije iz 2024. godine o nastavku, prethodno
zaustavljenog, projekta izgradnje rudnika litija u dolini Jadra izazvala je drus-
tvene podjele. Dok gradani i ekolozi upozoravaju na ekoloske i zdravstvene
rizike, pojedine grupacije isti¢u ekonomske koristi. U ovom izlaganju analizi-
rat ¢emo suprotstavljene stavove kroz razli¢ita eticka gledista: princip slobo-
de Johna Stuarta Milla, pravo na samoopredjeljenje i Kantov pojam duznosti
prema sebi, kao i bioeticke aspekte poput zastite bioraznolikosti i prava na
zdravu Zivotnu sredinu, pruzajuéi teorijski utemeljen okvir za kriticku procje-
nu rudarenja uopce.

MAN BETWEEN NATURE AND PROFIT —
ETHICAL DILEMMAS OF INDUSTRIALISATION AND
THE PRESERVATION OF NATURE

The decision of the Government of the Republic of Serbia in 2024 to re-
sume, the previously halted, lithium mine construction project in the Jadar
Valley has caused social divisions. While citizens and ecologists warn of eco-
logical and health risks, some groups emphasise the economic benefit. In this
presentation, we will analyse opposing viewpoints through various ethical
perspectives: John Stuart Mill’s principle of liberty, the right to self-determi-
nation, and Kant’s concept of duty to oneself, as well as bioethical aspects
such as the protection of biodiversity and the right to a healthy environment,
providing a theoretically grounded framework for a critical assessment of min-
ing in general.
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POLITICKI AKTIVIZAM U DIGITALNOM DOBU -
MOC INTERNETA I IZAZOVI ONLINE MOBILIZACIJE

U ovom izlaganju bavit ¢u se politickim aktivizmom u digitalnom dobu,
istrazujuéi kako internet i drustvene mreze oblikuju suvremene drustvene po-
krete. Analizirat ¢u i nadine na koje se digitalne platforme koriste za mobiliza-
ciju, Sirenje informacija i organizaciju prosvjeda, ali i izazove koje nose poput
Sirenja dezinformacija, nadzora i povr$nog angazmana (engl. clicktivism). Po-
sebno ¢u se osvrnuti na ulogu umjetne inteligencije u politickim kampanjama
te eticke dileme koje digitalni aktivizam donosi, s ciljem sagledavanja njegove
stvarne moc¢i i ogranicenja.

POLITICAL ACTIVISM IN THE DIGITAL AGE —
THE POWER OF THE INTERNET AND
THE CHALLENGES OF ONLINE MOBILISATION

In this presentation, I will discuss political activism in the digital age, ex-
ploring how the internet and social media shape contemporary social move-
ments. I will also analyse the ways in which digital platforms are used for
mobilisation, spreading information, and organising protests, as well as the
challenges they face, including misinformation, surveillance, and superficial
engagement (clicktivism). 1 will especially examine the role of artificial intel-
ligence in political campaigns and the ethical dilemmas digital activism intro-
duces, aiming to assess its real power and limitations.
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SLOBODNO TRZISTE — ZATVORENO ZNANJE

U ovom izlaganju analizirat cemo paradoks slobodnog trzista i komodi-
fikacije znanja. Ovu pojavu prikazat ¢emo na primjeru visokih obrazovnih
sustava. Obrazovanje bi trebalo biti orude za osobni razvoj, emancipaciju i
drustvenu transformaciju, dok s druge strane trzi$na orijentacija rezultira pri-
vatizacijom, standardizacijom i naglaskom na profit — sve veéa uloga privatnog
sektora dovodi do stvaranja obrazovnih ustanova koje djeluju prema trziSnim
principima, a ne isklju¢ivo u javnom interesu, odnosno u promoviranju zna-
nja kao »opceg dobra«. Kroz liberalne, neoliberalne i kapitalisticke tendencije
unutar sveucilista, naglasit ¢e se kako kroz reforme i globalne prakse poput
cenzure i fokusa na profitabilnost, obrazovni sustavi vise ne zadovoljavaju
svoja temeljna nacela.

FREE MARKET - IMPRISONED KNOWLEDGE

This presentation will analyse the paradox of the free market and the com-
modification of knowledge. I will show this phenomenon using higher educa-
tion systems as a case study. Education should serve as a tool for personal de-
velopment, emancipation, and social transformation, while, on the other hand,
market-oriented approaches have led to privatisation, standardisation, and an
emphasis on profit — the ever-growing role of the private sector leads to new
educational institutions operating according to market principles rather than
solely in the publics best interest, promoting knowledge as a “common good”.
Through an examination of liberal, neoliberal, and capitalist tendencies within
universities, this presentation will highlight how, through reforms and global
practices such as censorship and a focus on profitability, education systems are
no longer following their core principles.
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PROSVJEDI PROTIV LUKASENKA
NAKON SPORNIH IZBORA

Nakon sumnjivih izbora u Bjelorusiji 2020. godine stanovnistvo se pobu-
nilo protiv Lukasenkove hegemonije te su ujedinjeni pokusali zaustaviti nasta-
vak njegove ustaljene vlasti. U ovom izlaganju pokusat ¢emo prodrijeti u raz-
loge prosvjeda i povijesni kontekst te razmotriti koliko je Bjelorusija postigla
uspjeha ili neuspjeha u svojoj borbi. Takoder, osvrnut ¢emo se na danasnju sli-
ku Bjelorusije u odnosu na svijet, a usto i na njezin trenuta¢ni odnos s Rusijom.

PROTESTS AGAINST LUKASHENKO
AFTER THE CONTROVERSIAL ELECTIONS

After the suspicious elections in Belarus in 2020, the people revolted
against Lukashenko’s hegemony and united to try and stop the continuation
of his entrenched rule. In this presentation, we will attempt to delve into the
reasons behind the protests and their historical context, as well as examine
how much success or failure Belarus has experienced in this struggle. We will
also reflect on today’s image of Belarus in relation to the world, as well as its
current relationship with Russia.
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HUMBOLDT VS. BOLONJA - MANE I VRLINE

U ovom izlaganju posvetit ¢u se bolonjskoj reformi, razlikama medu
prijasnjim sustavima visokog $kolstva te njihovim prednostima i manama.
Uvodenje bolonjske reforme promijenilo je izgled samog studiranja, ali i
njegove rezultate. Ovim izlaganjem nastojat ¢u kriticki razjasniti uvode-
nje ECTS-a i drugih bodovanja, apsolventskih godina i tzv. parcijala, kao i
drugih vrsta birokratizacije $kolstva. Pritom ¢u objasniti kamo ova reforma
vodi s obzirom na globalno stanje Skolstva i trzista rada, s naglaskom na
polozaj koji zauzima humanistika i posljedice koje ona nosi s obzirom na
navedene novine.

HUMBOLDT VS. BOLOGNA —
THE STRENGTHS AND WEAKNESSES

In this presentation, I will focus on the Bologna reform, the differences
between previous systems of higher education, and their advantages and
disadvantages. The introduction of the Bologna reform has changed not
only the nature of formal studying itself but also its outcomes. Through this
presentation, I will aim to critically clarify the implementation of ECTS and
other credit systems, prolonged absent and partial years of study, as well as
other types of bureaucratisation in education. I will also explain where this
reform leads in the context of the global state of education and the job market,
with an emphasis on the position of the humanities and the consequences it
brings, given these recent changes.
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ONLINE-AKTIVIZAM - LEGITIMAN OBLIK
DJELOVANJA ILI PERFORMATIVNOST?

Organizacija i izvodenje aktivizma na druStvenim mrezama omogucuje
rapidno i globalno Sirenje drustveno-politickih poruka. S druge strane, ma-
sovna hiperprodukcija aktivistickog sadrzaja i izostanak prisustva aktivista
u fizickom prostoru moze dovesti do inertnosti Sirih masa koje sudjeluju u
Sirenju aktivisti¢ke poruke, ali ne osjecaju duznost za daljnje djelovanje.
Ovo izlaganje analizirat ¢e djelotvornost aktivizma koji se vrsi iskljucivo u
online-prostoru i opravdati koordinacijsku ulogu online-aktivizma. Objasnit
¢e se poveznica izmedu online-aktivizma i aktivizma u fizickom prostoru,
isticuéi vaznost njihove koegzistencije.

ONLINE ACTIVISM - A LEGITIMATE FORM OF
ACTION OR PURELY PERFORMATIVE?

The organisation and performance of activism on social media allow for
the rapid and global spreading of socio-political messages. On the other hand,
the mass hyperproduction of activist content and the absence of activists in
physical spaces can lead to inertia amongst the broader masses, who partici-
pate in the spreading of an activist message but do not feel a duty to take fur-
ther action. This presentation will analyse the effectiveness of activism carried
out exclusively in the online space and justify the coordinating role of online
activism. The connection between online activism and activism in physical
spaces will be explained, emphasising the importance of their coexistence.

This very idea will
be the centre of this student workshop, where, hopefully, fun and knowledge
will intertwine. Through several dozen questions related to the unique theme
of the 20th anniversary of the Student Bioethics Workshop and the individual
presentations that will inevitably enrich it, we will get to know and remember
significant historical moments, which, however, do not merely represent pure
facts, but rather reflect the struggles that took place in a certain era. This, of
course, opens ample room for discussion, as well as for questioning not only
the world in which we currently live but also ourselves.
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Studentska likovna radionica
»BIOETHICS AND ACT«

Along with productive leisure, stimulating discussions, and contempla-
tion, the art workshop is imagined as a product of the desire and need for
concrete, creative action, through which vibrant yet fleeting thoughts will be
transformed into a lasting object, echoing the voices of all the participants in
this year’s workshop. Imagined as a creation of personal conceptual, symbolic,
and visual messages using painting techniques, based on both one’s own and
others’ presentations, as well as the overarching theme of the workshop itself,
the goal of this collective creation is to produce an authentic “mosaic” as a
reflection of shared thoughts and as an invitation for active creation and trans-
formation of the reality that surrounds and unites us.
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PSIHODELICNA INDUSTRIJA KAO PRIJETNJA
OKOLISU I LOKALNIM KULTURAMA

Ovo izlaganje bavit ¢e se usponom popularnosti psihodeli¢nih supstanci
i rastom industrije koja nudi razliite usluge vezane uz takve supstance. Or-
ganizacije koje vode svoje klijente kroz psihodeli¢na iskustva uzrokovana
supstancama poput DMT-a i »magi¢nih gljiva« postale su trend u zadnjih
par godina, ali ¢esto na Stetu okolisa i lokalne kulture prostora na kojima se
organizacije nalaze, iako se organizacije propagiraju kao iznimno ekoloske.

THE PSYCHEDELIC INDUSTRY AS A THREAT TO
THE ENVIRONMENT AND LOCAL CULTURES

This presentation will address the rise in popularity of psychedelic sub-
stances and the growth of the industry that offers various services related to
such substances. Organisations that guide their clients through psychedelic
experiences induced by substances like DMT and “magic mushrooms” have
become a trend in recent years, often at the expense of the environment and the
local cultures of the areas where these organisations are located, even though
they brand themselves as highly ecological.
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ESTETIKA RADIKALNIH DRUSTVENIH POKRETA

Ovo ¢e se izlaganje primarno baviti temom estetike radikalnih drustvenih
pokreta. Iako jo§ uvijek na pukoj koncepcijskoj razini, osnovna je ideja, sluze-
¢i se pojmovima iz estetike, pokusati prouciti fenomen radikalnih drustvenih
pokreta — ponajprije konzervativnih, odnosno ultra-konzervativnih drustvenih
pokreta — iz nesto drugacijeg kuta nego Sto je uobicajeno. Spajajuci tako este-
tiku, tj. filozofiju 1 sociologiju, pokusat ¢e se ponuditi svojevrsna kronologija
radikalnih drustvenih pokreta s fokusom na estetske znacajke kao $to su, pri-
mjerice, predodzba, simbolika, percepcija i sl.

THE AESTHETICS OF RADICAL SOCIAL MOVEMENTS

This presentation will primarily address the aesthetics of radical social
movements. Although still at a purely conceptual level, the core idea is to use
concepts from aesthetics in an attempt to examine the phenomenon of radical
social movements — primarily conservative and ultra-conservative movements
— from a slightly different perspective than is usually the case. By combining
aesthetics, i.e. philosophy and sociology, this presentation will aim to offer a
sort of chronology of radical social movements with a focus on aesthetic fea-
tures such as imagery, symbolism, perception, etc.
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»DADDY, WHAT DID YOU DO IN THE GREAT WAR?« —
PROPAGANDA U UMJETNOSTI KAO
SREDSTVO DRUSTVENOG POKRETA

Vizualni jezik u svojoj je biti mimetski, $to ga ¢ini pogodnim za efektivno
Sirenje ideja i poruka. Udruzivanjem razli¢itih vrsta jezika stvara se narativ
vrlo podlozan za prikrivanje i iskrivljavanje znac¢enja. U umjetnosti postoji
tradicija viSejezi¢nosti 1 razli¢itih razina znacenja, kao i narativnosti, koje su
tijekom povijesti koristene kao medij prijenosa ideja. Stoga, ovo izlaganje pro-
ucava nacine i djelotvornost umjetnosti kao alata u propagandi i mobilizaciji
drustva.

“DADDY, WHAT DID YOU DO IN THE GREAT WAR?* —
PROPAGANDA IN ART AS A TOOL
OF SOCIAL MOVEMENTS

Visual language is essentially mimetic, which makes it suitable for the
effective spread of ideas and messages. By combining different types of lan-
guage, a narrative highly prone to concealing and distorting meanings is creat-
ed. In art, there is a tradition of multilingualism and various levels of meaning,
as well as narrative, which throughout history have been used as a medium
for transmitting ideas. Therefore, this presentation examines the methods and
effectiveness of art as a tool in propaganda and social mobilisation.
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PRINCIPI ALTERNATIVNOG ODGOJNOG PRISTUPA
U FUNKCIJI PREUZIMANJA
ODGOVORNOSTI ZA BUDUCNOST

Potaknute aktualnim teznjama za reformom $kolstva, ali osvrnuvsi se i na
autore poput J.-J. Rousseaua, ovim izlaganjem htjele bismo predstaviti vlastitu
kritiku obrazovnog sustava. Sto ako rani odlazak u $kolu nije ono §to alijenira
pojedinca od prirode, u smislu da se zanemaruje razvoj empatije i senzibilite-
ta, ve¢ pristupi koji podrazumijevaju fetigiziranje uspjeha? Sto ako je odgoj
samosvjesnog i kriticki sposobnog pojedinca ostvariv? Zelimo pokazati mo¢
umyjetnosti i prakti¢ne filozofije — upravo onih segmenata nerijetko marginali-
ziranih u suvremenom obrazovnom sustavu — za ostvarenje ¢ovjekove duzno-
sti: dezalijenacije ljudi spram prirode, drugih i samih sebe.

PRINCIPLES OF AN ALTERNATIVE EDUCATIONAL
APPROACH IN THE CONTEXT OF
TAKING RESPONSIBILITY FOR THE FUTURE

Driven by current aspirations for educational reform, but also reflecting
on authors like J.-J. Rousseau, this presentation aims to offer our critique of
the educational system. What if an early start to formal education is not what
alienates an individual from nature, in the sense of neglecting the development
of empathy and sensitivity, but rather approaches that involve the fetishization
of success? What if the upbringing of a self-aware and critically capable in-
dividual is achievable? We aim to demonstrate the power of art and practical
philosophy — the exact segments often marginalised in contemporary educa-
tion systems — to fulfil a human being’s duty: the de-alienation of people from
nature, others, and themselves.
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STVARAMO LI NOVE VRIJEDNOSTI ILI SE JOS
VISE UDALJAVAMO? NIETZSCHE, HEIDEGGER I
BAUDRILLARD O UMJETNOSTI I SIMULACIJI

U ovom izlaganju bavit ¢u se analizom promjene uloge umjetnosti
kroz perspektive F. Nietzschea, M. Heideggera i J. Baudrillarda. Nietzsche
umjetnost vidi kao afirmaciju Zivota i otpor nihilizmu, no Heidegger tvrdi da
prevrednovanje vrijednosti vodi u novi oblik besmisla — gubitak istine bitka.
Umjetnost, nekoc¢ izvor istine i uporiSte ¢ovjeka, postaje puko estetsko isku-
stvo. Baudrillard ovu misao radikalizira tvrdeci da zivimo u mrezi simulacija
u kojoj umjetnost vise ne razotkriva istinu. Ako je buduc¢nost izgradena unutar
simulacije, moze li umjetnost i dalje biti pokreta¢ drustvenih promjena ili nas
takva samo dodatno udaljava od istinskog razumijevanja svijeta?

ARE WE CREATING NEW VALUES OR ONLY
DISTANCING OURSELVES FURTHER?
NIETZSCHE, HEIDEGGER, AND BAUDRILLARD
ON ART AND SIMULATION

In this presentation, I will analyse the changing role of art through the
perspectives of F. Nietzsche, M. Heidegger, and J. Baudrillard. Nietzsche
views art as an affirmation of life and resistance to nihilism, while Heidegger
argues that the re-evaluation of values leads to a new form of meaninglessness
— the loss of the truth of Being. Art, once a source of truth and a foundation
for humanity, becomes merely an aesthetic experience. Baudrillard radicalizes
this idea, claiming that we live in a network of simulations where art no longer
reveals truth. If the future is built within a simulation, can art still be a driver
of social change, or does it only further distance us from a true understanding
of the world?
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TEHNOLOSKI AKCELERACIONIZAM

Munjeviti napredak tehnologije neminovno utjeCe na poboljsanje opcega
stanja. To je suStinska pretpostavka tehnoloskoga akceleracionizma. Ovo izla-
ganje bavit ¢e se sljede¢im pitanjima: koji su problemi s osnovnim tvrdnjama
tehnoloskog akceleracionizma? Sto sve tehnologki akceleracionizam implici-
ra? Hocemo li putem izgubiti svoju ljudskost i je li to uopée vazno? Koja se
eticka pitanja ti¢u tehnoloskog akceleracionizma? Koja je sadasnjost i budué-
nost akceleracionistic¢kog pokreta?

TECHNOLOGICAL ACCELERATIONISM

The rapid progress of technology inevitably affects the improvement of
the general condition. This is the essential assumption of technological accel-
erationism. This presentation will address the following questions: What are
the problems with the basic claims of technological accelerationism? What
does technological accelerationism imply? Will we lose our humanity along
the way, and does it even matter? What are the ethical issues of technological
accelerationism? What is the present and future of the accelerationist move-
ment?
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EKO-FASIZAM I EKOSOCIJALIZAM —
RAZLIKE U IDEOLOGIJI I PRISTUPU

Unutar raznih rasprava o ekoloskim pokretima ideologije eko-fagizma i
ekosocijalizma zastupaju najradikalnije stavove. Eko-fasizam uzroke ekolos-
kih problema pronalazi u prenapucéenosti planeta, Cesto se referirajuéi na siro-
masnija podrucja i imigrante. Ekosocijalizam, s druge strane, kao najveci uzrok
ekoloskih problema vidi kapitalizam i industrijsko okruzenje koje proizlazi iz
njega. lako je primarni cilj obiju ideologija pronalazak rjesenja za ekoloske
probleme, one zagovaraju potpuno drugacije politicke i ideoloske stavove. U
ovom ¢emo izlaganju kriticki preispitati te stavove i, sukladno tome, navesti
primjere iz povijesti i sadasnjice u kojima su oni dosli do izrazaja i kako su se
razlikovali.

ECO-FACISM AND ECOSOCIALISM -
THE DIFFERENCES IN IDEOLOGY AND APPROACH

Within various debates on ecological movements, the ideologies of
eco-fascism and ecosocialism represent the most radical positions. Eco-fas-
cism locates the cause of ecological problems in the overpopulation of the
planet, often referring to poorer regions and immigrants. Ecosocialism, on the
other hand, sees capitalism and the industrial environment it produces as the
main cause of ecological issues. Although the primary goal of both ideologies
is finding solutions to ecological problems, they advocate completely different
political and ideological approaches. In this presentation we will critically ex-
amine these viewpoints and accordingly present historical and contemporary
examples where they have come to the forefront and how they have differed
in practice.
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MOGU LI STUDENTSKI PROSVJEDI UTJECATI
NA POLITICKE PROMJENE U ZEMLJI?
ANALIZA STUDENTSKIH PROSVJEDA U SRBIJI
OD 1995. DO 2025. GODINE

U izlaganju se analiziraju studentski prosvjedi u Srbiji u 21. stoljeéu, s
fokusom na blokade iz 2024./2025. godine, opisane kao »najveci studentski
prosvjedi u Europi od 1968. godine« (Vasiljevi¢, 2025). Istrazuje se njihova
politi¢ka uéinkovitost diskurzivnom analizom i pregledom literature. Iako su
utjecali na politicke promjene i mobilizaciju, njihovo povremeno ponavljanje
ukazuje na ograni¢en dugoro¢ni u¢inak. Zaklju¢no se razmatraju klju¢ni ¢im-
benici koji ogranicavaju trajni politicki ucinak studentskih pokreta.

CAN STUDENT PROTESTS INFLUENCE
POLITICAL CHANGE IN A COUNTRY?
AN ANALYSIS OF STUDENT PROTESTS IN SERBIA
FROM 1995 TO 2025

This presentation analyzes student protests in Serbia in the 21st century,
focusing on the 2024/2025 blockades, described as “the largest student pro-
tests in Europe since 1968 (Vasiljevi¢, 2025). It explores their political impact
through discourse analysis and a review of literature. While they influenced
political change and mobilisation, their periodic recurrence suggests limited
long-term effectiveness. The presentation concludes by examining key factors
that hinder the long-term political impact of student movements.
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DARK WOKE — RADIKALIZACIJA LJEVICE
I GLOBALNI REVOLUCIJSKI POTENCIJALI
U DOBA GEOPOLITICKE KRIZE

Drugi dolazak Donalda Trumpa na vlast u Sjedinjenim Americkim
DrZzavama uzrokovao je demokratsku krizu koju su i najiskusniji politicki
analitiari teSko mogli predvidjeti. Anti-establiSmentska politika Trumpova
establiSmenta u Americi proteklog desetljeca uziva podrsku, no ne svih. Pokret
MAGA (Make America Great Again) oduvijek se susretao s oStrim kriticarima.
Inace pristojni americki 1 neamericki ljevicari koji se u svojim zemljama
susre¢u s uzletima neofasistickih stranaka sve jasnije i glasnije vokaliziraju
stavove u vezi svojih politickih protivnika: protusocijalni i protudemokratski
akteri nisu dobrodosli. Posljedi¢no se takvoj radikalizaciji u Americi javlja
mrezni pokret #darkwoke kojemu popularnost raste iz dana u dan.

DARK WOKE —
THE RADICALISATION OF THE LEFT AND
GLOBAL REVOLUTIONARY POTENTIALS
IN AN ERA OF GEOPOLITICAL CRISIS

The second coming of Donald Trump to power in the United States of
America caused a democratic crisis that even the most experienced political
analysts could hardly have predicted. The anti-establishment politics of
Trump’s own establishment in the USA have enjoyed support over the past
decade, but not from everyone. The MAGA movement (Make America Great
Again) has always faced fierce criticism. Ordinarily, moderate American and
non-American leftists, who are confronted with the rise of neo-fascist parties
in their own countries, are now more openly and vocally expressing their views
on their political opponents: anti-social and anti-democratic actors are not
welcome. As a result of such radicalisation in America, the online movement
#darkwoke is emerging, the popularity of which is growing day by day.
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BIOETICKE DILEME NA PRIMJERU ANTI-VAX POKRETA

Anti-vax pokret, voden nepovjerenjem u farmaceutsku industriju i insti-
tucije, otvara vazne bioeticke dileme. Iako zagovara slobodu izbora, njegovo
Sirenje ugrozava kolektivni imunitet i osjetljive skupine poput djece i starijih.
Kljucno je pitanje gdje povuci granicu izmedu individualnih prava i zastite
javnog zdravlja te moze li obavezno cijepljenje biti moralno opravdano. Ovo
izlaganje razmatra eticke izazove, utjecaj dezinformacija i odgovornost drus-
tva 1 institucija u sprje¢avanju epidemija. Pritom je uloga medija i znanstvene
zajednice klju¢na u oblikovanju javnog mnijenja. Cilj je ovog izlaganja anali-
zirati sukob izmedu osobnih sloboda i kolektivne odgovornosti.

BIOETHICAL DILEMMAS THROUGH THE LENS
OF THE ANTI-VAX MOVEMENT

The anti-vax movement, driven by distrust in the pharmaceutical industry
and institutions, raises significant bioethical dilemmas. While it advocates for
freedom of choice, its spread threatens herd immunity and vulnerable groups
such as children and the elderly. A key issue is where to draw the line between
individual rights and the protection of public health, and whether mandatory
vaccination can be morally justified. This presentation explores ethical chal-
lenges, the impact of misinformation, and the responsibility of society and
institutions in preventing epidemics. The role of the media and the scientific
community is crucial in shaping public opinion. This presentation aims to ana-
lyse the conflict between personal freedoms and collective responsibility.
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RUZICASTA DESNICA —
PARADOKS ALT-RIGHT FEMINIZMA

Porast politicke desnice, kako u stvarnom tako i u digitalnom prostoru, do-
veo je do nove pojave: alt-right feminizam. Ovaj pokret utemeljen je na tradi-
cionalnim vrijednostima te prvenstveno zagovara povratak nuklearnoj obitelji
i klasi¢noj ideji zenstvenosti. Rasno mijeSanje i woke agenda prikazuju se kao
glavni uzroci dekadencije drustva, dok se ksenofobija i rasizam opravdavaju
pod krinkom lazne brige za (bijele) Zene, koristeci tu brigu za normalizaciju
i Sirenje desnicarskih vrijednosti. Cilj je ovog izlaganja razotkriti inherentnu
paradoksalnost navedenog pokreta i pokazati kako alt-right feminizam, unatoc
prividnom cilju oslobodenja Zena, primarno sluzi kao instrument za poticanje
straha i mrznje.

PINK RIGHT -
THE PARADOX OF ALT-RIGHT FEMINISM

The rise of the political right, both in real life and in the digital space,
has led to a new occurrence: alt-right feminism. This movement is rooted in
traditional values and primarily advocates a return to the nuclear family and a
classical ideal of femininity. Racial mixing and the woke agenda are portrayed
as the main causes of societal decay, while xenophobia and racism are justified
under the guise of a false concern for (white) women, using that concern to
normalise and promote right-wing values. This presentation aims to expose the
inherent paradox of this movement and demonstrate how a/t-right feminism,
despite its apparent goal of women’s liberation, primarily functions as a tool
for inciting fear and hatred.
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ETICKI IZAZOVI TRANSNACIONALNOG
SUROGATNOG MAJCINSTVA

Surogatno majéinstvo nije nov fenomen —jedan od prvih primjera nalazi se
vec¢ u Starom zavjetu. Medutim, suvremena praksa komercijalnog surogatnog
majc¢instva otvara brojna eti¢ka pitanja. Mnoge drzave zabranjuju ovu praksu
unutar svojih granica, no transnacionalni model omogucava parovima da, pu-
tem nedovoljno reguliranih institucija, »naruce« dijete u zemljama »Globalnog
Juga«, poput Gruzije. Motivirana moguc¢no§¢u narucivanja velikog broja no-
vorodencadi u kratkom vremenskom razdoblju, u ovom izlaganju propitujem
komodifikaciju Zenskog tijela i djece, eksploataciju Zena, pravo na roditeljstvo
te zastitu 1 dobrobit djece u kontekstu transnacionalnog modela komercijalnog
surogatnog majcinstva.

THE ETHICAL CHALLENGES OF
TRANSNACIONAL SURROGACY

Surrogacy is not a new phenomenon — one of the first examples can be
found in the Old Testament. However, the contemporary practice of commer-
cial surrogacy raises numerous ethical questions. Many countries prohibit this
practice within their borders, but the transnational model allows couples to
“order” a child in countries of the “Global South”, such as Georgia, through
under-regulated institutions. Motivated by the possibility of acquiring many
newborns in a short period of time, in this presentation I question the commo-
dification of the female body and children, the exploitation of women, the right
to parenthood, and the protection and well-being of children in the context of
the transnational model of commercial surrogacy.
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DIGITALNI MITOVI I VIRTUALNI POKRETI -
NOVI SIMBOLI ZAJEDNISTVA?

U kontekstu masovnih drustvenih i kulturnih promjena, ali i sveobuhvat-
ne digitalizacije, koncept mita i simbolike mijenja se i razlaze u drugacijim
oblicima. Stoga, »digitalni mitovi« nisu mitovi u klasi¢nom smislu, ali funk-
cioniraju na sli¢an naéin: stvaraju i odrazavaju zajednicke narative, oblikuju
grupni identitet i pomazu u stvaranju osjecaja pripadnosti. Memeovi se razvi-
jaju kao novi oblik komunikacije i stvaranja znacajne zajednicke simbolike, a
posljedi¢no i identiteta. Javljaju se digitalni antagonisti i protagonisti — junaci
i zlikovci koji postaju simboli¢ne figure javnog misljenja. Hashtagovi postaju
novi oblik ritualne komunikacije, razvija se digitalni folklor u obliku teorija
zavjere, dok se umjetna inteligencija pokazuje kao mitotvorni alat. Tako mit-
ska interpretacija zivi u novom svjetlu.

DIGITAL MYTHS AND VIRTUAL MOVEMENTS —
NEW SYMBOLS OF COMMUNITY?

In the context of mass social and cultural changes, as well as comprehen-
sive digitization, the concept of myth and symbolism changes and breaks down
into different forms. Therefore, “digital myths” are not myths in the classical
sense, but function in a similar way: they create and reflect shared narratives,
shape group identity, and help create a sense of belonging. Memes develop as a
new form of communication and creation of significant shared symbolism, and
consequently, identity. Digital antagonists and protagonists emerge — heroes
and villains who become symbolic figures of public opinion. Hashtags become
a new form of ritual communication, digital folklore develops in the form of
conspiracy theories, and artificial intelligence proves to be a tool for myth cre-
ation. Thus, mythical interpretation lives in a new light.
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PLATON I DIGITALNA SPILJA —
OBLIKUJU LI ALGORITMI NASU STVARNOST?

Cilj je ovog izlaganja ponuditi filozofsku i interdisciplinarnu refleksiju
o algoritmima kao faktorima koji oblikuju suvremenu percepciju stvarnosti,
oslanjajuci se na Platonovu alegoriju $pilje kao analiticki okvir. Nastojat e se
sagledati kako suvremeni digitalni svijet utjeCe na ljudsko razumijevanje istine
i na koji se na¢in mozemo nositi s izazovima koje donosi algoritamska selek-
cija informacija. U tom smislu, razmatrat ¢e se problematika dezinformacija,
propagande i manipulacije javnim mnijenjem, kao i uloga velikih tehnoloskih
kompanija u oblikovanju globalnih narativa. Takoder ¢e biti analizirane mogu-
¢e strategije izlaska iz »digitalne $pilje«, uklju¢ujuéi razvoj kritickog mislje-
nja, digitalne pismenosti i transparentnijih algoritamskih sistema koji omogu-
¢uju vecu informiranost i pluralizam misljenja.

PLATO AND THE DIGITAL CAVE —
DO ALGORITHMS SHAPE OUR REALITY?

This presentation aims to offer a philosophical and interdisciplinary reflec-
tion on algorithms as factors shaping contemporary perceptions of reality, us-
ing Plato’s allegory of the cave as an analytical framework. It will explore how
the modern digital world influences human understanding of truth and how we
can cope with the challenges posed by algorithmic selection of information. In
this sense, the issues of misinformation, propaganda, and manipulation of pub-
lic opinion will be addressed, as well as the role large technological companies
play in shaping global narratives. The presentation will also analyse potential
strategies for emerging from the “digital cave”, including the development of
critical thinking, digital literacy, and more transparent algorithmic systems that
enable greater awareness and pluralism of thought.
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RASCINJAVANJE PRICINA —
AKTIVISTICKI POTENCIJAL SUVREMENE UMJETNOSTI

Eskalacija dijaloskog sustvaralackog odnosa zbilje i umjetnosti u konfron-
tacijskoj intervenciji u odnose realiteta osnovna je odredba suvremene umjet-
nosti koja se pocinje pojavljivati kao potencijalno klju¢ni pronositelj reakcije
i konstruktivnog prevratnickog duha suvremene civilizacije. S ciljem istica-
nja vaznosti angazmana umjetnosti u trenutnim drustvenim strujanjima, ovo
izlaganje nastojat ¢e, uz teorijska uporista i konkretne primjere, u sferi opce i
bioeticke problematike, ispitati u¢inke radikalne konceptualne suvremene um-
jetnosti u domeni provokacije, promisljanja i reanimacije suvremene atrofirane
civilizacije.

UNDOING THE ILLUSION —
THE ACTIVIST POTENTIAL OF CONTEMPORARY ART

The escalation of the dialogical co-creative relationship between reality
and art in a confrontational intervention into the dynamics of reality is a fun-
damental characteristic of contemporary art, which is emerging as a potential
key catalyst for the reaction and the constructive revolutionary spirit of mod-
ern civilization. Aiming to emphasise the importance of artistic engagement
in modern social currents, this presentation will, with theoretical foundations
and concrete examples, within the context of general and bioethical issues, ex-
amine the effects of radical conceptual contemporary art in the realm of provo-
cation, reflection, and the reanimation of the modern, atrophied civilization.
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NASILJE MEPU VRSNJACIMA U SREDNJIM SKOLAMA

Dolazak u novu sredinu i novo okruzenje moze biti izazovno i veoma
stresno razdoblje za djecu. Ziveéi u vremenima stalnih promjena, mladim je
ljudima Cesto tesko pronaéi nove prijatelje, naro€ito tijekom njihova sred-
njoskolskog perioda. Tako zbog straha, ali i nesigurnosti pojedine mlade
osobe dolazi do negativnih percepcija okoline o nekom tko je »drugaciji«
u pogledu sklapanja prijateljstva, izlazaka i sl. Na taj na¢in pojedina djeca
postaju meta vrinjackog nasilja u srednjim Skolama, Sto im svakako izaziva
dodatni strah prilikom njihova ionako teskog prilagodavanja u posve novoj
sredini. Cilj je ovog izlaganja prikazati zasto se medu mladim ljudima u
srednjim $kolama pojavljuje nasilje, odnosno maltretiranje nekog pojedinca
te moze li se to sprijeciti.

BULLYING IN HIGH SCHOOLS

Entering a new environment and new setting can be a challenging and
highly stressful period for children. Living in times of constant change, young
people often find it difficult to make new friends, especially during their high
school years. Due to fear, but also the insecurity of some young people, nega-
tive perceptions about someone who is “different” in terms of making friends,
socialising, etc., can arise. As a result, some children become targets of bul-
lying in high schools, which further adds to their anxiety during their already
stressful struggle to adapt to a completely new environment. The goal of this
presentation is to examine why bullying emerges among young people in high
schools and whether it can be prevented.

BANALNOST ZLA 1
ODGOVORNOST DRUSTVENIH POKRETA

Baveci se konceptom banalnosti zla, Hannah Arendt pokazuje kako se
zlo moze manifestirati ne kroz fanatizam, ve¢ kroz birokratsku poslusnost i
nesposobnost kritiCkog misljenja. U kontekstu suvremenih drustvenih pokre-
ta postavlja se pitanje prepoznaju li njihovi sudionici vlastitu odgovornost za
buduénost ili nesvjesno reproduciraju mehanizme sustava koji zele mijenjati.
Ovo ¢e se izlaganje dotaknuti na¢ina na koje se pojedinci unutar pokreta mogu
oduprijeti pasivnom sudjelovanju u neeti¢nim strukturama. Analizom primjera
aktivizma i politickih odluka, razmotrit ¢u kako se moze izbjeci perpetuiranje
nepravde i kako drustveni pokreti mogu razviti eticku budnost naspram vlasti-
tih djelovanja.

THE BANALITY OF EVIL AND
THE RESPONSIBILITY OF SOCIAL MOVEMENTS

By dealing with the concept of the banality of evil, Hannah Arendt shows
how evil can manifest itself not through fanaticism, but through bureaucratic
obedience and the inability to think critically. In the context of contemporary
social movements, the question arises whether their participants recognise their
own responsibility for the future or unconsciously reproduce the mechanisms
of the system they aim to change. This presentation will address ways in which
individuals within a movement can resist passive participation in unethical
structures. Through the analysis of examples of activism and political deci-
sions, I will explore how the perpetuation of injustice can be avoided and how
social movements can develop ethical awareness regarding their own actions.
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JEZIK I DISKRIMINACIJA -
KAKO JEZIK STRUKTURIRA DRUSTVO
I ZASTO RIJEC ‘INVALIDITET’ NIJE PRIMJERENA?

U ovom ¢u izlaganju tematizirati uporabu rijeci ‘invalid’ kojom se opisuje
osoba koja ne odgovara odredenoj normi i, konzekventno, odredenoj predodz-
bi »normiranosti« i »normalnosti«. Nastojat ¢u argumentirati zasto je legitim-
no smatrati rije¢i ‘invalid’ i ‘invaliditet’ problemati¢nima i re¢i ponesto o tome
kako jezik moze utjecati na drustvo i drustvenu percepciju osobe koja ne odgo-
vara nekoj prevladavajuc¢oj normi. Na temelju navedene argumentacije Zelim
pokazati koje potencijalne bioeticke implikacije takva uporaba donosi. Pritom
¢u se osloniti na teze Michela Foucaulta o »normiranju«, »normalizaciji« i
»normalnosti«.

LANGUAGE AND DISCRIMINATION —
HOW LANGUAGE STRUCTURES SOCIETY AND
WHY THE TERM °“INVALIDITY’ IS PROBLEMATIC?

In this presentation, I will examine the use of the term ‘invalid’ to describe
a person who does not conform to a given norm and, consequently, to a certain
idea of “normalcy” and “normality”. I aim to argue why it is legitimate to con-
sider the terms ‘invalid’ and ‘invalidity’ problematic and to reflect on how lan-
guage influences society and the social perception of those who do not fit pre-
vailing norms. Based on this line of argument, I aim to highlight the potential
bioethical implications of such linguistic usage. In doing so, I will draw upon

Otkako je globalni sjever dozivio tranziciju iz agrarnih u industrijska
i kasnije u postindustrijska drustva, nije nedostajalo drustvenih udruzenja
koja su adresirala njihove manjkavosti. Neka od njih pokusala su svojim
djelovanjem obuhvatiti sve problematike trenutnog drustvenog uredenja,
dok su mnoge bile usredotocene na specificne izazove, ¢esto one koji po-
gadaju neke skupine vise od ostalih. Stranka crnih pantera jedna je od $iroj
javnosti poznatijih skupina toga tipa, osnovana s namjerom borbe i zastite
crnackih prava u Sjedinjenim Ameri¢kim Drzavama. Medutim, usprkos nji-
hovoj sirokoj popularnosti, ta javnost manje je upucena u njihove ideoloske
temelje 1 prakse, a cilj je ovog izlaganja izmijeniti to §to je vise moguce.

THE BLACK PANTHERS -
A GUIDE OR A WARNING FOR A FUTURE
THROUGH SELF-MANAGEMENT

Since the global north has experienced the transition from agrarian to
industrial and later to post-industrial societies, there has been no shortage
of social associations that have addressed their shortcomings. Some have
attempted to tackle all the issues of the current social order, while many
have focused on specific challenges, often those that affect some groups
more than others. The Black Panther Party is one of the more widely known
groups of its type, founded with the intention of fighting and protecting
black rights in the United States of America. However, despite their wide-
spread popularity, the public is less familiar with their ideological founda-
tions and practices, and the goal of this presentation is to change that as
much as possible.
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POJAM ODGOVORNOSTI HANSA JONASA 1
NJEGOV ZNACAJ ZA SUVREMENU ETIKU I BIOETIKU

Cilj je ovog izlaganje analizom filozofije Hansa Jonasa obrazloziti i poka-
zati kako njegov koncept odgovornosti moze unaprijediti eti¢ki okvir za bio-
eticke dileme. Usto, pokusat ¢emo postaviti Jonasov pojam odgovornosti kao
odgovor na danasnje ekoloske probleme i kao znak upozorenja za nadolazeée
tehnoloSke novine. Takoder, naznacit ¢emo povezanost Jonasove etike s bio-
etikom kroz sfere zdravstva, medicine i biotehnologije, koje su u svom razvoju
potencijalno jednako opasne kao i tehnologija. Ovo izlaganje nastojat ¢e dati
odgovore na spomenuta pitanja i istovremeno se suociti s etickim izazovima
koji proizlaze iz suvremene tehnologije i ekoloskih problema, kao i granica
ljudskog djelovanja i moralne obveze spram prirode i tehnologije.

HANS JONAS’S CONCEPT OF RESPONSIBILITY AND
ITS RELEVANCE FOR CONTEMPORARY
ETHICS AND BIOETHICS

This presentation aims to explain, through an analysis of Hans Jonas’s phi-
losophy, how his concept of responsibility can enhance the ethical framework
for addressing bioethical dilemmas. Furthermore, we will attempt to position
Jonas’s concept of responsibility as a response to today’s ecological issues and
as a warning sign in the face of emerging technological developments. We will
also highlight the connection between Jonas’s ethics and bioethics through the
domains of healthcare, medicine, and biotechnology, whose development may
prove to be as dangerous as that of technology itself. This presentation seeks to
offer answers to these questions while also confronting the ethical challenges
posed by contemporary technology and ecological issues, as well as the limits
of human action and our moral obligation toward both nature and technology.
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UTJECAJ DRUSTVENIH MREZA NA
DRUSTVENE POKRETE

Ovo izlaganje bavi se utjecajem drustvenih mreza na drustvene pokrete.
U danasnje doba rapidnoga porasta tehnologije i njezinih usluga koje su do-
stupnije nego ikada, mladi se smatraju pasivnima, no jedan od argumenata
protiv toga jest porast drustvenih pokreta na dru$tvenim mrezama. Izlaganje
proucava borbu za ljudska prava na druStvenim mrezama, borbu za prava
manjina i sl., ali i velike svjetske prosvjede koji su izas/i iz internetskih
prostora i donijeli neke stvarne promjene. Koja je budué¢nost drustvenih po-
kreta, hoce li se socijalni aktivizam i prosvjedi odvijati samo online i koje
su potencijalne negativne strane aktivizma na drustvenim mrezama — samo
su neke od tema kojih ¢u se dotaknuti.

THE IMPACT OF SOCIAL MEDIA
ON SOCIAL MOVEMENTS

This presentation deals with the impact of social media on social move-
ments. In today’s age of rapid growth in technology and its services, which are
more available than ever, young people are considered passive, but one of the
arguments against this is the rise of social movements on social media. The
presentation examines the struggle for human rights on social media, the fight
for minority rights, etc., but also large global protests that have emerged from
online spaces and brought about some real change. What is the future of social
movements, will social activism and protests only take place online, and what
are the potential negative sides of activism on social media — these are just
some of the topics I will touch upon.
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PROBLEM GLORIFIKACIJE NENASILNOG OTPORA

U suvremenoj kulturi lako je uocljiv trend glorifikacije nenasilnog ot-
pora. Nenasilni otpor i pacifizam postavljaju se kao najplemenitiji nacini
otpora, no njihovu efikasnost treba dovesti u pitanje. U tom se smislu rijeci
indijske autorice i politicke aktivistice Arundhati Roy javljaju kao kritika
nenasilja kao nacina otpora i njegove efikasnosti: »Mogu li gladni gladova-
ti? Nenasilje je teatar. Potrebna mu je publika. Sto je moguée bez publike?«.
Roy postavlja pitanje mogucnosti i efikasnosti nenasilnog otpora onih iz
neprivilegiranih situacija, onih s dna drustva, ignoriranih i zaboravljenih.

THE PROBLEM OF GLORIFYING
NONVIOLENT RESISTANCE

In contemporary culture, there is a noticeable trend of glorifying nonvi-
olent resistance. Nonviolent resistance and pacifism are often framed as the
most noble forms of opposition, yet their actual effectiveness needs reexami-
ning. In this context, the words of Indian author and political activist Arundhati
Roy emerge as a powerful critique of nonviolence as a method of resistance
and its efficiency: “Can the hungry go on a hunger strike? Nonviolence is a
piece of theatre. You need an audience. What can you do without an audien-
ce?”. Roy questions the viability and impact of nonviolent resistance for those
in unprivileged positions, those at the margins of society, the ignored and the
forgotten.

BIOETIKA I DIGITALNI AKTIVIZAM

Digitalni aktivizam, poznat i kao e-aktivizam, odnosi se na koristenje di-
gitalnih alata za promoviranje druStvenih promjena, mobilizaciju ljudi i podi-
zanje svijesti o odredenim pitanjima. U danasnjem digitalnom dobu, aktivi-
zam je u velikoj mjeri premjeSten u online prostor, omogucéujuci brzu, laksu
i globalniju povezanost. S druge strane, bioetika se bavi etickim pitanjima u
biologiji, medicini i znanstvenim istrazivanjima, razmatraju¢i moralne aspekte
ljudskog Zivota i zdravlja. U kontekstu digitalnog aktivizma, bioetika bi mo-
gla igrati klju¢nu orijentacijsku ulogu jer mnoge online inicijative mogu imati
znacajan utjecaj na osobnu privatnost, sigurnost podataka i eticke smjernice u
vezi s ljudskim zdravljem i biotehnoloskim napretkom.

BIOETHICS AND DIGITAL ACTIVISM

Digital activism, also known as e-activism, refers to the use of digital tools
to promote social change, mobilise people, and raise awareness about specific
issues. In today’s digital age, activism has largely shifted to the online sphere,
enabling faster, easier, and more global connectivity. On the other hand, bio-
ethics deals with ethical questions in biology, medicine, and scientific research,
examining the moral aspects of human life and health. Within the context of
digital activism, bioethics could play a crucial guiding role, as many online
initiatives can significantly impact personal privacy, data security, and ethical
standards related to human health and biotechnological progress.

4B POKRET KAO POKUSAJ REVITALIZACIJE
RADIKALNOGA FEMINIZMA

Suvremena odlika juznokorejskoga drustva svakako je pokret 4B za
koji se primarno drzi da je nastao kao reakcija na pronatalitetne politike
tamosnje vlasti i konstantno prenaglasavanje patrijarhalnoga videnja zene.
Iza uistinu enigmati¢noga naslova krije se odbijanje ¢etiriju funkcija i ulo-
ga kroz koje se u tako postavljenome drustvu i dalje kroji identitet Zene, a
to su: heteroseksualna veza i op¢enje s muskarcima, brak i radanje djece.
U ovom izlaganju nastojat ¢u pruziti podrobniji prikaz spomenutoga feno-
mena i situirati ga u milje radikalnoga feminizma, s ciljem obznanjivanja
stanovite vizije buduénosti veéinske manjine, pri cemu ¢u zaéi i u povijest
konkretne feministicke struje.

THE 4B MOVEMENT AS AN ATTEMPT TO
REVITALISE RADICAL FEMINISM

A contemporary feature of South Korean society is certainly the 4B move-
ment, which is primarily believed to have emerged as a reaction to the pro-
natalist policies of the local government and the constant overemphasis on
the patriarchal views of women. Behind the truly enigmatic name lies the re-
jection of the four functions and roles through which a woman’s identity is
still shaped in this society, namely: heterosexual relationships and intercourse
with men, marriage, and childbearing. In this presentation, I aim to provide a
detailed account of this phenomenon and situate it within the context of radical
feminism, to articulate a certain vision of the future for the majority minority,
and in doing so, I will also delve into the history of this particular strand of
feminist thought.
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KLIMATSKE PROMJENE U MORIMA I OCEANIMA —
UTJECAJ NA MORSKA STVORENJA 1
LJUDSKE ZAJEDNICE KOJE OVISE O MORU

Klimatske promjene imaju znacajan utjecaj na mora i oceane na vise
nacina: podizanje razine mora, zagrijavanje i zakiseljavanje oceana, pore-
mecaj morskih ekosustava, smanjenje razine kisika, promjene morskih stru-
ja i vremenskih obrazaca, kao i promjene u obrascima migracije mnogih
morskih vrsta. Ove promjene ne samo da prijete morskim ekosustavima
nego imaju ekonomske i drustvene ucinke, posebice na zajednice koje ovise
0 oceanima u smislu izvora hrane, turizma i sredstava za zivot. Istrazivat
¢u primjere aktivizma koji se bore protiv gubitka morske bioraznolikosti
proucavajuéi promjene u ponasanju morskih stvorenja i nacine na koje se
mozemo angazirati kako bismo ocistili oceane i smanjili emisije staklenic-
kih plinova u svakodnevnom zivotu.

CLIMATE CHANGE IN SEAS AND OCEANS -
THE IMPACT ON MARINE LIFE AND
HUMAN COMMUNITIES THAT DEPEND ON THE SEA

Climate change has a significant impact on the seas and oceans in seve-
ral ways: rising sea levels, warming and acidifying the oceans, disruption of
marine ecosystems, reduction in oxygen levels, changes in ocean currents and
weather patterns, as well as changes in the migration patterns of many mari-
ne species. These changes not only threaten marine ecosystems but also have
economic and social consequences, especially for communities that rely on the
oceans as a source of food, tourism, and livelihood. In this presentation, I will
explore examples of activism that aim to combat the loss of marine biodiver-
sity by examining changes in the behavior of marine animals and discussing
how we can engage in efforts to clean the oceans and reduce greenhouse gas
emissions in our everyday lives.
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TRANSHUMANIZAM I BIOETICKA PITANJA —
TEHNOLOSKI POKRETI KOJI REDEFINIRAJU COVJEKA

Transhumanizam je pokret koji zagovara upotrebu znanstvenih i tehno-
loskih inovacija za poboljsanje ljudskih sposobnosti, produzenje Zivota i re-
definiranje ljudske prirode. Gledajuci kroz bioeti¢ku prizmu, transhumanizam
otvara brojna pitanja o granicama ljudskog tijela, identiteta i moralne odgo-
vornosti. U srediStu rasprave nalaze se implikacije genetskih modifikacija, ki-
borga, umjetne inteligencije i neurotehnologije. Ovo izlaganje propituje eticku
prihvatljivost tehnoloske transformacije ¢ovjeka i utjecaj takvih promjena na
drustvenu pravednost, identitet i buduénost ¢ovjecanstva.

TRANSHUMANISM AND BIOETHICAL ISSUES —
TECHNOLOGICAL MOVEMENTS THAT
REDEFINE HUMANKIND

Transhumanism is a movement that advocates for the use of scientific and
technological innovations to enhance human abilities, extend life, and redefine
human nature. From a bioethical perspective, transhumanism raises numerous
questions about the boundaries of the human body, identity, and moral respon-
sibility. At the centre of the debate are the implications of genetic modifica-
tions, cyborgs, artificial intelligence, and neurotechnology. This presentation
examines the ethical acceptability of the technological transformation of hu-
mans and the impact of such changes on social justice, identity, and the future
of humanity.
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POKRETI ZA PRAVA ZIVOTINJA I BIOETIKA

Prava zivotinja predstavljaju jedno od kljuénih pitanja suvremene bioeti-
ke, s naglaskom na moralni status Zivotinja i kritiku specizma. Moralne odluke
trebaju smanjivati patnju neovisno o vrsti, s ciljem poveéanja sre¢e. Deon-
toloski pristup istiCe inherentnu vrijednost zivotinja, a eksperimentiranje na
Zivotinjama trebalo bi biti zabranjeno. Zivotinje imaju kompleksne emocije,
$to je temelj za priznavanje njihovih prava. Kontekstualna etika naglasava raz-
licite moralne obveze prema Zivotinjama, dok pokreti za prava zivotinja zago-
varaju njihov pravni status. U Hrvatskoj djeluju Prijatelji Zivotinja, a globalno,
primjerice, People for the Ethical Treatment of Animals.

ANIMAL RIGHTS MOVEMENTS AND BIOETHICS

Animal rights represent one of the key issues of contemporary bioethics,
with an emphasis on the moral status of animals and a critique of speciesism.
Moral decisions should reduce suffering regardless of species, with the goal
of increasing happiness. The deontological approach emphasizes the inherent
value of animals, advocating for a ban on animal experimentation. Animals
have complex emotions, which is the basis for recognising their rights. Con-
textual ethics emphasizes various moral obligations towards animals, while
animal rights movements advocate for their legal status. In Croatia, Animal
Friends Croatia is active, and globally, for example, People for the Ethical
Treatment of Animals.
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POKRETI PROTIV CIJEPLJENJA I
BIOETICKE KONTROVERZE

Pokreti protiv cijepljenja postali su medijski istaknuti, osobito tijekom
pandemije COVID-19, izazivajuéi bioeticke kontroverze vezane uz pravo na
zastitu zdravlja i odgovornost prema zajednici. Protivnici cijepljenja naglasa-
vaju autonomiju, pravo pojedinca na odlucivanje o vlastitu zdravlju i zdravlju
djece. Medutim, autonomija nije apsolutno pravo, ve¢ mora biti uravnotezena
s odgovornos$¢u prema drustvu, posebno kada postoji rizik za javno zdravlje.
Pitanje je do kojeg trenutka pojedinac moze koristiti svoju autonomiju ako
ugrozava dobrobit drugih?

ANTI-VACCINATION MOVEMENTS AND
BIOETHICAL CONTROVERSIES

Anti-vaccination movements have gained media prominence, particularly
during the COVID-19 pandemic, sparking bioethical controversies related to
the right to health protection and responsibility to the community. Opponents
of vaccination emphasise autonomy, the individual’s right to make decisions
about their own health and that of their children. However, autonomy is not an
absolute right, but must be balanced with responsibility towards society, espe-
cially when there is a risk to public health. The question is to what extent can
an individual exercise their autonomy if it endangers the well-being of others?
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ETICKO PITANJE LOVA NA ZIVOTINJE 1
LOVACKIH DRUSTAVA

Ovo izlaganje bavit ¢e se lovackom praksom i njezinim etickim aspektom
u Republici Hrvatskoj i globalno, kao i na¢inom na koji se lovacka drustva
odnose prema tom pitanju. Glavna tema bit ¢e dihotomija suprotnih stavova:
s jedne strane, argument da je lov klju¢an za oCuvanje ravnoteze ekosustava i
kontrolu broja Zivotinja koje potencijalno Stete poljoprivredi; s druge strane,
isticanje etickih i ekoloskih aspekata koji tvrde da je takvo ubijanje Zivotinja
iz razonode, komercijalnih razloga ili sporta moralno neprihvatljivo. Takoder,
nastojat ¢e se raspraviti o tome u kojoj mjeri lovacka drustva imaju pravo ma-
nipulirati prirodom na navedene nacine.

THE ETHICAL QUESTION OF
NIMAL HUNTING AND HUNTING SOCIETIES

This presentation will examine the practice of hunting and its ethical im-
plications both in the Republic of Croatia and globally, as well as how hunting
societies approach this issue. The main theme will be the dichotomy of oppos-
ing views: on the one hand, the argument that hunting is key to preserving the
balance of the ecosystem and controlling the number of animals that potential-
ly harm agriculture; on the other hand, the emphasis on ethical and ecological
aspects that argue that such killing of animals for leisure, commercial reasons,
or sport is morally unacceptable. We will also try to discuss the extent to which
hunting societies have the right to manipulate nature in the aforementioned
ways.
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BUDIZAM I KLIMATSKE MIGRACIJE —
ODGOVORNOST PREMA BUDUCNOSTI
U KONTEKSTU EKOLOSKIH KATASTROFA

Klimatske promjene uzrokuju ekoloske katastrofe koje dovode do migra-
cija stanovnistva, otvarajuéi slozena eticka, ekoloska i kulturna pitanja. Bu-
disticke zajednice, posebno u Aziji, suofavaju se s ovim izazovima na dva
nacina: (1) kao zajednice pogodene klimatskim promjenama i (2) kao akteri
koji pruzaju utocCiste i podrsku raseljenim osobama. Izlaganje istrazuje kako
budisticke prakse 1 vrijednosti oblikuju odgovore na ekoloske izazove te kako
mogu ponuditi odrzive drustvene alternative. Analizirat ¢e se primjeri angaz-
mana tih zajednica. Takoder, razmotrit ¢e se kako budisti¢ka etika moze na-
dopuniti $ire drustvene odgovore na klimatske migracije i potaknuti globalnu
odgovornost prema budué¢im generacijama.

BUDDHISM AND CLIMATE MIGRATION -
RESPONSIBILITY TOWARD THE FUTURE
IN THE CONTEXT OF ECOLOGICAL DISASTERS

Climate change is causing ecological disasters that lead to population mi-
gration, raising complex ethical, ecological, and cultural issues. Buddhist com-
munities, especially in Asia, face these challenges in two ways: (1) as com-
munities directly affected by climate change, and (2) as actors offering refuge
and support to displaced individuals. This presentation explores how Buddhist
practices and values shape responses to ecological challenges and how they
can provide sustainable social alternatives. The example of community en-
gagement will be analyzed. The presentation will also consider how Buddhist
ethics can complement broader societal responses to climate migration and
encourage global responsibility toward future generations.
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INTERNETSKE ZAJEDNICE I ODGOVORNOST
INFLUENCERA U OKVIRU NOVE TEHNOLOGIJE

Pogledamo li drustvene mreze i tzv. »influencere« koji na njima obitavaju
i utje¢u na mnoge svoje pratitelje i obozavatelje (Sto mlade, §to stare), mozemo
vidjeti kako se oko njih formiraju odredene zajednice s pogledima i stavovima
koji se uglavnom poklapaju sa stavovima »njihova influencera«. Uzimajuéi
u obzir parasocijalne veze kojih ti »influenceri« mogu, ali i ne moraju, biti
svjesni, u ovom izlaganju pozabavit ¢u se nekim zajednicama koje postoje na
platformi Twitch, kao 1 odgovornoscu koju »influenceri« imaju prema svojim
zajednicama i njihovim ¢lanovima, ali i odgovornosti prema svijetu kada se
radi o temama koje mogu utjecati na velik broj ljudi, poput politi¢kih stavova
ili stavova o tehnologiji.

INTERNET COMMUNITIES AND THE RESPONSIBILITY
OF INFLUENCERS IN THE FRAMEWORK OF
EMERGING TECHNOLOGIES

If we examine social media and the so-called “influencers” who inhabit
these platforms and impact many of their followers and fans (both young and
old), we can observe the formation of specific communities whose views of-
ten align with those of “their chosen influencer”. Considering the parasocial
relationships that these “influencers” may or may not be aware of, this pre-
sentation will focus on several communities that exist on the platform Twitch,
as well as the responsibility “influencers” bear toward their communities and
their members, but also their broader responsibility toward the world around
them, especially when it comes to topics that affect a large number of people,
such as political opinions or technological discourse.

PITANJE ODGOVORNOSTI
DIGITALNIH POSTMORTEM AVATARA

Ubrzani razvoj umjetne inteligencije omoguéio je odredenim kompani-
jama stvaranje razli¢itih verzija digitalnih postmortem avatara — virtualnih
subjekata koji simuliraju govor, ponasanje i druge karakteristike preminulih
pojedinaca na osnovu unesenih ili prikupljenih podataka. Ovaj fenomen otvara
kompleksna eti¢ka pitanja, posebno u vezi s odgovornos¢u prema sje¢anju na
preminule, privatnosti podataka i nac¢inu na koji takvi avatari oblikuju drustve-
ne norme. U ovom izlaganju analizirat ¢u pitanje odgovornosti kompanija koje
se bave kreiranjem ovakvih avatara, ali i pitanje odgovornosti samih avatara
prema proslim i buduc¢im generacijama.

THE QUESTION OF RESPONSIBILITY OF
DIGITAL POSTMORTEM AVATARS

The rapid development of artificial intelligence has enabled certain com-
panies to create various versions of digital postmortem avatars — virtual sub-
jects that simulate the speech, behavior, and other characteristics of deceased
individuals based on inputted or collected data. This phenomenon raises com-
plex ethical questions, particularly regarding responsibility toward the mem-
ory of the deceased, data privacy, and the ways in which such avatars shape
social norms. In this presentation, I will analyse the issue of responsibility of
the companies that create these avatars, as well as the responsibility of the
avatars themselves toward past and future generations.
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PRIJETNJE LJUDSKOM DOSTOJANSTVU I PRIRODI U
POKRETIMA TRANSHUMANIZMA I POSTHUMANIZMA

Tvrtka Elona Muska Neuralink 2024. godine provela je svoj prvi pokus
povezivanja ljudskog mozga s racunalom s ciljem izmjenjivanja informacija.
U tom ¢inu ve¢ prisutna teznja razvoju tehnologija u smjeru transhumanizma i
posthumanizma odnosi se na videnje covjeka kao nedovrsenog proizvoda koji
se moze preoblikovati i poboljsati koristenjem raznih naprednih tehnologija,
jedinih sposobnih stvoriti tako drastiéne promjene ljudskom bi¢u. Medutim,
zrtvovanjem sve veceg dijela svog bica tehnologiji ¢ovjek gubi vlastiti razum i
slobodnu volju koji ga razlikuju od zivotinja, srozavajuc¢i imperativ unaprjede-
nja u deevoluiranje na razinu zivotinje. Takvi pokreti donijeli bi brojne poslje-
dice odbacivanjem ljudske prirode u slijepoj teznji prema ¢ovjekovu napretku.

THREATS TO HUMAN DIGNITY AND NATURE
IN TRANSHUMANIST AND POSTHUMANIST MOVEMENTS

In 2024, Elon Musk’s company Neuralink conducted its first experiment
connecting the human brain to a computer for the purpose of exchanging in-
formation. In that act, an already present tendency toward the development of
technologies in the direction of transhumanism and posthumanism is reflected,
seeing humans as unfinished products that can be shaped and improved using
various advanced technologies, the only ones capable of administering such
drastic changes to a human being. However, by sacrificing an increasing part
of their being to technology, humans lose their own reason and free will, which
distinguish them from animals, thus lowering the imperative of improvement
into a de-evolution to the level of an animal. Such movements would bring nu-
merous consequences by rejecting human nature in the blind pursuit of human
progress.
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ANTINATALIZAM
KAO ALTERNATIVNA LJUDSKA BUDUCNOST

Antinatalizam eti¢ki je stav koji negativno vrednuje ljudsku reprodukciju.
Neki su od razloga neizbjeznost patnje u covjekovu postojanju, ¢injenica da
djeca ne mogu pristati na rodenje, teret na okoli§ koji se stvori sa svakim
rodenim djetetom, mizantropija i sl. Sto se vise obrazujemo, to nam je jasnije
da je svijet nepravedan, a buducnost se ¢ini osudenom na propast. U takvoj
atmosferi prirodno je da se pojavio pokret koji buducnost smatra dovoljno
straSnom da je treba sprijeéiti. Koje argumente antinatalitetni pokret daje? Je
li realisti¢no ocekivati da se ljudi prestanu razmnozavati? Je li teznja prema
kraju ljudske vrste suprotna ljudskom duhu? Na koju nam dijagnozu drustva
antinatalizam ukazuje?

ANTINATALISM
AS AN ALTERNATIVE HUMAN FUTURE

Antinatalism is an ethical stance that views human reproduction in a nega-
tive light. Some of the reasons include the inevitability of suffering in human
existence, the fact that children cannot consent to being born, the environmen-
tal burden created by each new child, misanthropy, etc. The more we educate
ourselves, the more evident it becomes that the world is unjust, and the future
seems destined to fail. In such an atmosphere, it is natural that a movement
has emerged that considers the future to be scary enough to prevent it. What
arguments does the antinatalist movement put forward? Is it realistic to ex-
pect that people will stop reproducing? Is the desire for the end of the human
species contrary to the human spirit? What kind of diagnosis of society does
antinatalism offer?
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RAZUMSKA BEZIZLLAZNOST PROBLEMA ABORTUSA

U ovom izlaganju zelim ukazati na problem na koji nailazi diskusija o
abortusu: kako razumsko argumentiranje ovog problema najéesc¢e nailazi »na
gluhe ugi« tvrde i odluéne dogme konzervativne misli. Zelim upozoriti na to
da filozofsko i razumsko argumentiranje moraju imati vecu potkrijepljenost u
empatiji i prvoruc¢nom iskustvu osoba i pokreta (prvenstveno misle¢i na eman-
cipacijske pokrete zena i LGBTQ+ zajednice), koji doprinose pozitivnijem
govoru o ovoj naizgled osjetljivoj temi kao temelju za kvalitetno otvaranje
receptivnosti kompleksnijem govoru o abortusu.

THE RATIONAL IMPASSE OF THE ABORTION PROBLEM

In this presentation, I aim to highlight the problem faced in discussions
about abortion: how rational argumentation often falls on “deaf ears” of the
rigid and resolute conservative dogma. I wish to point out that philosophical
and rational argumentation must be more deeply grounded in empathy and
the firsthand experiences of individuals and movements (primarily referring to
women’s and LGBTQ+ emancipation movements), which contribute to a more
positive discourse on this seemingly sensitive topic as a foundation for fos-
tering openness to more nuanced and complex conversations about abortion.
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DEHUMANIZACIJA I GENOCID —
HOLODOMOR I INVAZIJA RUSIJE NA UKRAJINU
U KOMPARATIVNOJ BIOETICKOJ PERSPEKTIVI

Zlo¢in genocida predstavlja jedan od najekstremnijih oblika napada na
ljudska prava, dostojanstvo i svetost zivota te je samim time vrlo znacajno
podrucje bioeti¢kog proucavanja. Od zlo¢ina genocida neodvojiv je proces
dehumanizacije kojim se negira ljudskost odredenih skupina i posljedi¢no im se
oduzimaju osnovna ljudska prava. U fokusu ovoga izlaganja bit ¢e dvije studije
slu¢aja — Holodomor, odnosno umjetno stvorena glad na podrucju sovjetske
Ukrajine (1930-ih) i recentna invazija Rusije na Ukrajinu. Na temelju ovih
dvaju primjera utvrdit ¢u proces dehumanizacije u javnom diskursu kao logicki
prioritet u provedbi genocidnih politika, prikazati to kao konstantu usprkos
razli¢itim kontekstima, intenzitetu i metodama pocinjenih zlocina i preispitati
ulogu medunarodne zajednice u prevenciji dehumanizirajuéeg diskursa.

DEHUMANISATION AND GENOCIDE —
THE HOLODOMOR AND RUSSIA’S INVASION OF UKRAINE
IN A COMPARATIVE BIOETHICAL PERSPECTIVE

The crime of genocide represents one of the most extreme forms of attacks
on human rights, dignity, and the sanctity of life, and is, therefore, a highly
significant area of bioethical study. Inseparable from the crime of genocide is
the process of dehumanisation, through which the humanity of certain groups
is denied, consequently stripping them of their basic human rights. This pres-
entation will focus on two case studies — the Holodomor, or the artificially
created famine in Soviet Ukraine (in 1930s), and recent Russia’s invasion of
Ukraine. Based on these two examples, I will establish the process of dehu-
manisation in public discourse as a logical priority for the implementation of
genocidal policies, present it as a constant despite different contexts, intensi-
ties, and methods of crimes committed, and examine the role of the interna-
tional community in preventing dehumanising discourse.
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RAZUMIJEVANJE DRUSTVENIH POKRETA —
REFLEKSIVNOST KAO PREDUVJET PROMJENE

Ovim se izlaganjem, teorijskim pristupom, nastoje istraziti mogucénosti
aktera da djeluju na ograniCavajuée drustvene strukture s naglaskom na kri-
ticku svijest aktera te na koncept habitusa i teoriju polja. Izlaganje ée se baviti
nac¢inima na koje druStvene strukture stvaraju preduvjete za refleksivnost akte-
ra te kako je ta refleksivnost podloga za njihovo aktivno djelovanje i drustvenu
promjenu.

UNDERSTANDING SOCIAL MOVEMENTS —
REFLEXIVITY AS A PREREQUISITE FOR CHANGE

This presentation, with a theoretical approach, seeks to explore the possi-
bilities of actors to influence limiting social structures with an emphasis on the
actors’ critical consciousness and the concept of habitus and field theory. The
presentation will address the ways in which social structures create precondi-
tions for the reflexivity of actors and how this reflexivity acts as the basis for
their active action and social change.
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NEOKATEKUMENI -
PROMJENA PUTA SUVREMENOG COVJEKA

Neokatekumeni su karizma unutar Katolicke crkve osnovana u Madri-
du. Cilj je takozvanog »Neokatekumenskog puta« alternativan nacin Zivota
koji podrazumijeva krs¢anski odgoj suvremenog Covjeka. Neokatekumeni
su dio Katoli¢ke crkve, ali imaju Zivotni stil koji poti¢e razne predrasude
i izdvajanja time $to imaju vlastita, privatna misna slavlja. Polozaj zene u
neokatekumenskoj zajednici, utjecaj neokatekumena na demografiju zupe i
pitanje postojanja neokatekumena kao »sekte« pitanja su vrijedni rasprave
koja poti¢e razumijevanje utjecaja Neokatekumenskoga puta na Katolicku
crkvu u buduénosti.

NEOCATECHUMENATE -
A CHANGE OF PATH FOR THE MODERN PERSON

The Neocatechumenate (or the Neocatechumenal Way) is a charism
within the Catholic Church founded in Madrid. The aim of the so-called
“Neocatechumenal Way” is an alternative way of life that implies the Chris-
tian upbringing of the modern person. The Neocatechumenate is part of the
Catholic Church, but their lifestyle encourages various prejudices and sep-
arations due to its private and separate Mass celebrations. The position of
women in the Neocatechumenal community, the influence of the Neocate-
chumenate on the demographics of a parish, and the question of whether the
Neocatechumenate functions as a “sect” are all issues worthy of discussion
that encourages an understanding of the Neocatechumenal Way’s impact on
the future of the Catholic Church.

Health care, by its nature, is a crisis area and is constantly faced with
various challenges and problems, both globally and locally. However, global
challenges and problems are reflected in a special way at the isolated local
levels, where islands stand out in terms of their complexity, as there are more
than fifty inhabited islands in Croatia. Although these are issues that are of
vital importance for the population of islands, island doctors and other health
workers, and health institutions operating on islands, they are rarely discussed.
Therefore, the organisers of the Losinj Days of Bioethics decided to dedicate
the traditional round table within the conference in 2025 to health care on the
islands, thus continuing the practice of recognising, articulating, discussing
and offering solutions to bioethical and other relevant problems, based on the
positive practice in the local community on the island of LoSinj and in the
Cres-Losinj archipelago, with conclusions that could have much broader sig-
nificance.
